NO SENSE OF LAW AND MORALS.

Wild Talk About Mary Anderson and the
Numerous Efforts Mada to Sepa-
rate Her from Him.

Jamea M. Donghorty, the crazy murderer of Dr.
Lluyd, of tha Flstbush Ineane Asylum, was por-
mitted to take the witness stand (n bis own behalf
in ihe Court of Oyor and Terminer in Hrookiyn
rastordny. [t was ihe thir® day of his trial.

His parrstive, which was rambling and erratio,
wait given in a mutiersd tone, which was inaundible
to two-thirds of the speciators who arowded tbhe
ruom.

He was exceodingly nervous when brought into
eourt by two officers In the forenoon. BEefore thoe
noon recess was taken Dougherty ssked for the
attendance of & physiclan, and the Judgs directed
that bis wish be complied with, 1n the afternoen
No wan resdy for the erdeal, -

Donglierty sald he objecied to trial by two juries,
one outside and one insids the court, and ss¥ed

nud he was sssured that justice would be glven
him.

He knew
it was a violation of the laws goverulng soclety,
but thought (t was in the nterest of humanity
that be should do so.
Tne trial will be continued to-day.

To-dpy Mra, Mobry's attorney appearsd befors
the Court mod asked for the diuchargo of the
woman utderthe lusolvant law, the mistake having
not then been discovared.

About the same time the District Attorney was in
the Quarter Sesslons offico proparing s bill of custx,
and in going over the papers he saw that Alra,
Molry had been tried theuugh s mistaks,

He prompily reporied the error to Judgs Al-
bright, who made au order alscharging her from
custody. The timely discovery of the error savoil
the woman from guing to jail, as the Judge was
just about promouncing tbe sentence, “‘Tlrea
months’ imprisonment.”
