She simply desires to "oomposoherself by rest and meditation," as Surrogate
lianiom put it when ho allowed her to rotire from
the Hold.
While the battlo wont on, however, the court

room was filled with the same old throng, which
Dressed forward imon the ranks of the Hamiltons.
drawn up in line behind their imposing battery of
lawyers.
A long consultation between the Surrogate, tha

lawyers and Evangeline L. Mann-Hamilton was the
first stage of the day's struggle over Robert Eay
Hamilton's fortune. Eva explained that she wanted
to go home to Dallas, Pa., because her mother was

sick, perhaps dying.

They wouldn't let her go, though, and she submittedto Elihu Root's cross-examination with bad
grace.

name is "Dottle." A letter was produced, and Eva
admitted naving -written it to Mrs. T. A. Swinton,
Josh's mother. Here is the letter, exactly as Eva
composed, spelled and punctuated it:.

My Dear Grandma.We have arrived all safe after oar

long Journey and we are very tired indeed we was ten
days out of sight ol' land we are as well as can be expected.1 was sick on board very little Dottey was not at
all. the trip was not pleasant It was so loner we sliall
Hot go back on the City of Berlin wo do not like her the
Saturday she left »he run on a sand bar and was stuck
all day and tbey say she hurt herself then & that was

weather all the way except Sunday and then we had a
terrible storm and eonld not get ont at all so you see
that made It very bad for us all. We will stay in Liverpoola day or so then go to London from London we shall
go to Paris and from there to Carlsbad in Austria and I
cannot say where we will go from there. We met very
nice people on board. Dotty seamed to enjoy the trip
uutill the last few days then he got tired of
it too I hope you are all well do not worry
about Dottey I hope and believe it will do him pood,
remember us kindly to Mr. Dryden and all who ask about
us. I shall not write to Mrs. Dixon she got angry with
me that night because I laughed at her when the seats
went down, so J suppose she wont care to hear from us.
Kiss that dear Sfcby for ine. for I love it very much,
take good care of dear little Fan for me. the weather
here is not at all warme It is now throe oclock in the
morning but I cannot sleep so I thought I might as well
do my writing now. Dottey is sleeping like a good fellowand I suppose you are all asleepe in New York, we
hope to get a letter from you as soon as we reach London
Dottey wrote yon a letter three days ago but we did not
stop ai Queeustown so I suppose you will get boath at
>nce. we will write again from London, take good cair
of yourself until we leturn so 1 will say good morning
with much love and kisses I remain yours EVA and
DOTTEY

The kisses wer# represented by niuety-gix "O's"

placed in three rows. Eva said that the baby she
had wanted kissed was Mrs. Dixon's baby. Mrs.
Dixon lived in No. 63 West Eleventh street with
Grandma Swinton. Eva giggled as she explained
that "Fan" was her little dog.
Q. Was not that a letter written by a son's wife to his

mothorf A. (Bn&ppishly) No.
Q. You ask Mrs. Swinton to "remember mo to Mr.

Dryden," her brother. Was not that a message from a
nephew's wife to his uncle? A. No.

y. Did Mr. Dryden think you were Joshua Mann's
mistress? A. Yes, sir.

Q. Did Mrs. Dixon think you were Joshua Mann's wife?
A. Oh, 1 suppose so. She never asked.
A letter from Josh to ma Swinton was put in evidence.It did not sound like the work of an

imbecile. Josh said Eva had reoeived a letter from
Robert Ray Hamilton dated May 17. A letter from
Josh's sister, Kate Speucer, was also put In. She
addressed Eva as "my dear sister" and signed herselt"your loving sister."
Mr. Boot struck a snag when he asked Eva where

and when her baby was born. She refused, point
blank, to answer for a long time, but finally admittedafter coaxing that it was born on November19, 1888. in Pennsylvania. This was after an
hour's questioning and tour notifications by SurrogateRansom that a refusal to answer meant imprisonment.
Eva used all sorts of dodges to escape telling

about the baby which It is said she bought for $ 10
to impose on Hamilton. She pleaded ill health at
two o'clock and said she muBt have rest, whereuponshe was excused.

Mrs. Jennie R. Badger, dressmaker, testified that
she had worked for Eva Mann in Elmira in 1B88
after Josh Mann had called at her house and left
word tor her to call on his wife.

IN THE ICE STORM'S PATH.

GREAT HAVOC WROUGHT IN CONNECTICUT AND

SICO.OOO DAMAGE DONE.
Despatches to the Herald from Conncotieut state

that Sunday night's st. tux resulted disastrously.

MANN'S TALE OF MURDER.

HE SATS HE SAW M'DONALD SLAIN BY TWO

GERMANS SEATS HIS HUT.

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Mann, who, it Is alleged, murdered aged Robert
McDonald at Cherry Hill, was held before Coroner
Bill, at Backensack, yesterday morning.
Mary Sisco, the negress who said McDonald and

Mann quarrelled on the Wednesday night when
McDonald was injured, was examined privately and
was ordered to appear at the inquest to-morrow
(Wednesday), as were two of Manu's negro asso

ciates.
Mann was brought from his call by a constable

and arraigned before the Coroner. He is a good
looking mulatto, above the medium height. Ho is
thirty-four years old and of powerful physique.
He acknowledged that on a prior occasion

McDonald and he had quarrelled. "McDonald was
the aggressor, lturing the altercation blows were
struck. He did not injure the old man.

H!8 MZETIXO WITH M'DONAXD.
After the hearing he said that on Wednesday

night last he met McDonald at the negro gathering
in his mother-iu-law's house and followed him out.
He said be intended to accompany the old man
home, but went only part of the way.
McDonald reached his hut several minutes before

Mann got within hailing distance of him. Mann
claims to have heard loud voices in the hut, and
shortly afterward, he Baid, McDonald came out, followedby two Germans. They were fighting. One
of them, whom he did not recognize, struck
MoDonald. The old man fell on the ground and
the two men ran away.

WHY HE FLED.
When asked Why he did not notify the authoritiesinstead of trying to escape he said he thought

flight was the safest. He knew hla record was
against him. He took his wife and children to
Bidgewood, and was preparing to leave there when
he heard of McDonald's death. Detective Ackermanarrested him only an hour before the tim« he
had set to leave Preston Van Winkle's house.

Sheriff Haring, Prosecutor Campbell and Coroner
Hill place little credence in Mann's story, but if
any other persons were concerned in the murder
they will probably be arrested by to-morrow.

Sheriff Harina yesterday arrested Lavinia Mann
at Cherry Hill. She is the wife of Philip Mann.
When her husband was arrested she told Mrs. Van
Winkle that "Phil beat McDonald after threatening
to do so," and added that she had hidden t,Uo
bloody coat that he wore after failing to wash the
blood marks out of it. Search is being made for
the coat.

DELOTI CANNOT EECOVER.

HIS ANTE-MOBTBM STATEMENT TAKEN AND

MICHAEL LALLY HELD WITHOUT BAIL.
There does not appear to be the slightest chance

for James Delotl, the Italian bartender shot by exBridgePoliceman Michael Lally on Sunday, to recover.He may die at any moment.
His atite-mortem statement was taken yesterday

by Coroner Levy. An unusual feature was the
wounaea man s reply to the questions whether he
thought he was going to ale. He answered. "Yes."
Nineteen time? out of twenty a negative answer is
given in such cases. The statement was as follows.

"Yesterday morning at half-past seven o'clock I
was attending to my duties in the barroom kept by
Fred Wilson, at No. 342 Centre street, when a man
came in, whom 1 subsequently identified as Michael
Lally, and said to me, 'Bow much do I owe you?' I
said to him, 'You owe me nothing; go on about

your business.' He then attempted to hit me. I
took my club, which I had behind the bar, in order
to defend myself, when he shot me in the chest.
Shortly afterward he was brought back to the
saloon, when I identlded him as the man who shot
me. X did not uso my club, for he did not give me
a chance.
"The parties present at the shooting were Mary

Henry and Mary Johnson, who reside at No. 342
Water street, and Frank Barries, who lives at No. 29
Oliver street. I am married, but have no children.
I am thirty-two years old and was born in Italy."
Michael Lally, the "Bridge terror," who shot

Deloti, was arraigned at. the Tombs Police Court
yesterday and was held without bail by Justice
Taintor to await the result of Deloti's injuries.
Mary Henry, Mary Johnaon and William Smith
were locked up as witnesses.

FROM THE VERDICT.

After Being Convicted of Dr. Lloyd's
Murder His Sanity Is To

be investigated.

HE DENOUNCES THE TRIAL AS UNFAIR

Judge Eartlett's Mind Changed by the Shrewd
Madman, Who Says lie Was Not

Morally Wrong.

James Dougherty, the mad admirer of Mary Anderson,who was oouvicted of murder in the seconddegree for shooting Dr. George F. Lloyd at the
Flatbush Insane Asylum, will now undergo an examinationbefore a commission as to his sanity.
Justice Bartlott, of the Kings County Court of

Oyer and Terminer, before whom he was brought
for sentence, yesterday appointed Drs. Alexander
J. C. Skene, Edwin A. Lewis and Landon Carter
Gray to make the examination.
When Dougherty was taken into court yesterday

Assistant District Attorney Clark moved that sentencebe pronounced. Ia answer to the usual
questions Dougherty said he was thirty-five years
of age and unmarried. lie »vas a canvasser for
Appletons' when he last worked.
"Were you ever In State Prison?" asked the Clerk.
"I have not and I won't be again," was the reply.
When asked if he had anything to say Dougherty

threw the cape of his coat over his shoulder and
addressed Justice Bartlett.

SAYS HIS TBIAI, WAS UNFAIR.

''Owing to my environments I have been unable
to prove my assertions," he said. "My statements
were not rebutted, except by the opinion of a few
men. Why, Miss Anderson, now Mrs. De Navarro,
Is living, and they can get her evidence to prove
that she was in Washington when I say I saw her
there. My letters have been intercepted and the
newspapers refused to publish my articles. I was
thrown "into jail. Miss Anderson has never denied
what I claim. Dr. Shaw's testimony is the onJy
testimony worth anything, but his opinion is
erroneous so far as it concerns Judge Lawrence.
"ihe jury found me guilty of murder in the seconddegree'. They brought me in sane and insane.

They should have brought me in insane and thereforeguiltless, or guilty of murder In the first degree,or justifiable homicide. I was legally wrong.
So was George Washington, Patrick Henry and tho
founders of the Republic, but they were morally
ricrht- .Tnhti Rrovrn was ieoallv wrona and he suf-
fered for It. although he was morally right. I was
morally right and justified in my act. I want a
chance to get witnesses. I don't want to go to the
Penitentiary for other men's opinions. That's all
I have to say, Your Honor."
An appeal for Dougherty was then made by

Foster L. Backus, his lawyer, who asked that a
commission be appointed under the provision of the
Criminal Code. He thought Dougherty ought to be
confined in the State asylum for inwane criminals.
It would be a hardship to send him to State Prison
and then remove Mm to an asylum.

CHAHGED THE JUDGE'S MIXD.
But Mr. Clark wanted Dougherty taken to Sing

Sing, where inquiry could be made into the questionof bis sanity by the Board of Inspectors of
Prisons. He said Dougherty's disease was liable to
progress.
"ibere is no evidence of that," axclaimed the

prisoner indignantly.
Mr. Backus did not think it would be safe to put

working implements in Dougherty's hands in
prison; he might imagine the other convicts were
conspiring against him and become as dangerous
is he was to poor Dr. Lloyd.
Justice Bartlett said an insane person could not

be tried or sentenced, and that after conviction
judgment could be suspended pending inquiry.
What the prisoner had said had caused doubt in
his mind as to whether he understood what was
joing on about him. He was muoh less rational
than last week and hence the request of Mr.
Backus would be granted.

Mrs. Bishop had wanted to buy a $40,0u0 lot in
Greenwood Cemetery and intended to expend
J250.U00 in beautifying it.
Mrs. Bishop, who lives in 105th street, this city,

was a cousin of Mrs. Martha Kunels, the wife of
Charles Kunels, who died last yiar. He was for
many years a seafaring man, and was subsequently
i watchman at Pierrepont stores. He left an estate
valued at about $5,000. At his request Mrs. Bishop,
according to her testimony, took up her residence
in Fifteenth street, Brooklyn, in 1B83, and taught a
young ladies' school. Ruuels loaned her $200, and
she gave him her note for $225.
When she was unable to meet it he denounced

her in public. Three trunks were left by her with
him for safe keeping. Tbey contained, among
other valuable articles, four yards of point lace,
wortb $500 a yard, which had been worn on the
christening dress of her son, Washington Irving
Bishop. Tljere was also a gold goblet of the value
of $500, a gift from Washington Irving; a pieoe of
the flag from Fort Sumter, laces, embroideries,
bronzea, an oil painting and other things.
Mrs. Mary Augusta Sweet testified to having seen

the valuables in Kunels' house.
The trial will be continued to-day.

city line. The route also provides for a connectionwith the Thirty-ninth street ferry at Second
avenue.

Adams street and the Bridge, and
a connection with Cypress Hills Cemetery at or
near Jamaica avenue. The commission also laid
a route for the extension of the road from the citv
line to Fort Hamilton.
