10 THE IMMIGRANTS |

Hospital Accommedatioes on Ellis Island Fn-
tirely Inadequate, While Room for Four
Hundred Inmates in the Other
Institutions Is Wasted.

FOREIGN SOCIETIES INTERESTED.

The State Legislature Petitioned to Give the
Federal Government the Use of the lm-
migrant Hospitals and Asylums
Instead of Selling Them.

The Finance Committes of the Siate Senate, which
has been considering the advisability of selling the
immigrant hospitals and saylums on Ward's Island
for some months, has not yet submitted its ex-
pected report,

It hias been generally understocd that the ma-
jority of its members was diaposed to sell this
property and to turn the money, after the payment
of cortain encumbrances, into the Btate Treasury.
Thia decision, should the committee’s report be
accepted by the Senate and Asssmbly, will deprive
tho immigrants of the resulta of tho State’s wisa
arrangsments for their comfort, which have been
sccumulatingisines 1547 at & cost to the immigrent
of §12,000,600,

Maanwhile the federal government, with an ap-
paront disregard for the thousands of sirangers
who land st this port with the avowed intantion of
becoming eltizens, use the outragecusly inadequats
scoommodations for the sick in & shell house on
Ellia Island, upon & tract of land that in case of
epldemic would, because of its limited area, tend
to encourage the spread of the disesse rather than
dfminish it, and ars not alone not inelined to heed
the suggestions of medleal experta and men who
have had years of experience in caring for Immi-
grants, but actually sre preparing to erect other
buildings similar to the shell houne {n question for
the reception of contaglous diseason and such in-
sane patients snd emergenoy cahsd as may compel
thelr atltontion.

REGINEING THE VIAY FOFULAR MOVEMENT.
