of Timothy Conroy, on Newark avenue, near the
Marion rallroad station, eariy in the evening. He
wan without money and begged for s drink,
Thomas Heslin, tho bartender, consented to trust
him. Soveral young meun treated Bouton and per-
suuded bim to sing.

Bouton went to sleep, and the hartander burpea
a cork and blackonsd bis face. Papor was ignited
at his feet and he was aroused avd frightenod by
the ory of <Fire!" ralsed by the jokers. The gliair
was freguently pulled from uoder him, snd once
Yia head utruck violently agninat the fron footranl |
of the bar.

It is sald that Bouton becaime angry and a fight
occurrad, during which a pictiure which orna-
manied the wall of the saloom wns broken. The
Jolkeps grow tired of their fun sand earried their vie-
tim int) x small rear room and lald hins down on a
bed mapds of old window shasdes. Late Tuesday
night the propricter of the saloon, who hsd been
out of the elty, returned. He found Bouton dying.

An ambulanee from the Clty Hosplithl was sum-
monnd, but Bouton dled befors L arrived,

The police learned that Healin, the bartendar,
who {8 ninetesn years old, and lives at No. 10 Ger-
manin avenne, and James Coyle, seventoon years
old, of No, 117 Van Winkle, nveuus, were the
principal tormentors, and arrested thom early yes-
terdny morning for disorderly conduet, They sub-
seguoently arrested Jobhn Havey, twonty-four yeara
old, of No. 47 Van Winkle svenne. Al the pre-
liminary examination, eonducted by Police Justica
Wanser, the first witness called wad Haveyr, He
wtrenfiously donied that ha was ons of the jokers,
but witnessed the pranks played on the decensod.
He npoticed ‘that the lning of Bouton's lLatwas
blopdstained and blooa was clotted on his mus-
tnolie when he entorvod tho saloon. Ho said he had
heen in a fipht at the ball,

Heslin und Coyle admitted that practieal jokas |
had been perpetrated, but said that Bouton had
not Been injored, From what trenspired Coyle
was thie polive spirit in the torture.

Tha HEparp yestsrday discussed the merits of
the “Becurity Investment and Loan Association,’”
born in New Hampshire, but with headquarters in
kindly Boston. The promotors had gons to New
Hampshire for a soecial reason to get their chartar,

Very promptly the Hinatp was thanked yester-
day for it dl lon of the tof this
‘‘bond"” company. One correspondeut wrota:—

Ploans ngrept my hoartless thanks for your trouble In
exponing the operntfons of the “Seetrity fnvestmont and
Losn Association.” Enclosad I bog to Land two of the
installmont bonds, which 1 have taken the troubla to oh-
taln for pour invustigation, and espaclully eall wvour s
tantion 1o the atyie and signature of the treasurer.

The {irst thing to be sald sbout the signatures is

that the signer, if be bave signed both bonds, has

had very little practice in signing his own name or
thors would not be such a radical difference in the
atyla,

The signature is supposed to be that of the
treasurer, Emit L. Eornfeld, who appsars to be in
the insurance business, with an office at No. 2,208
Third svenus, and residence at No, 30T East
Eighvy-fifth strest. p

The signature of the president purports to bs
that of Androw J. Cobe, of Boston.

TWO WAYS OF BIGNING.

If one of the signatures ba really that of the
treasurer it looks very muech asif the other signa-
ture purporting to be that of the tressureris »
forgery. At any fate it {8 & queer way of doing
businoss to have two such important officors whoas
slgnasures are requirad presumsbly every day te
“bonds'” lssued reside over two bhundred miles
aspart,

Can the signfiures be executed by telograph or
telepnone?

Baltimore {8 also prolific in giving birth to thess
bond-lottery sehiomes. 1 have already noticed one
or two, and many more swalt investigation. The
banking houss of John A. Hamblston & Co., of No.
¢ Bouth street;, Baltimors, is widely known. Mr.

Humbleton's u‘fiuinu of these wild cat schomas is
guite in aecord with thatof the HEmiLo. Here is

Ho managed
to save o little money, and two years ago his son
was taken {mto partnership, and the son
belng anxious to enlargs the business, & largs brick
structure, for years kuown as the Excelsior Iron
Works, was puroussed and remodelled us a fouring
mill. Expeusive muchinery was placed in it and
it was named “The Colonial Mills.™ ;

Thé business of the firm was large, but it taras
out thnt it was done at a loss und the debts rap-
idly increassd. John J. Relyes, who was the man-
aging man of the firm, finding that ke conld mo
longer borrow enough money o carry him in his
:::dn}'prm. resurted to forging paper to austain his

5

The first person to srcertain that Relyos was
gulity of forgery was Sherman Higgins, a baker,
whoso name he had signad to a note for $135.
