Temple Emanv-El, 6th av. and 48d St., Xew

York City..a meeting 0f the Board of Trustees of
Temple Emanu-El was held on Wednesday afternoon,January 21, ai two o'clock, at the office of the
president, Lewis May, Esq., 23 Broad at., to take
suitable action on the death of their former col-

\
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league, Mr. Lazarus Bosenfeld. Mr. May ocoupied
the cliair, and there was present, besides members
of the Board, Rev. Dr. G. Gottheil.
The president, in feeling terms, announced the

demise of Mr. Bosenfeld. who l'or the last forty
years, almost from the inception of the congregation,had official connection with it. filling various
positions.
Fitting eulogies were then made by Bev. Dr. G.

Gottheil and members of the Board, and on motionliev. Dr. Gottheil was appointed as a special
committee of one to draft suitable resolutions expressingthe sentiment and sympathy of the Board,
the same to be published in the American Hebrew,
the Jewish Messenger, Herald and Times. The
resolutions are as follows:
At a special meeting of the Board of Trustees of

Temple Emanu-El, held January 21, 1891, President
Lewis May announced the death of their late Vice
President, Lazarus Bosenfeld, whereupon the followingresolutions were unanimously adopted:.

That this Board has heard with the deepest sorrowof the demise of their former colleague and
vice president, Lazarus ltoseofeld, who for forty
years served this congregation in various capacitieswith unremitting zeal and devotion, and whose
interest in its welfare ceased only with his life;
That to his wise and far sighted counsels, constantwatchfulness and tireless labors is duo a

largo share of the prosperity and standing which
Temple Emanu-El, under the favor of Providence,
has attained, so that he was looked upon as one of
the fathers of the congrecation;
That this devotion to the congregational interests

had its root in a profound attachment to the r«-

ligion of Israel, which was to Mm a soUrce of
strength, of joy and of consolation in the severe
trials of his lite, and in a deep sense of the obligationswhich l£manu-tl owes to .Judaism and the
American nation, to which he was bound by a warm
and enlightened patriotism;
That at an early date a memorial service be held

at the Temple to afford the whole congregation an

opportunity to testify publicly to their deep gratitudefor the services which Lazarus Rosenfeld has
rendered to the congregation aud the love and
veneration in which he was held by all members
during his lifetime, and will be remembered in the
annals of the Temple so long as it shall last;
That the whole Jewish community m this city

will share in our grief at the removal from their
midst of one who was a shining example of rectitude,candor, manliness aud piety, and whose
bearing honored the name of Jew wherever it was
known;
That the sincerest sympathy of the Board be tenderedto the bereaved family in their grief at the

logs of their revered head, and
That this Board accompany the remains of their

beloved brotner and co-worker and suide for so
long a timo to the place of his well earned rest.
By order of the Board of Trustees,

MYER STERN, SecretaryHebrewBenevolent and Orphan Asylum Societyof the City of New York..At a meeting of
the Board of Trustees of the Hebrew Benevolent
aud Orphan Asylum Society it was learned with
profound sorrow that there had been ended the
earthly career of Lazarus Rosenfeld. wlio had been
a zealous member of our institution tor very many
years and who was over ready with hio counsel and
personal services, sacrificing much valuable time,
even at the risk of his health, in the pursuance of
duties voluntarily assumed by him. We recall particularlyhis devotion to the interest of the exiled
Russian immigrants in the tryine times of
iboj, wnen nis personal enons mono socmen

subscriptions exceeding $25,0U0. Esi)ecial cause
had this society for referring to his services, since,
as chairman of the Building Committee of the new
Asylum, he was instrumental in assuring for iis
occupancy a building well designed to lurther its
