I THEN THE FORCE BILL COMES UP.

But the Latter Measure May Not Pass
as Several Republicans Will

Vote Against It.

I The indications are that the republican leaders

will force a vote on the closure resolution next
Tuesday. Mr. Aldrich, with a spacious pretence of
fairness which deceived no one, asked unanimous
consent to-day that a vote be teken at five o'clock
Saturda . He knew that his proposition would not
be seriously entertained, but it gave him an opportunityof putting the democrats in the light of obstructionists,and that point, small as it is, was not
to bo overlooked. For the radicals, writhing under
the sharp criticism of public opinion, are profiting
by every oiroumstanoe that may possibly tend to
neutralize it.
When the Senate assembles Monday the republicanswill have forty-eight of their nfty-one memberspresent. This will give them three more than

a quorum. The expectation is that on the foliowing'daythey will move the adoption of the closure,
notwithstanding the protests of the democrats.
It is not believed now that more than four republicans.Teller,Wolcott, Stewart and Jones.will
vote against the resolution.

DEMOCRATIC PROTESTS.

The democrats regard it as a great injustice that
the impression should go forth that in their
speeolies against the proposed gag law they are

obstructing business. They have shown repeatedlythat when a similar proposition came before
the British Parliament a few years ago it was debatedfrom February until November, after having
been additionally considered during the entire
year previously.
And yet the radical republicans, in their mad

haste to fasten the obnoxious Forco bill upon the
country, are trying to pass the closure with not to
exceed four days' debate. There is every probabilitythat they will succeed not only in cutting
off debate but in passing the resolution. The
democrats, however, will continue to talk against
the measure until they are taken off their feet by
an arbitrary ruling of the Chair.
Mr. Teller, of Colorado, one of the few republicanswho refuse to join their party associates in

support of the Force bill, made a determined but
unsuccessful effort to-day to gain some opinion
from Mr. Aldrlch as to the time that will be given
to debate. He referred to the current rumors that
a vote would be reached by a coup d'ttat, and he
wished to know if this were true.
Mr. Aldrich evaded a direct reply, and mumbled

out a few meaningless generalities about the republicandisposition to act fairly in the matter.
But Mr. Teller was not to be shaken off readily.

He insisted upon a satisfactory answer, and finally
drew from Mr. Aldrlch the reluctant rejoinder
that a vote ought to be reached at five o'clock
Saturday.
Mr. Gorman at once combated the suggestion.

Incidentally he gave the Vioe President a severe

revolutionary methods intended by his party.

MB. MORTON AGBEKA11LK.
There is no doubt, however, that Mr. Morton will

do whatever is demanded of him. The republican
programme, it is understood, is tor Mr. Aldrich on
Tuesday next to move to close debate and take a
vote. If interrupted by a point of order or other
objection from the democrats the Vioe President
will then be expected to overrule it.
An appeal from the decision of the Chair will

then of course be made, aud the only method then
left to the Vice President for checking debate
would be to decide that the appeal is not debatable.In case this decision is made justification for
it will probably be sougnt by drawing a distinction
between legitimate debato and debate for dilatory
purposes, aud it will be assntued that the democratsare clamoring for debate of the latter description.
This wonld tally with the methods of Speaker

Reed in the House aud would practically place the
republican majority in the two houses on the same
basis of political principle aud action.
There is no certainty, even though the closure be

adopted, that the Force bill will pass. Eight republicanvotes against it will defeat it. The democratsalready have assurances that six republicans,
viz.:.Teller, Walcott, Stewart, Jones, lngalls and

THE DEBATE.
Mr. Cockrell resumed his argument against the

proposod rule and asked why, if it was such a good
rule, it was to end with this session. Why was it
not proposed to make it permanent, it was useless
to try to disguise its purpose. Its only object was
to pass the Force bill.the Lodge bill, the bill
which had grappled the Senator from Massachusettsand had him in its deadly cmbrace.
Mr. Cockrell read from the Washington Post of

July 1U, 18i)0, au article giving "the insiae history
t' the LodgeForce bill;" an extract from a letter of

Mr. i;laine's adverse to the bill, and extracts from
various republican newspaper articles condemning
it, aud he wound up his speeoh by expressing the
hone that the biil would be remitted to its tomb,
where it might rest for all time to como. (ipplause.)
Mr. Gray next took the floor. It w»s, he said, a

matter of sincere regret to him that the debate on
the Election bill (Which had been proceeding regularlyto the edification of the Senate and of the
country) had not been allowed to proceed uninterruptedly,without the interposition of tlie grasplug,rude, violent proposition now before tue
Senate.
Mr. Gray went on to enumerate the popular oppositionto the proposed Force bill. He named

ieveral republican papers in Philadelphia, the
stronghold of republicanism; then the New York
papers, the Boston A<ivei\iser, a republican organ;
then a number of influential republican papers in
the West, all of which opposod tho Force bill. He
next spoke of the Farmers' Alliance, which had
condemned the Force bill, and referred to the rule
ldopted in the English House of Commons.
Mr. Aidrich said that the English closure had

seen adopted by a process which would not be at-
(tempted by the United Statos Senate.by turning

members out.
Mr. Gray replied that that was the only way that

was open to the English House when it was attemptinnto put the gag upon freo speech which had
lived in England for ganorations. The gentleman
!rom Rhode Island could never succeed in the
'United States Senate until he had the power and
th« authority to turn out the minority which sat
un the democratic side. (Applause in tho galleries,
which was promptly checked by the presiding otiicer,Mr. Dolph.)

RIGHT OF OBSTRUCTION.
In all the years of our history never before had

in sUani}>t been made to gag tree speech or limit
lebate iu tho United States Senate, l'his proposi;ionwas a stab and blow at civil liberty. Absolutismhad no place in American institutions any-
where. Absolutism wrs at war with American free-
dom and liberty. There could not be an absolutismof the majority without the crushing out
of tho rights of tho minority. The republicanssaid that the power of obstruction
must be put down and takon from the minority.
It was said tliat that power was Intolerable. Very
well. Let the power of obstruction be destroyed
and freo parliamentary government would also be
destroyed. Obstruction wrs the very weapon of
liberty in every English speaking country. There
was no unobstructed road for the majority to walk
unless that road led to despotism. Obstruction i
miu uocii iiiB uuiu ui source or some or the grand- !
est achievements of human liberty the world had

t ever known. <
4 3 he Seuate bad arrived at a stato of things where
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obstruction did exist (and he admitted it;, but it
existed under the constitution of the United
States. It existed by reason of the nature and
framework of our government, and gentiemen had
no l'igat to say that ihev would pull down this fair
fabric in order that absolutism might reiun in the
United States. Resistance had been the cause of
the Maena Charta. It would be the resistance of
plain people or America of this (lay and generationlhat would tiiwait and destroy and make
null the attempts of any set of men to control their
liberties and destroy their freedom. I

It was a significant fact, prtgnant with instructionand warning to the Vmericin people, that the
first time in the history of England an attempt
was made in the Houso of Commons to limit debato,it was made in order to suppress home
rule in Ireland. Let gentlemen go out and tell
their naturalized fellow citizens from that stricken
and unhappy isle that the American Senate was

taking a page from the history of the English
Parliament. Closure had been adopted in England r
in order that Irishmen might be gagged in the
Houso of Commons when they attempted to assertthat freedom of spcecli which belonged to
them as representatives of their nation and of
their people. Let gentlemen tell the naturalized
citizens tnat that was the example they were followingIn order to destroy home rule in this
country.
Mr. Stewart then took the floor, but the hour of

six having arrived the Senate took a recess until
to-morrow at eleven.
The Jong exi ected republican quorum appeared

in the Senate to-day. It was secursd through the
return of Senator Chandler from New Hampshire,
and the attendance of Senators Quay and Cameron,
of Pennsylvania, which resulted in the presence in
the city of forty-six republican Senators, or one
more than a quorum.

Chairman Din^'.ey opened the examination with

this question:."Have you any knowledge of purchasesof silver bullion or certificates by any pool,
syndicate, association or by any individual during
the pendency of the silver legislation or since that
time?" !
Mr. Littler.I have knowledge of but two trans-

actions. On my own account X purchased
between $40,000 and $50,000 worth of silver some
time in the early part of the summer. That em-
braced every transaction in which 1 was personalty
interested. I purchased siiver exchange on Calcutta,India, for tlse reason that the rate of interestin New York was larger than would be required
to carry exchange. j

I bought a small amount of silver for Senator
Cameron. I don't remember the exact amount,
about $100,000 worth. That was some two or three
weeks after I made the purchase on my own ac-
count and it was pending the silver legislation. It
was before Congress had taken action on it. I do 1
not remember the exact date, but it was borore i
final action. j

"Camoron met me one day. I had been talking
with divers members, Senators and others. I did 1
not seek to disguise the fact that I had bought 1
some silver, feeling that I had a right to do it; and ]
gave as my opinion when asked that silver was a

furchase ana that there was money in it. Cameron f

new I had purchased some, and when he met me '

one day he said in his gruff way, 'I want you to ,buy tome sliver for me.' I think he opened the
subject, althoush I do not remember about It." *
Mr. JJttler said he had no knowledge of any sil- l
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any such pool existed or had exi3teiJ. He bought
on margins. He suggested that Senator Cameron *

be called as the easiest way to secure the int'orma- i
tlon (when asked the date of the Cameron trausac- r

tion). JMr. Littler declared he had never asked any one 1
in Congress to vote for silver legislation, and that
he went Into the speculation without the soiicita- ,

tion or urgency of any one.

Topeka, Jan. 28, 1891..There was a very exciting
discussion in the House of Representatives this
morning. The trouble was aroused by the presentationof a memorial from the ex-Union soldiersof Topeka asking that Senator Installs be
returned to the United States Senate. The memorialrecited that Senator Ingalls had always been
loyal io the old soldiers and asked that uo one be
seler-.' d to succeed him who would not do as muoh
fjT in Congress as he would do. Mr. Lupfer,
of Fawnee county, moTed that it be placed on the
table. This brought Judge Webb to his feet to
earnestly protest against such an insult to the old
soldiers. Mr. Lupfer then changed his motion and
moved that the memorial be referred to the Committeeon Agriculture. This pleased the Alliance
members immensely.
After various other motions one was made to referit to a special committee of old soldiers to be

appointed by the Chair. The discussion on the
motion, which occupied almost all of the morning
session, was very exciting. A demand for the yea*
and nays on the motion was made. Every other
member insisted on explaining his vote, and over
an hour was thus consumed. Thirteen Alliance
members voted with the republicans and the motionwas lost. The resolution was finally referred,
the vcte being 87 yeas and 38 nays. Thirteen Alliancemembers voted with the republicans, while
the eight democrats voted with the Alliance.
This vote is taken as a possible indication of the

vote on Senalior. In joint session it will require 83
votes to elect a Senator. Should the thirteen Alliancemen who stood by Ingalls to-day vote for his
re-election, and should the democrats vote for
their own candidate, the ballot would stand:.Ingalls,76; Alliance candidates, 80; democratic candidate,9, Should the democrats join the Allianoa

The New Union of Toilers Lays
down the Lines Politicians

Must Follow.

BUSINESS IS MEANT.

If Existing Parties Prove Deaf a New
Party Banner Will Be Found

in the Political Field.

Washington, D. C., Jan. 23, 1891..Th« Confederationor Industrial Organizations was formally

will now proceed in the work of educating the laboringmasses in the principles of political oconomyas thoy are understood by the Farmers' Alliance,white aud colored; the Farmers' Mutual
Benefit Association, the Knights of Labor and the
Citizens' Alliance, the organizations which up to
this time are in the Confederation.
The meeting this morning was held in one of the

parlors of the Renmore House, and delegates from
all the organizations above named were present.
T. L. Gantt, the secretary, had been suddonly
called home, and J. J. Rogers, of the Colored Alliance,took his place. Colonel L. F. Livingstone,
from the Committoe on Business, made a report
suggesting that the first thing to be done was the
adoption of a list of demands, and this was done
with the following result:.
First.We demand tho abolition of national banks

as bauks of issue, and as a substitue for national
bank notes we dernaud that legal tender treasury
notes be issued in sufficient volume to transact
the business of the country without damage or especialadvantage to any class or calling, such notes
to be legal tender in payment of all debts, public
and private; and such notes, when demanded by
the people, shall be loaned to them at not mora
than two per cent per annual upon non-perishable
products as indicated in the sub-treasury plan, and
also upon real estate with proper limitation upon
the quantity of land and amount of money.
Second.We demand a free and unlimited coinage

of silver.
Third.We demand the passage of laws prohibitingalien ownership of land, and that Congress

take prompt action to devise some plan to obtain
all lands now owned by aliens and foreign syndi-
cau:h, aim an lanus neia ay ranroaus ana omer
corporations in excess of such as are actually used
anu needed by them be reclaimed by the governmentand held for actual settlers only.
rourtii.Believing in the doctrine of equal rights

to all and special privileges to none, we demand
that taxation.national, State or municipal.shall
not bo used to build up one interest or class at th«
expense of another.
*\fth.We demand all revenues.national, State,

or county.shall be limited to the necessary expensesof the government, economically and honestlyadministered.
Sixth.We demand a just and equitable system of

graduated taxation on incomes.
GOVERNMENT CONTROL OF RAILWAYS AND TELEGRAPH

LINES.
Seventh.We demand that the most rigid, honest

and just Stato and national control and supervisionof the means of public communication and
transportation, and if this control and supervisiondoes not remove the abuses now existing, we
demand the government ownership of suoh moans
of communication and transportation.
Eighth.We demand that the Congress of the

United States submit an amendment to the constitutionproviding for the election of United Statos
Senators by the direct vote or -the people of each
State; also the President and Vice President by a

popular voto.
Ninth.We demand that in each State a system

shall be provided and faithfully exeouted which
will insure an honest and accurate registration of
all voters; a free, fair, secret and official ballot,
and an honest, public count; and demand that
each State Legislature shall make it a felony for
any improper interference with the exercise of the
registration, ballot or count.

Every ono of these planks was gone over carefullyand discussed fully. There was no ^rositionto any of them and the discussion was principallyover tiie wording of them.
OFFICERS CHOSEN.

After adopting the platform the committee proceededto name the new organization the Confederationof Industrial Organizations and elected Ben

Terrell, of the Farmers' Alliance, president, and
John W. Hayes, general seeretary-troasurer of the
Knights of Labor, .secretary aud treasurer. Messrs.
Ben Terrell, A. W. Wright and J. J. Iiogers were
elected a Committee on Bylaws. President L. L.
Polk, of the National Farmers' Alliance, was given
the privilege of the floor and made a speech, in
which he fully indorsed the list of demands.

It was decided to form a national committee,
which will consist of one member from each
organization in every State in which they are

organized, and a national chairman for that committee.It will bo the duty of this uational committeeto decide upon the details of tlie best way
to carry on the work of organization and education
on the linos of the list of demand* given above.

IS XX a new rABTY?
Nearly every one of tlie delegates admits that

this is "the practical formation of the new party,
but there seems to be a question as to just when it
will come. A concensus of opinion puts the positionthus:.Every effort for the next twelve
months will be devoted to thediscussionof principles and forming a compact,
homogeneous organization. A convention will be
held a year from now, the delegates to which will
be elected on the distinct issue of third party or no
third party, with the power, if deemed advisable,
to mace nominations.

In the meantime the list of demands will be discussedand modified if it is deemed proper. They
will be presented to the republican and democratic
parties with the request that they be adopted as a
whole. If either party so adopts them there will
be no third party. If not, a third party is inevitable.An effort will be made to-morrow to select
the members of the national committee. The delegatesto-night are preparing their lists, and if they
are ready the appointments will be made.
