SENSATION 1N BRUSSELS.

Sudden Death of the Heir to the
Belgian Crown.

SINISTER RUMORS ABROAD.

The Case Is Compared to That of
the Crown Prince Rudolph
of Austria.

BRURSILE, 248, 180L.—Prace Baudonin,
nephew of King Leopold and heir to the throne of
Balgium, 1s dead. e died in this ofty at three
o'clock this morning. Ths cause of his dsath is
alleged to bave been an attack of bronchitia.

ALLEGED CAUSKE OF DEATH.

During the ecourss of the afternoon further da- [
talls goneerning the denth of the young Prince wers |
furulebed from official ciroles. Acoording to theso |
dotails Prince Baudouin had for some time paat
been sufforing from influenza, bul in spite of the l
remonstrancss of L. physiciats he Insisted upon
passing bis nights recently at the bedside of his |
ginter, Princess Hanristte. On Monday Iast, ncoord-
ing to the story, the Prinece insistea upon golng for |
a drive somo scconuts say, for a ride on horssback |
it others are to be belleved. In any case it would |
gecm that the Prince's foolhardiness cansed him to
catch & fresh oold, and on Wadnesdasy he was
forced to take to ks bed. Yesterdsy the condition
of the Frince had becoms more serious, but at the
same time does not seem to have been such as to
causs any alarm, for his Indisposition was not
known to the genoral public.

During the afternoon of Thuraday an unfavor-
able changs was noticed in the Frince, and as
the evening drow near hls condition caused his |
nttendants grave apprehensions. Finally toward !
night time the Isst amornments of the Romun |
Cutholic Church were administarod to the Prince. |
Following the administration of the sscraments
Prince Baudouin was aftacked by high fever and |
was in danger of lapsing Into delirium. Eing
Loopold and Queen Maris wera summoned $o tha
Prinoo’s bodslde. They did their utmost to gonsols
the royal suffarer, though both the King and Quesn
weors overcome with grief. Finaliy the Sinisters
aud chiefs of the roval honschold were sent for.
Thoy were in attendance during all the Iatter part
of the night.

At ton o'clock the Prince was subjoctad to the
operation of cupping, but with no rasult.  Shorily
before midnight the attending physiclang jro-
nounced the Princo to be dying and ths worst was
expected ot any moment., Little by little Prines
Baudonin's respirations became woalier and weaker
until 8 sudden flow of blood from the lungs suifo-
ented the royal sufferor. The exact hour of the
Prinoce’'s death is announced to be a gquarter to two
A. M, nnd not three A, M., as at firat stated.

The Princess Henristte ia suid to be in & worss
eondition this evening than during the earlisr
honrs of the day.

In addition to the Ministers mnd chiefe of the
royal household the Governor of Brabant ang tha
Burgomaster wera presant al the palacs of the
Count of Flanders whils the offlcial statement ns
to the calise of Prince Bandouin's death was being

drawn up,
BINIATER MUMONS AFLOAT.

The sudden death of Prince Bandovin has eaused
the most alarming rumors to be ocirounlated on all
sides; and these rumors grew in import as the day
progressod. Itowas openly asssrted that the death
of the populsr Bolgisn prines was a repobi-
tion of the sad clroumstances surroundiog
the death of ths Archduke Rudolph, the
hefr to the Austrian throne, who met
Lis desth in such n mysterious manner on Jan-
unry 40, 1830, It was added that o beautiinl German
governens, who had besn recently banished from
the Balgian eonurt by order of Kiug Leopold, had
been in some way connected with the death of
Prinoe Baudouin. Rumor also had It that there
bad been an intrigne, lasting a long time, Letweesn
the governess and the Pringe, and tha resnit of
their llalson 8 saala to have besn ths birth of =
echild, In sny ouse the death of Prince Paudouin
s surrounded with mystery and speculation.

The conrt physicians in tne death certificata nu-
nounce that Prince Baudomin's death was caused
by hemorrhage, following a severs attack of bron-
chitis. Tho phyeleians nslso assert that the Prince
canght » ohill while watehing nt tho beaside of his
gister, thes Princess Henviatte, who has baen i1l for
soms time past. But these statements are far [rom
gonvineging the poople that the real cunse of the
denth of Prince Heudonin bas beesn pgiven to the
public, and the startling rumors already referrad
to are popularly belloved to be founded on a solid
‘basis of fact of somo description.

Teolograms and of eondol with the
royal fumily of Belgitm in this thelr grent sorrow
are nlrepdy reaching Broseeld from all parts of
Europe, awong the despatches recclved being
words of sympathy from Quesn Victoria and the
Prince and Princess of Walss.

The official bulletin issued by the court phy-
sicians this evoning stntes that Prines Baudouin
disd of congestion of the lungs, coussd by & enill,
which he contracled while watching st the bedside
of hi= slater, the Princoss Henriette.

Theromuins of the Prince now 1is in state on the
bad in which he dled, surrounded by tall wax
candles in golden candlesticks, The body of the
Pritice la sttired in the handevme uniformof 4 cap-
tnin of the Hoyal Belgian Curablnesrs. 1n ons
hand the dead Prinee grosps his sword, aond the
other and bolds » honldsome rosary, from whish
is pendant a golden cross,

The features of the Prinee are calm, pals and
placid, snd apparently nut in the slightest degreo
clanged by destn. Guarding the death bed, the
desth chanmber and the palace is s guard of honor
from the carbineer rogiment to which tho Prince
belongad. Oiticers of that regiment in foll uniform
aiid with drawn swords will guard the Princs's
body until j& is finsglly Iwid to rcedt io tho burind
vaulis of the roval family of Belgion.

Imtenre excifement prevails in Jrussels and
throughout the provincas, CUrowds of paopls wre
paradding tho strests or galbered in knots st atreat
corners nagerly discussing the situation.

The President of the Chamber apd the leaders
of the Right and Left concurred in the sxpresslons
of regrat and sympathy, and the House then ad-
journed as a sign of mourning for the dead Frince.

The body of Prince Baudouln has bsen em-
bulmed and now lies in state In the palaoce.

DEATHRED HCOENE.

The extrems danger of Prince Baudouin first be-
came known at moon yesterday, when be had a
Lamorchage of the kldoeys, At aix P. AL the phy-
slcians in attendance compiled a bullstin saying
the case was one of dangerous pleurc-pnenmonia
which had reached {ts fourth day, and that there

bad besn a complioated hemorchage. The
bullstin was nof issued, however. The mem-
bers of the royal family were summonad.

The King and Quesn wers overcoms with grief and
wapt togather; the Queen being finally obiiged to
rotire, in conssquence of tha violanoe of har griefl
The Prines tried to reassure those st his bedsids,
saying, "I shall be better to-morrow.'

The physicians were still hopaful £l ten P. M.,
when the pationt was eupped. At midnighc the
Privee motioned Dy, Melis to approsach hizs bedside
and thanked him for his kindness. Ilis volce waz
then almost Inaudible. At onbe o'clock he motioned
to his paremts to coms eloser to his bed. He
rajeed himaalf with aifflenlly snd embraced them
Both were weeping. The brother and
sister of the dying man then knelt at his bedside.
The Prince rocognized them and foebly reached
out hie hand and touched their forehends. Soon
after he lad a fresh hemerrhage and diedata
quarter of two A. M. The physicians who ware in
attendance are hommopathists, The royal family
have full confidence in them.:
