Prison, Accused by Former
Keepers and Prisoners.

HORRORS OF THE BLACK CELLS.

The Legislutore fo Move to Investizate the
Alleged Abuses, Which A-# Raid to
llave Existrd for Years.

Hasitronp, Conn., Jan, 25, 1881.—It is regarded as
protty well settled that as soon a8 the Legisiature
of this Stpte sneceeds In resamiog the fuustions
of & Gepoeral Assewbiy, 8o sadly impaired by its
prespnt troubles; o determined offors will bo made,
in the lower house ntlenst, to Investigats the con-
dition and reportod mismanngement of the State
Yrison; at Wetherefiold.

The peopla of Connecticnt will cubt-
lens be glad to learn through the Hemiro tht the
lative Committes on Prisons will & ohe
not be opposed to the investigatin and
raform of abusesin this direction.

T'he prison is gevernod by a non-partisan bard of
seven dirsotors, the chairman of which is Fofessor
Wayland, the dean of the Yale Law Schol Dr.
Wayland {4 wn ervdite and scoomplisho gentle-
marn, whoke knowledge of the history o prisony
in this ecuntry is mecond 0 none. Hibelloves
Warien Chamberlsin js the best hesd Copsctiout's
prigon sver had.
