William H. Buttner and William D. Hughes,
-"Bogus divorce lawyers," at the bar before KeeorderSmyth, in the General Sessions Court yesterdaymorning, were sentenced to State Prison.
They seemed thoroughly humiliated and besought

L'The room was packed with lawyers, policemen

and a throng of spectators.
For Hughes a good deal of sympathy was manifested,as his career had been honorable, so far aa

known, up to the time he entered into partnership
with Buttner.
Buttner was thoroughly despised by most of

those who bad. known him, and many were the
words of satisfaction expressed as sentence was

* imposed upon him.
Buttner was sentenced to a term of seven years

and Hughes to five years' imprisonment at hard
labor. Commutation for good behavior will lessen
Buttner's time to four years and nine months and
Hughes' to three years and seven months.
Hushes is a man of fine appearance. He is about

forty-lour years of ago, has a full, reddish heard
and was neatly attired. Buttner is a man of good
proportions and is fairly good looking. He is
about thirty-three years old, and was clad in a

» heavy overcoat, with sealskin trimmings. As they

After having graduated at law I went to Idaho Territory,and while there was made Clerk of the Supreme

This position 1 afterward resigned Hnd undertook the

some days ago. I wish to say, however, that I never
knew of the making of the bogus seal, nor had anything
to do with getting the bogus decrees printed.
Tho papers may call me a forcer, but tbey can never

Jecree. saying that I would get the money for It. As tiod
la my judge I hope I may not ontlive my prison life.
District Attorney Nicoil then followed, urging

that the prisoners had, as recreant lawyers, vio
Jated their oaths as officers of the court and broughtW disgrace upon the legal profession. Hughes, ho
said, had alwav s been a respectable man previous
to his present difficulty, while Buttner for years
bad had an unsavory reputation in this and other
cities.

PASSING SENTENCE.
* Recorder Smyth said that be regretted to have to

pass sentence upon two men who belonged to the
honorable profession be bad praotised for thirty
years. This was the first time in his career as a
magistrate that he had been called upon to send a
lawyer to State Prison. He agreed with the Distriot
Attorney in bis estimate of Buttner's character.

!Ibey had both through issuing these bogus divorce
decrees caused innocent persons to commit bigamy,
and should be made to suffer severely for so grave
a crime.

LYMPH ACTS SLOWLY IN BOSTON.

Boston, Mass., Jan 30, 1891..It has been four

weeks since the treatment with Dr. Koch's lymph
at the Massachusetts Central Hospital began. This
is tbe time assigned by the Doctor for the recovery
of such patients as are treated with tiiis mystic
fluid.
Inquiry at the hospital, however, revealed tho

fact that the patients are not ready to be discharged.It was stated that all were in a favorable
condition, but still experiencing the usual reaction.
In the lupus cases the improvement has been exceedinglymarked, but in phthisis oases it ii not
nearly so marked, but it is still noticeable.

He, after many refusals
to give his right name, not wishing to disgrace his
family, he said, finally gave it to the Recorder
privately on a slip ot paper.

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FROM WEALTH TO WANT.

A SOUTHERN FAMILY ONCE PROSPEROUS FORCED

TO ARK FOR CHARITY.
A case of utter destitution and suffering of a

once wealthy Southern family, now living in the
city in poverty and want, has been referred to the
Hemald for investigation.
The persons investigating the case previous to

calling the Herald's attention to its sad features
are of undoubted reliability. The Herald has,
however, supplemented their work by a careful
verification of the particulars. Those facts are

vouched for:.
In an old fashioned frame house in an ill favored

portion of West Forty-efghth street lives a woman

eighty years old, with her daughter and the three
children of the latter. The family of five ocoupy
the second floor of a rookery, for which the rent is
$14 a month.
They are from Richmond, Va., and bear an honoiedSouthern name, which, at the earnest request

of the woman, is withheld from publication.
The daughter of the elder woman is un invalid,

dying, it is said, of starvation; not from the absolutelack of food, but from the absenoe of proper
nourishment and medicine. The youDgest,ot the
three children is but two yeare old; the oldest ia
twelve. This child earns $2 a week. It is the only
money that the family has to live upon. Their
other needs are provided for by thoir poor neighbors,
The family was once wealthy and lived in Richmondon Franslin street, near the park.the most

aristocratio neighborhood in the Southern capital.
The war deprived the woman of her husband and
much Of her uroDertV. Now all of her fnrrun« hm

gone and she is left destitute in her old age.
The daughter wax carefully educated at llutgers

College. She was able to care for her mother and
her three children by giving lessons in vocal and
instrumental music. Sho is now paralyzed, partiallydemented and unable to work.
"We hare no food in tho house," said the poor

gentlewoman yesterday. "My daughter is dying
from lack of proper nourishment and medicine
and the children often go supperless to bed. They
are unfamiliar with the taste of even a glass of
fresh milk.
"Don't expose our poverty in the pajjer," she

pleaded. "It would be cruel to tho children to
have our name published. Other children are so
unfeeling. They would make fnn of our trouble
and the little oues could not stand it.
"Do you think you can do anything to aid us?"

she asked. "There are charitable people in New
York. If they could but know how we suffered I
am sure they would aid us. It is so hard to be old
and poor and feeble and to have such a charge as I
have. If I was alone I could die, but what will
become of these children, their mother dying and
I eighty years old?
"To think of asking charity.I, who onoe had

my horses and carriages and everything that
money could purchase. Good God! what a conrast!"
The woman consented to permit tho Hkhald to

give her name and address to any one who was interestedin her case and desired personally to investigateit.

Mrs. Wallace said that she knew that Kate, his

daughter, intended to elope with Wood. She told
Kate that her father had said that if she marr ed
Wood he would disinherit her. He was a determinedman and generally carried out whut he said.
Wnen Kate eloped the deceasod then mado his will.
Mrs. Wallace said that she often visited her daughterafter she was married to Wood, and that on her
return home her husband would always inquire
after Kate's health and if she were comfortably
settled.

It was alleged by Kate Wood that after she eloped
her lather wrote her a letter, cursing her "in the
name of the Father, Son and Holy Ghost." The
witness said she never heard of her father cursing
Kate in a letter or otherwise. She said that her
husband was subject to outbursts of passion, but
always controlled himself. He felt very keenly
oyer the elopement, as he was a proud man and
wealthy, and thought that his daughter ought not
to have disgraced him by eloping.

ATLANTIC WEATHER. I
The Pilot Chart's January Review anil

Forecasts for February.

EXTRAORDINARILY HIGH BAROMETER

Dangerous Obstructions to Navigation
Along the Atlantic Coast

The North Atlantio Pilot Chart to be issued to-day
by the Hydrographio Office, the substanoe of whicu
we print herewith, covers the coming month of
February and contains a record of the remarkable
weather observed on the ocean during the month
now closing.

REVIEW OF JANCABY.
The compilers of the Pilot Chart say:.
The month has been characterized by Tew abnormalweather over the Atlantio, as well kit ovel

Europe, where, from the British Isles and North
Sea to the Mediterranean, mucb suffering and
ffreat dainacA havfi hntn ransiAd hv TArv

weather and severe snow storms. No very severe
or protracted storms have occurred in midocean,
although several have been experienced along the
Atlantio coast of the United States and the British
provinces, and the most marked feature of Atlantio
weather has been the great anti-cyclone that prevailedalong the transatlantic route during the
middle of the month, when easterly winds and
very high barometric pressure (in one case as high
as 31.08 mercurial, corrected) prevailed all the way
from the English Channel to the fortieth meridian
and well down toward the Azores.
The month opened with a storm of considerable

energy central over the Eastern United States, a

ridge of moderately high pressure off the coast, and
another storm central to the eastward of Newfoundland,accompanied by northwesterly gales ia
its rear as far south as latitude 31 degrees N., in
longitude 50 degrees W. Over the Atlantic east of
the fiftieth meridian and north of the thirtieth
parallel, pressures were generally below normal,
but without any very decided storm centre. Over
Europe pressures were above normal, a ridge of
high pressure extending southeasterly from the
North Sea to the eastern Mediterranean.
On the 13th there were regions of high pressure

over the Gulf of Mexico (readings about 30.30)
and west of the British Isles (readings about 30.'JU),
and as these two anti-cyclones moved toward midoceangenorally fair weather and light to fresh variablewinds prevailed for several day* over t.ha
entire Atlantic, from the Gulf of Mexico and the
Caribbean Sea to Northern Europe. On the X4th a
corrected barometric pressure of 31.08 was observedon board the German steamship Fulda, in
latitude 49 deg. 57 min. N., longitude 14 deg. 50
min. W., and the isobar of U1.00 included an area
of about 160,000 square miles, west of Ireland.
But tew reports of fog liave been received during

the month and these fall mostly within the area
indicated on the chart, a narrow belt strstchiug
E. N. E. from a point southwest of Sable Island
toward and across the Grand Banks. On the 2d
there was a very dense fog in New York harbor
and Delaware Bay, causing serious obstruction and
delay.
Not a single report of ioe off the Grand Banks has

been received up to date of publication.
FORECAST FOB FEBRUARY.

The Hydrograpliic Office makes the following
forecast for Fobruary;.
Stormy weather will prevail, especially off the

American coast along the course of the Gulf
Stream and over the Atlantio to the northward of
the thirty-fifth parallel, where frash to strong
gales, principally from the westward, will be encounteredabout once a week. Northers will ocour
less frequently in the Gulf of Mexico, but will be
of greater violence than earlier in the season. The
northeast trades will be felt further north. Icebergsand field ice maybe encountered off Newfoundlandana over the Grand Banks, possibly as
iar south as the forty-second parallel, between the
forty-seoond and fifty-second meridians. The
probable regions of frequent fog are indicated on
tho chart off the Grand Banks and Georges Shoal.
