OBITUARY.

CHARLES CIIATjPIN.
The cable announces from Paris the death of

Charles Chaplin, the most delightful painter of
women of the day and tie legitimate successor of
Greuze and Fragonard. M. Chaplin was in his

sixty-sixth year, and was born of an English father
and a French mother, at Andelys, near Itouen. He
was a pupil at the Beaux Arts of Drolling, and
showed early aptitude for portraits. He made
his d£but at the Salon in 1845 with a "St.
Sebastien." He could not, as he was not French,
compete for the Prix de Rome. After a visit to
Anvergne, where he painted landscaoes and cattle,
he sent several such subjects to the Salon. Then
he fell in lore with a pretty woman, settled down
in Paris and painted nothing but pretty
women ever after. Among his Salon works
after this transformation are "La Rene" and "Les
Premieres Posis," now at the Marseilles Museum
(1867); "Diane" (1859), "Diane Endormie" and
"L'Oiseau Envoe" (1863), "Tho Soap Bubbles"
and "The Turtle Doves" (1864), the former
now at Luxembourg; "Loto" and "The Card
Castle" (1865), "The Fountain" and "Les Perruches"(1867), "L'Aurore" (1859), "Les Premieres
Lens" (1869), "The Child" and "Young Girl Holding
a Dish" (1870), "Haydee" (1873), "May Hoses" (1875),
"The Broken Lyre" (1875), and "Happy Days"
(1876). M. Cheplin received medals in 1851, 1852
and 1865, the Legion of Honor in 1865 and a promotionas officer in 1877.

JOB MALE.
Job Male, ex-Mayor of Plainfield, N. J., died at his

home, on Crescent avenue, from, pneumonia on

Thursday night after a short illness. He was

eighty-three years old, and left a fortune variously
estimated at from $5,000,000 to $7,000,000. He was

born in England in 1808, and came to this countrv
one of eleven children, in 1816, locating in Jersey
City and learning the carpenter's trade. In 1867,
after a tour of Europe with his wife, he located in
Plainfield, and in 1869 he was elected the first Mayor
the city ever had. He was re-elected in 1878,
1887, 1888 and 1890. His last term expired on
January of the present year. Deceased left no
children and his wite died a few years ago. Among
his recent contributions to charitable objects was
the "Job Male Public Library and Art Gallery,"
costing about $50,000. Mr. Male, while a resident
of Jersey City, was for several years a member of
the City Council, and was for twenty years a directorof the Hudson Couuty Bank. He donated
the land and contributed the building known as
the Unitarian Church in Plainfield, and his gener-
osity toward the poor of the city has been unbounded.The funeral will take place to-morrow
afternoon and the Interment will be in the family
plot at Greenwood.

OLIVER T. JOHNSON.
Oliver T. Johnson, the treasurer of the Staten IslandAthletic Club, died at his home in West Brighton,S. I., yesterday, from an attack of typhoid

pneumonia.^ Mr. Johnson was also a member of the
New York Athletic and Atalanta Boat clubs. He has
been in amateur athletics for the past twenty years
and has competed in many contests both on land
and water. He was a clever oarsman, and it was in
aquatio competitions that he distinguished himself.In 1874 and 1878 he rowed in the champion
four-oared crews of the Atalantas and also won
several sculling races. Mr. Johnson was forty
years old. Ho has not been actively engaged in
athletics for several years.

JUI.KS Lf.VY.
Private despatches received in Boston, Mass., announcethe sudden death at Cannes, France, of

Professor Jules Levy, the well known French
teacher of that city. Professor Levy was for some
years a captain in the French army, and as suoh
saw servico in Mexico under Marshal Bazaine, and
was often brought in close contact with the ill
tated Emperor Maximilian. He wan twice married
in Boston. He was once oflered a professorship at
Harvard University, which ho declined.

COLON'Eli GEO GE S. M'.fJS.
Colonel George S. Mann, a veteran of the MexicanWar and a member of the New York Legislature

for several terms, beginning in 1S47, died at his
residence in San Francisco, Cal., yesterday. He
orgauized the Home Mutual Insurance Company
and was its first president. He was a native of
New Hampshire and ninety-three years old. He
went to California in 1863. He leaves a widow, the
daughter of ex-Governor Mattox, of Vermont.

Chauncey B. Blair, president of the Merchants'
National Bank, of Chicago, and one of the most
noted financiers in the city, died there early yesterdaymorning.

AT THE OPERA.

The New Ballet Seen at the Met-

ropolitan with the "barberof Bagdad."

MR. MANSFIELD WRITES AGAIN

Dresden China, a ballet, music by various composers.
The revival of "The Barber of Bagdad," and the

production, for the first time in New York, of the
much talked of ballot, "Dresden China," drew a

crowded house to the Metropolitan last night.
Herr Emil Fischer repeated the success he scored

last year in Cornelius' short but charming comic
opera. It could hardly be conceded that, with the

exception of Friiulein Huhn, the Bostana, the

singers who "supported" the Barber shone by comparisonwith the artists who first sang the work
here. Nor did the band seem in its usual fine
form.
The ballet was another disappointment.
What it may be on the more liberal Viennese

boards I cannot say. But with the settings we saw

last night, with shabby scenery and ill-grouped
costumes, it was not dazzling.
The opening, which suggests the third act of

"The Middleman," is framod in old set, which has
done duty in "Fidelio" and "Faust." The pantomimeexplains (or is supposed to explain), the
discovery of the art of making Dresden China.
Then the scene changes and we pass into a palace(a very dark and dingv palace), where groups of

pretty girls and ill-trained boys foreshadow the
figures into which the dainty clay will later on be
moulded.
Between the scenes the band plays bits from

"Naila." The music after that is a potpourri, selectedfrom a number of oomposers. In turn we
hear Strauss, Metra and Delibes, with others far
less charming. There is no unity of plan about
this ballet.
The costumes, individually charming, were ill

arranged. They did not, in most cases, suggest
Dresden china, and they were killed by their background.
The colors in soma instances seemed too pronounced.theyellows particularly. Violets were

massed next to pinks and yellows were contrasted
with reel drapery.
The dances, especially the first, danced by a bevy

of fair inaids in black (they would have charmed
Willette), were pretty and the premiere danseuse
was graceiul.
