EARLY CARVER,

Meissonier was born st Lyons about 1813 He
went to Faris whilo still a youth, snd entered at
sightesn as sssiatant rapin (color grinder) the stu-
dio of Lion Cogniet, the painter of clussical and
historioal subjects To his master Meissonier owed
much. His corrsotness of drawing e had Imi-
tated and surpassed, whils his ecolor, though not
g8 s0ber as that of his waster, still leans mors to
that quality than to brilliancy.

The young sartist, whoss manner of palating
from the first showed signe of great originaiity,
dtruok out ioa siyle of milergseople painiing, of
which e nmong Frenoh paititers of his time was
the fires exponent. His first work exhibited in the
‘Balon of 1836—* Littis Messengor " —attracted a good
deal of sitention to the youny artist from its com-
bloktion of precision with dellesoy.

THE' PAINTER'S STUDIS.

The country house of the great painfer waus at
Poissy nod contained what was really hjs studie,
True he bad also a ftudio (o Paris, where he was to
be found on stated duve during the wesk and
where be kept those of his productions which wera
finished or rapldly apyroaching completion, His
siudio at Poissy 16 alarge ofalr, taking up rolly hotf
of the ground fleer of the cusrming old fashivned
residenca. He was always Bapny tu ses visitors,
snd when working kept stes tily. on at his task,
chatting pleasently mesnwhile. The puiuter's geu-
oral apj earance was not cummanding, as his laps
Wera very disproportionnte in length to his body,
being like in size to those ul u boy. Howaver,
when omee seated the full efoct was felt of his
magnificent hisad, with its mussive brow, long, iron
gray bésrd and woving gray bair, sst firmly by a
ﬁfe muscnlur neek on his uobly properticusd
chest,

The deceased artist was, for u palater, a weallhy
man. The reldetanes of Horase Vornet and Panl
Délaraoche to paint on orders from Nuapoleon 111,
redounded grautly to the benefit of sielssonier.
For thio series of paintiv 8 he execuled of batties
af the (eimeun and Itallan wars bis received about
BO0,000° francs. 1

That his tortune was nol larger than 1t was, was
dne to the fact that, thongh the reverse of ex-
travagant in muttore of personal comtort, he always

BLOWING UP THE WRECKS.

HOW THE VIZCATA AND HARGRAVES WERE RE-
MOVED ¥R M THE ATH, OF SERAVERE

Tka receipt of orders to blow up the wraeks of
the stenmer Vizeorwand the fony mastad schooner
Hargraves, sunl In eollislon off Barnegat light,
found the Yante rande for duty, nud ab hall-past
elz on Wednsadny murnusyz tha ship left tho Navy
Yard bound fur the scone of disaster. The Yantio
artived at the wrésks at half-past aix the samo
evening, after dark, and was obliged to comea Lo an
anchor and awals daylight.

Tue only thlog vidible of the glepmer Vizeays was
the mainmast, auchored by {15 rigying and fonting
heel up. . Eoundings showed thirtesn fathoms of
water, with nine fatlivins over the wraek, the
heel of they malnmest showlog about twelve feet
above tho sarface, aod was ihe only obstruction
to sxfo pevigaiion over the wreck. Abont onme
thousand fest north of the steamer Vizeaya lay the
wreck uf the sohooner Hargravea, the jiggermast
snd portion of ita fopmast, the foramast, with {ts
entira lopmnat, Hoth with rigging intact and pro-
joeting about thicty faot above the sarface. The:
mainiaase snd mizzenmast were broken off aund
awash., Toe mainmait wus hsel up aud unchored
by lté rlggibye, which wasd of wire and very heavy;
Tho topmasls of both masts wore broken off, but
atill aftachad to their respeciive lower masts by
rigaing.

Tho jlgeermast of the schoouner Hargravea was
the frat attacied next morn.ug, and s turpedo,
pecnrod to weist hoops wround the Wast,, Was Sunic
to the deck ut a depth of eighty feet and ex-
ploded, cutting tho mat off closs  to  the
deelt amid  earrying away the cabin housse.
the wreokage risiug il fosting off clear. The seq-
ond tovped « Was sunk in the sume manner by o
Livop pround the roremust to o depth of twelve
fathoms (seventy-two feot) and exploided. The ex-
ploziou cul the mawt close olt at the deck of the
wreck and carried sway a portion of the tonpaliant
forocastle.  The third torpollo was seoursd to 'a
houp around the migzenmuat oud suok to o depth
of forty feet. The cxplusion blew thn mizien
tovmast to fragments and cut off twenty feet of
tho wizzenmust. The fourth torpedy wes sunk at-
tached to a boop around the jwan topmast to a
acpth of twenty {eol to the point of ifitersection
ef tha three manta and there exploded.
