Copeinnd  produced a  host
of witnesses, who admitted that: Copeland
il reso at Long Branch, but climed
that  the prize was o gold medal. The

commitles suys in their report:—'"We are of the
ogiltiion 1hint the chavges have not been establishod,
and therefores recommend that thes same be dis-
misged and A, - Copeland be declared an amateur
i good standing.' The report was nccepled, and
Copaland declarod sligible to compote at all mest-
ings. Copeland will now recelve the prizes with-
hold nt the champlouship meeting, among them
belng the medal for brealing the running broad
jump racord.
