Dr, Jotin Cutter, of New York, tells of & woman
who had boan thrso summers At one of the lsrge
Wastern sanitariums so widaly advertised, but re-
ceivad no benefit. The doctora at the sanitarium
told her rheumatic gont was & fiend and inourable;
that milk was & perfeot food, thongk ln this case
it cloggnd the liver so ad to caude serions trouble;
that boof was unclean and not 0t for food, &o. Bhe
went on o diot of meahand a iittle brend, ns vege-
tabise csnsed blonting, and in three weska saw
degidod improvement. A finger that she had not
Teen able to bend to the palm wae able to tonch it
without pain.

Doubtiess ot n faw of the cnses of Iarge waists
and bloated figures among womaen, all whioh are
B the wiy to fevers und theumatisms, would {m-
rove by the strick dlot of seraped besf pulp
rolled, with toasted brown browd, with litile
pugar or marchy food.

DIEY PREVENTING CONSUMPLION,

It is the experience of physicians that childron
bf tuberculous parents properly fed, with no fer-
mentation of their food, do notdie of tuberanlosls,
but live to grow up In deceut Lealth. Dr Cutter
says:—"The bacterlologlat iz terribly st task to
find how the baoilins gets inte the lungs, and even
Eoch oan throw no light on the questton.’

The student of the blood has no trouble at all,
He holds that the spores are absorbed from the
futestines by partially paralyzed organs and trans-
mitted to the lungs, and form, by their chamioal
and meohanioal motion, tuberele:. When the tissnes
are nndergoiog decay and the cough han come on,
of eourse tha booteriolomsiewill ind the bacillus
in what i thrown off. But if they study what the
caves ent they will get more light as to tha con-
tagion of tubsronlosis.

T'he cough and sweats
left, the putient sross from his llceas, went
through college, morried, and calls Limsell o well
man,

tion was curable by proper food and treatment, He
published sevanty caseés In 1880, of which only
seventeen falled of cure, Thoes who eould gontiol
theit appetite and command ears got well without
golug off to dldtant States nmong sttangers,

Five years ago a middle aged woman came undur
treatment (or brous consumplon, Bright's dis-

esgo and fibrold tomor, fir consumplion and
tumors are near of kin. She disted rigidly for six
mwonths, then other foods were broughtin and the
dissass disappaarod. -

I trust Dr. Cutter will not find fault with thia
extraol of his work, given hers with a double
intont—to dissusde women from vegerarisn arroy,
which Lus lod to fatal endings, and 1o let soma of
the worst sufferers on earth know their onso & not
without Mslp. Aa Dr. Oubter himsslf asys, “Tho
taking away of hope kills many,” and it is abao.
Iutaly true that of those who die Fenrly thousands
might be saved by knowledge and nursing.

Points for Uright Boys Who Wonld
Like to Learn the Curiosities
of Electricity.

OLD JARS FOR BATTERIES.
Blocks of Wood and Bits of Stesl and
Carbon for the Magnet—How
It Can All Be Done.

———

Doubtless many of the boy readers of the Hinitn
do consiferabla experimenting with eleotrieity,
and probably there awre many more who would if
they vosnoxsed the propaer cutfit, With a small
tisttery and an eleciric magnet many interasting
gxperiments may be muds, which will show to gome
dxtent what & tmysterious power electricity is,

A pbod battery for the purpuss ia a Lichromate
plunging battery, which consiats of a plate of zine
belwasn two plates of earbon, the whola belng sus-
pended (v a solution of bichromats of potash, sul-
phurie acld and water. Tho lavgor the plata iha
mora powerful the current, slthough for esperl-
mentel purposes several small batterles, foined
together in series, are better than one large onu.
(One small oell of the style to ba deseribed will
furnish a pretty good courrent and is sutiicient for
many purposes. It can ba essily mado as fol-
lows:—From the slectrleians get two pioces of
carbon and ons pleco of zine, 'say 11 inches wide
and 4 inches long.

Thae sizs ¢an of courdo ba varied to suit tho jar
or for uny other reason. Buolh ths zine aud ¢ar-
bops should ba !5 Inch thiek, whatever thelr nize.
Amplgamats the zine by firat cleattlng Its surface
by dipploe 1t in s dish of water In which a littis
sulphurio welil hine besn turmsl, and rubblng it

with a pisce of cloth, Then rub s little quicksilver
all over 1t until the whole surfsce is brighs. Some
electricians furnish minc that does not neod amal.

as & disinfectant, whereas In Geruwany it has been
almoest compledely laft awide sineco the expériments
phublished fn 1885 by Wollfhllgel and Eoch, Thess
writers, as wall a8 Schotle and Gaerther, baving
falled to storilize the spores of sunlhrax ioa dry
state by Its use, concludad that this gaa is of no
&arvics In disinfecting, snd that from that tiwe
forth it had better be given up on acconnt of the
impossibility of knowing whether suspected matier
contined spores or not

Itis known thot tho spores or germ corpiscles,
the eloments of baellisyy voproductlon, are ein
olosed in a covering that is éextremely realstant,
and which wiile rendoring them loss agcessiblo to
tho ordinary causes of dostruction, enables thewm
to await sonditions of murroundings and tempera-
ture suitable for theid fructification. In it thus
sstonishing that the spores of anthesx aro not des
troyed by sulphurous vapors, sinea théy withstand
the detion of bolling water unless it be continusd

DANGEROUS GERME IN THE BOlL.

Among the most depgerons complications of
wontids are gnngrenous septiokniin aud tetanus,
which are produced by ecertaln mierobes thad
abound in the superfeisl Iayers of tha soil. The
mirrobs of tetasus, which has also besn discoy-
erod in hoy dust, can siso be perceived in the sx-
creta of animula that are belng fed with fodder
that hias bean in contaet with earih coining from
gardens, roads, or manurcd flelds; thess animauls,
naveribaeless, reamain refractory to tha dissaze,

This resulr, which has aldo been notlesd in rots,
mico, guinoa plgs sud rabhbiih thit woere made to
take food wsoaked In pure preparativms of the
baclllus of tefanus, snd whoss sxersts wears viru-
lent without their baving mken the diseass, lad
MM, Sapchez-Tolado sud Veillon v undertake a
sarfes of reneavolies to ascertain whether the ex-
creta of healthy animali contain dangerous germa.

In thesa experimenis thay wused rabbits, iha
greater number of which, atter having received an

injantion beneath the skin mode of the excrats of |

horses or cattle, sucomnbed in five ov sz days
with uil the symptoms of wofanus; nome of them
ware carrled off even more rapldly by gangrenous
wepticwmis. The Iatter disonss would have been
more frequently observed If gulnes plgs or
miss uad boen used for the expsriments
instoad of rabbits, as thay wmre much mors
susveptible to the aection of the mepHe wvilirlon,
Howaver this may be, tha bacillus of tolsnns was
digsovered by microscopie exsmiunation of the pus
aod serum of the expérimenta]l wound, and the
roof of this iz that whoen cultivated and inoen-
atod fn white rats or gninoa pigs it produced typl-
eal easan of tebpnils,

Lo elght cased of ipooulation made in rabbita with
ihe excretn 0f Wix horkes, tetanus was produgcd
tour times, seoording to MM, SanchaxToledo and
Yeillow, in the paper thoy rond berors the HoelGns
de Biologie do Parls.

Useless Departments Should Be Abol-
ished and Rank and File Get
More ‘Work

The aunual rejpors for the rear ending with 15%0
of the Inspeclor Gemeral's Depariment of the
Nativnnl Gnard of the Stato has just beon issued by

that department.

Genersl Barber's raport and its racompmandations
is bound to eause comsiderable alir amomy the
15,000 ppd odd members 0f the Nationul Guard, He
finda mnch fanit and advooates radical chdnges in
{he Guard: but Lis blame, it must be sald, I8 juss,
und throughout its pages be has praised whersver
Le conld judicionsiy.

Genéral Barber was taksn from lhe position of
Colonel of tha Twelfth regiment and made Tnspog-
tor General of the Siate Bsptember 12, 15W), and
therefore nt the iEsuing of his provious annual re-
port he could Have gained but little kanowledge of
the wurkings of that departmont and the eutite
Natlonal Guard,

It 15 evidant that lie has carafnlly stondisd during
the past year the Natlonsl Guard fyom both a prae-
tleal and selentific military standpoind, sud tha
chanuzes hg recommendy are the frnit of lis studies
snd his exparience doth in the Guard and the rog-
ulnr ariny of the United States. General Barber
had sixteen years cxyerisnoe in the army, pussing
from a cawit at West Polut to a first leutensut's
bars ot the frontier,

GENERAL BARBER'S POINTS

Whother all Ganeral Barber's recommendations
will be heeded by tha powers that bo is of pourse
purely & matter of conjecture; but uw bo fa in har-
mony with the Commander in Chisf, Governor Hill,
and Adjntsnt Geveral Porter it is safe to say that
ag far a8 possible the chunges he wdvisez wili be
roade.

Genersl Barber says, "Tho progréss of many dom-
mands Is not encouraging” and ad on the snme
| pags ars found the tollowing paragtapha ha prob-
ably monns they ars part of the reanon why —

“The obligation assumed by enlistmeut or by
commisalon is not greAt enough, aud 1S violativn
inpot ssriounsly enough considorad or punished.

“I rospoctfully recompsend thal, in addition to
iha present term of flve years, shorier tarms of
enlistment bo allowad. Two yesrs for the first
term and thires yeard for the second,

“A deposit should be required from the recruit
in case of the shorter form to dover tho expense fo
the State of his uniform, ssid spm to be forfelted
in onse of fallure to re-enlist for the seotnd term
of three vears, or in oase of a feilure to perform &
ceriain tixed pernontuge of duoly for the firét two
years, In omnss of re-enlistmeut nnd tha required
performancs of doby, the monsy to be refunded at
tha expiration of five years. Many consmentions
smen are unwilling to sssume the unknoewn respon-
sibilities of militery duty for five years who would
eullst for m shorter ‘period, and fAnding the
work attractive and fnstruotive would eontinus in
the servige. Hope of promotion is the proper am-
bition of every sdldier; it develops intersst, stimu-
int#s energy and Joads to progress, Hvery vigor-
oun and inlal]t[{nnt young mun who enters the
military servios looks for advancement, yst many
exoollent enptaing and Heutenants lanve the Stats
foroes atter years of falthiul work withont oblain-
ing thelr just reward.'

A#f s remedy for lack of promotion ibis is what
General Barber thinks will fit the case:—

AROUT PROMOTIONE,

“1 therefore respectiully recommend ihst all
genaral and teld officers be retired after fifteen
Fuars' sorvics, gll captalos afier tan years' sarvice
nnd all Heutopants nfter seven years' serviom, the
length of servico to bo oconnted only in the same
grada.

“{ ulgo respeetinlly recommend that such ofMoars
be pilacefl on 4 nop-sctive list 8o long e they re-

ort yearly to the Adjutant Gonoeral, and that they
Ba not aligible to ve-oléction in apy command wnill
they bava_cemained out of the service for two
sears, TUla list to be composed only of oMoers of
the Jins, aatd ofiteera to be regarded as gualified for
stafl appointment at once.  All tuff officerd whose
fonotions oeasp should be mustersd oub imme-
diately."

In connaction with thiz Gonaral Barbar recom-
mands that the supernumerary st be abollshed and
tonat ull ofticers who are borne on 1t be mustersd out
of service, aud probably his one or pwo notorious
ex-officers [n mind whon he #ays, “Such s list af-
fords the means, in the casy of certaln ox-staf
oiflcors, of mvolding the duties of citinsnship with-
out doiug military duty; it has nopractioal wnility.""

MOHE BANE THAN WOHK.

After n oaveful study of ton departmenta of the
Stite Gusrd, the heddy of thasa depariments aod
their mide, the ranks carried by these officers and
the work they do, General Barber comes to ths
conclualon that o great many of them hnve very
Hitle to dw pnd too high & rank ror their dutics,
and thay other descrving and hard working ofMeers
are thus unjustly radked psélow them, and ao he
rocominends this:—

“Ihe Code ghould be d0 amondail asto abolleh
supertinous departments on the expication of ths
term of service of the presentincumbent, to reduces
whe runk of the heads of thosa qunrtmanI’n i
which the dulles are comparatively light, and the
rauk of the side, with the éxception of two, aliould
b reducod and theld numbor cartailed,”

“A lhoit should e placed upon the number of
adsiatants in the seéveral depsriwents and thair
runkd shonld be proscribed. The highest rank,
the just reward of lopg and fakthiul malltary ar-
vice, spould Do spariogiy conferrad, und then only
upon officera of cxporience and merit. Ita indis-
| eriminite bostowal is detrimerntdl to the best if-
tarests of the Statae,”

The departmonts General Barbor has in mind for
abollabmdut are the commissary and quirtormms-
Lor’, buth of whleh, he suys, *have uo funotdons,”
Goneral Harber thioks ths duties of Paymaster
Goeneral and ehlofw of artillery and snglocers ars
only oocanional wnd iheir raok and thas of thaeir
alds should bs rediiosd.
