MOKE ABOUT CROOKED GRAIN RATES.THE COLLATEDSOUTHWESTERN POOL.

"(BY TELEGRAPH TO THE HERALD.]
Chicago, Feb. 3, 1891..The Chicago lines in the

Central Traffic Association met to-day and took up
the manipulation of grain rates. The Lackawanna
deals were discussed and the belief expressed that
other lines were as deep in the mud as that road.

Chairman Midgley has sent to the nine roads interestedthe figures on the traffic subject to the

Southwestern pool. The pool itself has now oollapsed,none of the lines obeying orders to divert

Bock Island system reflect the universal scarcity
of traffic. They show an estimated total gross of
$1,097,486 96, a decrease as compared with January
of last year of $58,988 76.
Passenger earnings by all lines are showing increases,the decrease being entirely in freight.

TJ\ LIMITED TICKETS MOST GO.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE HERALD.]
Chicago, 111., Feb. 8, 1891..The Western PassengerAssociation and the passenger department of

the Central Traffic Association each considered
to-day the question of abolishing unlimited tickets,
Some of the roads have bee n to the naina of secur-

ins figures on the loss to railroads occasioned by
unlimited tickets and the total was astounding. It
was figured that the loss is pretty accurately
gauged by tlie profits of the scalpers, which
were over $500,000 in Chicago alone last year.
Throughout the United States a conservative estimateof the loss is $5,000,000. It was agreed that
this amount could be saved by abolishing all unlimitedtickets and limiting stopovers in any case
to twenty-four hours.
The only real argument against the change waa

SHARP WORDS FROM THE NEW YOKE COTTON

EXCHANGE TO ITS LIVERPOOL COLLEAGUE.
Under date of December 2, 1890, the president of

tho Liverpool Cotton Association, F. M. Town send,
wrote to the presidont of the New York Cotton. Exchange,C. W. Ide, saying:.

I am directed by this association to draw your attentionto the excessivo moisture existing in various districtsof this season's crop. Arbitrations are claimed on
the question of damp on much of the eottou delivered
here, with the result that in most cases heavy allowancesare awarded to tho buyers, while in many cases
contracts have been cancelled.

I am lequested to point out that In consequence of
this excessive moisture serious loss is resulting to the
purchasers of cotton in your markets, and I have to expressa hope that the Cotton Exchange of America may
see their way to frame rules boaring upon this question,
with tho view of relieving such buyers from sustaining
the whole loss caused by the damp condition of the
cotton.

THE KEPLY.

The Board of Managers of the New York Cotton
Exchange referred this extraordinary complaint to
a special committee.J. O. Bloss, George Brennecke
and A. Norden, who prepared the following report
which has been presented to the Exchange and
forwarded to the Liverpool Exchange:.
The undersigned committee, appointed under your

direction for the consideration of a communication from
the Liverpool Cotton Association on the subject of ''damp
cotton," beg to report:.
That they are surprised that such a communication as

that referred to them should emanate from such a source
«b the Liverpool Cotton Association.
The case of damp eotton and exceptional loss in

weight is something to bejeasily accounted for. For a

wet, so much so that tho moisture not only thoroughly
impregnated the fibre, but seriously reduced the quality
or grade of the crop.

Keitlier tho cotton exchanges of America nor the
growers of cotton can frame any rules that will prevent
rain from wetting cotton that has not yet boen picked.
This suggestion of the Liverpool Cotton Association is of
exactly the same nature as that of a few years ago, when,
from the character of the picking season, much of the
cotton was impregnated with a very fine sand, due to the
very dry and windy gathering season. At that time
Manchester was calling upon American consuls to take
some kind of action, sending over protests and generally
Intimating that the things of which they complained
were the result of fraud.

MUST TAKK THINGS AS THEY ABE.
It is the belief of this commltteo that the world in generalis obliged to take things as they find them, if tiie

cotton crop is a poor one. a satidy one or a wet one. that
is tlie article that has got to be traded in for the time
being.

It is, fuithermore, its opinion that the claims that
have this season become notorious for so-called excess
ive dampness in the interior of bales are in many cases
based upon surmise rather than proven facts and are
improper and unjast; for the reason that where they are
enforced the consumer of the cotton virtually secures
an allowance for tho same thing twice, once by obtainingthe cotton at a depreciated price by reason of its
defective condition and again in the shape of an allowancefor this defective condition permitted to be levied
by the receiver of the cotton on the deliverer under the
rulings of the Liverpool Cotton Association.

UOUBI.K ALLOWANCE.
As a proofj that an allowance has once been made in

the purchase price may be cited the fact that, whereas
in a normal season the difference in value between iexas
and uplands in Liverpool is only 1-10 to of a penny,
tbii season, on account of the condition of uplands cotton,its relative value is less than Texas by 5-10 of a

pennyj showing that other growths, by reason of their
defective condition, are already suffering an extra depreciationamounting to 3-16 to W of a penny, as comparedto cotton grown in Texas, which Mtate fortunately
escaped wet weather during the picking season.

under these circumstances, and believing that thore

can be no rules formulated that will alter the working*

committee herewith beg to return the communication
from the Liverpool Cotton Association, with the recommendation(hat no attempt be made to formulate any
lueh rule* as are suggested.
The New York Exchange does cot expect to hear

again from Liverpool on this subject.
