The British steamer Knutsford, Captain Harrison,
whioh arrived here February 1 from Galveston,
collided in the River Mersey with the steamer
Drumhendrie, injuring the latter vessel to so great
an extent that she soon filled and sank. What
added to the particularly dangerous circumstances
of the collision was the fact that the Drumhendrie
had on board a oargo of dynamite. Though the
force of the impact of the two steamers was sufficientto crush in the plates of the Drumhendrie,
allowinc the water to rush into hor hold, it was

I not sufficient to explode the dynamite. Had the
dynamite exploded the result would have been terriblydisastrous.
Ihe Drumhendrie was a very small steamer, beingof only 89 tons net and 165 tons gross burden.

She was built at Paisley in 1875, and was owned by
the Nobel's Explosive Company, limited, of Glas'go5*-

FIGHTING CUBAN BANDITS.

AN EXCITING AND FATAL BATTLE ON BOAED A

SPANXSH STBiMFH.

Havana, Feb. 6, 1891..The police of this city recentlyreceived information that several bandits

had taken passage on the Spanish steamer BaldomeroIglesias, at this port, with the intention of
making their escape on her to Aspinwal. The
officers at once prepared to capture the bandits
and proceeded to the place where the steamer was

lying. When the bandits saw the police force approachingthey decided to resist arrest and opened
fire on the officers. The latter returned the fire
ana a neroe psiue ensuea. j.hb Duiieis new thick

and fast, and the passengers on tbe steamer were

thrown into a great panic and the wildest ex^ite
rnentprevailed on the vessel while the fighting was

in progress.
The struggle lasted for some time, but the police

finally gained possession of the steamer. It was

then found that three of the bandits, including
the famous Montelongo, were dead. Montelongo,
seeing that further resistance was useless, had
jumped into the sea and attempted to make his
escape by swimming to the shore. The officers
noticed this, however, and fired on him in the
water. The shots were well directed, and the noted
outlaw, mortally wounded, soon sank beneath the
waves. Another of the bandits was captured.
Tbe loss of the policemen was light, only two of
them being injured.

GENERAL CACERES.

THE EX-PRESIDENT OF PERU ON HIS WAY TO

Oeneral Andres Avelino Caceres, ex-President of
Peru, is on his way to this city and is expected to
arrive on the 13th inst.

DISASTERS IN CHINA.

FLOODS AND FIRES DESTROY HUNDREDS OF
HOUSES.SCARCITY OF CROPS.

Denver, CoL, Feb. 6, 1891..A San Francisco (Cal.)

from Shanghai gives the details of terrible floods
and famine which have prevailed recently in the
interior districts of Northern China.

EMERGENCIES.HUMORS ABOUT DIAZ.

leaders of the liberal party have been considering

Grievances of the Connellsville Coal
Miners and the Relief

They Demand.

FULL PAY FOR COAL LOADED.

Operators Refuse to Have Each Car
Load Weighed Under an Inspector

Named by the Employes.

BITTER STRUGGLE PREDICTED

[by telegraph to the herald. i
Pittsburg, Pa., Feb. 6, 1891..Beginning next

Monday the Connellsville coke region is expected
to be the scene of what will in many respects be
the hardest fought battle between labor and capital
in the history of Western Pennsylvania, where
contests involving great interests have for a generationbeen common. On one side will be ranged
the coke operators, strong with the profits of a

prosperous decade and headed by the representativeof Andrew Carnegie. On the other will stand
seventeen thousand workingmen, compactly organizedand led by men who have the confidence
of the miners of the whole country.
The employes demand an increase of wagos of

twelve and a half per cent, that sca/es shall be
located at every mine and that one of their representativesbe permitted to stand at these scales to

see that just weight is recorded for each car. The
operators insist that instead of an advance
in wages the workmen shall aocept a reductionof ten jiar cent, and they decline to discuss
the other propositions.

underlying causes op complaint.
These are the apparent grounds for the contest.

Underlying them are issues vastly more important.
For the workmen the stake is a measure of industrialIndependence, which has long been denied to
them and for which they have madp a long and
temperate struggle. The employers see an opportunityto undo the work of years of agitation and
to restore a condition of things which would
double their wealth.

j.ne mstory or tne development or the great
Connellsville coke region is without a parallel.
Fifteen years ago, when the coke trade was comparativelyin its infancy, the native or naturalized
employfes, who nad been working for starvation
wage*, inaugurated a strike. After a long period
of idleness Hungarians were imported to take the
places of the strikers. The newcomers were only
half civilized, accustomed to live in hovels and in
the coarsest form, and the low wagas paid to them
by the coke operators were fortunes in their eyes.
They spread out over the whole region and held
possession until 1885, when the rapid increase in
the demand for coke made room again for workmen
born in the United States, or those who had come
iv tiixn tuuuiij vvitu iub iuieutiuu ut assuming
the duties of citizenship.
Among the new comers were not a few shrewd

fellows, who were quick to discover causes for
compiaint and ingenious enough to devise what
they considered a fair remedy. They found the
wages of miners and all others employed in the
production of coke so low that the man who could
get employment as a day laborer In any other sectionwas considered lucky. They found also that
it was considered fair to compel a man to load
2,500 pounds of coal in a car in llie pit and credit
him with only 2,000 pounds; that at every plant
the employ6s were expected to patronize the
company stores, where exorbitant prices were
charged for inferior goods, and that what
was left of the average man's pay after the
storo bill was paid was required to defray the expenseof keeping his tools in order and to secure
the light which enabled him to work under
ground. The remedy they conceived was organization.It was slow work to bring the Hungarians to
an understanding of how they might better their
condition, but the organizers were patient, and in
January, 1887, the operators were presented with a
demand for increased wages. Nothing was said of
other grievances, because the leaders who had
worked so long did not want to lose everything by
asking too much at once. The operators were
ignorant, apparently, of the strength of the organization,and refused the demand.
Then followed a strike, daring which the savage

nature of the Hungarians who had been imported
to break the first strike asserted itself. After a
few days of idleness they threw off all restraint
and marched from mine to mine destroying property.At the end of two weeks the demand for
increased wages was granted, and a new power
was fairly established in the coke region.

HONEST PAYMENT FOR ALL WOIiK DEMANDED.
Nearly all the leader# of the strike of 1887 have

disappeared, but the organization of coke workers
has been maintained and strengthened until it is
more compact than the union ot any other body
of coal miners in the country. Each year
some new concession has been obtained
from the operators, and only once has work
been suspended, and that only for a short
time. For two years past work has gone on under
agreements running for twelve months from February10. Under these agreements the operators
have been saved the annoyance of strikes for
trivial causes, all differences arising during the
year being settled in conferences between com-

wages have been based on the selling prioe Of coke
and the company store evil has practically been
abolished.
But one of the most important questions was

held iu abeyance until this year.viz., whether the '

employes shall have a guarantee that at each mine
they are credited with the true weight of all the
coal mined. There is a law on Pennsylvania's statutebooks providing that check weigh men selected
and paid b7 the miners shall be stationed at each
mine, but this has n»ver been enforced in the
Connellsville region. This year the workmen felt
themselves strong enough to demand the privilege
of exercising their right in this respect. In presentingtheir demauds under the terms of the
agreement on the 10th of January they stipulated
that wages should be increased twelve and a half
per cent; that scales should be placed on every
"tipple," and that their representatives be permittedto check the weights as the law provides.
The clause providing for increased wages was pro-
genteel in order that there might ba something to
compromise in. What thoy want, and what they
will strike for next Monday, unless all signs fail,
is a guarantee that the coal they dig will be weighed
honestly.

A STRIKE PROBABLE.
The operators at first met the demand of the men

with the claim that trade was depressed, that for
this reason tbey could not grant any increase
in wages, and that they could not afford
to incur the expense of placing scales under each
"tipple" to weigh the coal. In the last days they
haye taken a stand not only against the introductionof scales, but for a reduction of ten per cent,
in wages. But this is not a new idea, and that
the operatives have for some time been
preparing for a strike is evident because
many thousands of tons of coke have been
"stocked" at various points during the past
sixty days. The general belief is that the battles of
1876 and 1887 are to be fought over again. The first
was won by ihe operators, and they had their own
way for eleven years. The second resulted in viotoryfor the miners. The third will determine
whether the last and most important of the reformsfor which the workmen begun to strike in
1886 shall be secured or whether tho conditions
that followed the introduction of Hungarian labor
into the region shall be restored.
The coming of the contest is viewed with great

apprehension. It is likely to be long, because the
supply of coke is large and because the operators
are willing to suffer heavy loss if they can break
up the Miners' Union. The miners are fairly well
supplied with money of their own and will draw
on the funds of the United Mine Workers of
America when necessary. J. B. Rae, the president
of the United Mine Workers, will direct the strike.
He is conservative and has striven hard to secure
an amicable settlement. But he is a hard fighter,
and, work once susiiended, he will be the last man
to advise surrender to the operators. The danger
lies in the turbulence of the Hungarians, which
caused havoc four years ago and which is no less
pronounced to-day.

In view of the general understanding that the
workmen are willing to withdraw all their demands
except that for wriigh scales their position is
pupular in this centre of trade unionism. It is not
disputed, however, that the operators are more
strongly entrenched than ever before. Therefore
no careful man pretends to be able to say where
the victory will finally rest.

He alluded to Kir Richard Cart-
wright as a man who went Helling with a gun, so
unattractive was his policy to the people of this
country. They were not going to admit, as Sir
Kichard would have them do, that Canada was

dependent upon the United States for a market.
They would find other n.arkots. They intended to
ask for a treaty with the United States that would
be fair and honorable to boih countries, and ft was
upon this proposition that they asked the indorsementof their fellow Canadians. (Applause.)

IMFOUTANT FROM VALPARAISO.

Lima, via Galveston, Feb. 6, 1891..The latest passengersfrom Valparaiso state that those members

of the Senate and Chamber of Deputies who
are not imprisoned are in hiding. Valparaiso
has been blockaded since January 16
by the Blanco, Fncalaza and Ohlgins, which are

about five miles from shore, and tolerate the entranceof ships which risk it. The revolutionists
have taken the steamors Itata, Amozonas and
Aconcagua, belonging to a Chilian company; also
the new cruiser.

WHY CHILI IS DISCONTENTED.

NATIVES AND FOREIGNERS ALIKE CHARGE THE

GOVERNMENT WITH SHAMEFUL EXTRAVAGANCE.
The Hf.bald has already described at length the

incidents immediately preceding the present revolutionin Chili, and has shown that a large portion
of the population of Chili is exceedingly averse to
the government' of President Balmaceda and his
colleagues. Why so many persons should be discontentedhas not yet been clearly shown, but if
the statement of a gentleman who has just returnedfrom Chili can be relied on they have good
cause for anger. According to this gentleman
President Balmaceda's want of backbone is one

cause of the present trouble. From the time when
he became President in September, 1886, up to last
August he changed his Ministers not leas than
thirteen times! It naturally followed that the
party opposed to him gathered into its folds many
of his old colleagues an.l to-day contains many of
the ablest men in the country.

financial troubles.

Among the members of the wealthier class, and
especially among the thousands of intelligent
Europeans, great discontent has also prevailod.for
a long time, owing to the fact that the rate of exchangein Chili has been gradually deteriorating.
Chili's rate of exchange was formerly satisfactory
to all parties, but for several years it has been
going from bad to worse, in spite of the fact that
sinee tne war with Peru Cnlli has annexed the rioix
saltpetre province of Tarapoca and is consequently
much richer than formerly. At the beginning of
loyu liupos wurj irueiv MjjreHotju iu Valparaiso
that exchange with Europe would become easier
within a few mouths, but, as is well known now, exactlythe contrary took place.
Knowing the importance of Chili's exports, especiallyof saltpetre, people could not understand

why the rate of exchange with Europe should be so
ruinous, and finally came to the conclusion that
the government must be to blame. No one venturedto accuse Balmacedaof any dishonest action;
Indeed, his severest critics have not charged him
with being wanting in personal integrity. Every
ono saw, however, that he was possessed with a
mania for building and that large sums of
money appropriated for other purposes were
spent on costly and not always necessary
builiings. They saw that, as one result of this
silly extravagance, the government found it next
to impossible to meet its engagements in Europe,
and was obliged to raise money for that purpose
at a ruinous loss. To these signs of the times the
people of Chili were not blind, and the fear that
their country was on the verge of bankrtiptcy
s^ems to have been the main reason why they enteredso heartily into the present movement to
depose President Balmaceda and hia counsellors.

FHANCE AND CHILI.
Meanwhile the European governments continue

to take a lively interest in Chili's affairs and it is
again rumored that France intends to send a manof-warto Chilian waters and intends, in this way,
to indemnify certain Frenchmen for their losses of
guano. Discussing; this rumor the Paris Figaro
said, facetiously:."The Tripoli expedition, inventedby the officious Italian newspapers, was
merely a pleasant whim. But the expedition
against Chili appears to us one of the highest efforts,
of the centurv. No one should believe this to be
merely an airy joke. But we ask, Why should
we go to Chili for a very much muddled
commercial question? We could not look
pleasantly on and see Chili declare war againat
.France, but we could not by any means permit
France to make war against Chili. Chilians and
Peruvians, who are born in countries whore
romances are accepted as realities, should rememberthat France never dreams. And we suppose
that among our thirty-seven millions of people
there is not a single one of either sex who would
learn that we were going to war with Chili on accountof guano without bursting into laughter!"
