The Sioux Indian Cliiefs who have come to Wash-
lngton to explain to the Great Father their griev-
ances and the cause of the late unpleasantness at
Pine Bidge between the Sioux and the Great

HP Fatner's representatives held a "pow-wow" or "big
talk" with Secretary Noble at the Interior DepartIment to-day.

'i'he seen a was a dramatic one; the untutored
sons of the prairies, lacking perhaps in chicanery,

I in ability to deal with wily jjoliticians, but full of
a sense of outraged justice, and with a vivid recolPlection of promises unfulfilled and pledges broken,

|"^ argued thoir case with eloquence born of the right-
f eousness or meir cause. iDey were given a

limited audience, and when a few had spoken, the
Secretary of the Interior replied.
Eesult:.More promises, vague and general.
Seated around tho room wero a dozen of the

ablest warriors of the Sioux nation. The emblems

^ of the war path were discarded, however, and each
Indian was dressed in "store clothes," sans blankets

i and feathers. An interpreter for the Indians was

called, the Rev. Mr. Cook, a half breed Indian mis
k> sionarv, filling the role.

Secretary Noble began by assuring the Indians
that he was their friend, that the Great Father
was their friend and that everything would be
done for the Indians' good.
Secretary Noble then intimated that only a lim-

ited talk would bo permitted, which caused opposition,and he was told tho red men had much to say
and wanted to say it. No attention was paid to the
protest, however, and John Grass was invited to'

Bpeak.
INDIANS STATE THEIR GRIEVANCES.

Grass is the representative of the progressive elementamong the Indians, and is regarded intellectuallyas the leading man in the Sioux nation.
He spoke in a quiet, reserved manner, standing
with Viia ha.nris hnhinrl "him. Ha annVA

i several sentences and then they were interpreted.
Grass voiced the sentiments of the better class of
Indians by expressing their wish to go in the right
way, till their farms and send their children to
school. But at the same time the Great Father
sbouid carry out the promises made to the Indians
and help, them when they are starving.
American Horse was the next speaker. He said

the Indians at Pino Kidge, throught the destruction
of their propert , haa been put back fiften years,
ana he said that the Indians desired to have these
losses made good. Tne government, he said, made
mistakes in its attempts to civilize the Indians. A
remedy for a good many troubles would be
for the government to go back to the treaty of 1868
aud redeem some of the promises then made.
Chief Hump then took the rostrum. He said the

farmers at the Cheyenne Agency had failed to realizecrops for three years, and therefore the governmentshould give them the rations promised
them. Chevenne Kiver Agency had suffered much

Hollow Horn Bear, one of the most prepossessinglooking of the chiefs, told of the Wounded

Knee massacre, one man (referring to the affair at
Wounded Knee) wanted to light; the others did
not. That man fired his gun, and then the soldiers
shot men, women and children, lie was somewhat
lost, but he was going to try to do right, as he had
always done, but he liad to say that only the white
man had broken the mutual promises. He told of
some of liis people who were badly wounded, and
characterized the conduct of the military as cruel,
The soldiers were the cause of all the trouble. Ho
had some things he wanted to tell, but he thought
it might shock the ladies present; still, if they did
not mind, he would tell the story. ;
Secretary Noble said he might reserve such mat-

tors until Monday.

Ituresqtieuess of Indian oratory. He proclaimed
himself a friend of the white man and said there
was no blood on his hands. Very feelingly did old
Medicine Bull call the Secretai'y's attention to the
fact that when the Indians shook their pockets
there was nothing in them that would rattle. The
Secretary laughed a little, but he did not commit
himself.

Several others among the assewibled chiefs
wanted to talk, bat Secretary Noble was not in-
clinod to hear them, and the Indians were then invitedto listen to what the Secretary had to say.

SECRETARY NOBLE MAKES BIG TALK.
Secretary Noble began by recalling to the Indians

what the government had done for them in years
past. It was much pleasanter for him to remind
the Indians what had been done than to speaE of
what had not been done that should have been. He
siirung a lot of statistics upon taem showing how
much beef had been Issued. He did not contrast
the statistics, however, with the figures of how
much ueef had beeu promised.
Ho painted in glowiug colors the humanity and

liberality of the government toward the Sioux,
but his efforts failed to enthuse the chiefs, who

I^ruuiiuijr uowtiru iuu win oi sopmsiry running
through the string of glittering generalities.
Ho spoke of the great care taken in inspecting

the rations issued, but carefully refrained from
dwelling upon the amount issued. It was a mere
accident that $100,000 should have been cut oil'the
Sioux appropriation immediately after the agreementwith General Crook. It would have been the
same if there had been no agreement. These
things should convince the Sioux that the governmenthas been trying to do what was right for the
Imtians.
In conclusion the Secretary advised the Indiana

to think over the many things the government had
done for them, to look at the ; romises made by
General Crook and to have confidence in what he
said. The Secretary said he wanted the Indians to
make up their minds to do the best thgy could to
educate or to have educated their children, and
never to let their young men dream that they could
ever get anything by force from the United Sta es.
Then the p. wwow broke up. 'there were visible

signs of dissatisfaction among the Indians. They
felt that they had been blarneyed.
Nothing definite had come out of tho interview.

No assurances of more bi-ef and flour had been received.In a general way they understood their
condition was to be investigated, but it had not
been explained how.
"Much talk, big promise: ugh!" exclaimed one

of them as they filed out of the room.

ENDING THE FARCE ON THE EIGHT HOUR BILL.

WHAT TH G. O. P. HAS DONE I:OR LABOR.
True to its instincts the. Senate majority has

adopted an ameudinent which practically mates
tne Eight Hour Adjustment bill a nullity, by excludingall laborers and workmen and mechanics
from its benefits who cannot prove to the satisfactionof the accounting officers of the Treasury Departmentthat they obtained their employment,
and held the same under duress, in each ease

where a longer period of labor than eight hours per
day was exacted. Tile amendment provides that
where an express or implied contract existed the
bill should inoperative.
As there is an expressed or implied contract in

each case where labor is performed for the governmentor for any other employer, the benefits of the
act will be conferred only on those whose employ-
ment and retention was conditioned on a longer
period of service per day than eight hours. As
such conditions were not openiy made by tho executiveofficers or the government ^the Eight Hour
law being on the statute books), except in rare instances,the beneficiaries of the act will be ] racticailyconfined to tho Hock Island arsenal, where a
few men openly protested against the violation of
the Eight jtionr law and continued to work for
longer hours after filing their protest.
In speaking of this proviso, tho Legislative Committeeof the 1'ederation of Labor in their memorialto the State Senate:
"lhe bill may as weil be ignored or defeated as

to be passed with that proviso. We know by experiencewhat to exjject from antiquated judges
seeking laboriously to discover impiiea contracts to
bar claims growing out of tile violation of the
Eight Hour law. The presumption that men who
are entitled to a day's pay ror eight huurs' service,
voluntarily gave tho government two hours more
work every day 'for the fun of it,' seems irresistibleto many of these high officials, but if is pure
poppycock to workingmoa not learned in the
law."
With the Alien Contraot Labor bill already killed

and withdrawn, the j-ight Hour Back Pay bill nullifiedthe general Eight Hour bill, hopelessly
bill, pocketed in committee beyond resurrection.

.RAY HAMILTON IS ALIVE
IF THIS STORY BE TRUE.

A. 0. Howard, an Old Classmate, Makes
Some Strange Revelations About

the Missing Legislator.
FEIGNED DEATH TO SHIELD FRIENDS.

Eva Mann Got Hold of State Secrets and
Threatened to Use Them Against

Big Politicians.

THEN HAMILTON WAS "DROWNED."

Now Matters Have Been Arranged It Is

Alleged He Is About to ReturnHome.

[by telegraph to the heeai/d.]
Philadelphia, Pa., Feb. 7, 1891..A. O. Howard,

until recently an officer in the Coast Survey, well
known in this city, and who was the playmate,
schoolmate and college mate of Robert Ray Hamilton,in an interview with a Times reporter on Tuesday,January 27, used this language:."Robert Ray
Hamilton is alive and in good nealth. He is begin|ning life anew there under an assumed name. He
has cast behind him the past and is looking hope-
fully forward to the future."
At Mr. Howard's request his name was not used

in conuection with the interview. At a subsequentmeeting with the reporter he said:.
"I have here in my pocket" (producing a

bundle of letters) "several letters from my old
friend Kay Hamilton. They were written after I
went West. The last one that I received from him
is dated at San Francisco, Cal., Friday, October 3,
1891.
Hamilton was supposed to have been drowned

on August 21.
"In this letter Mr. Hamilton apprised me of his intentionof going to Japan, and thence to Sydney,

Hew South Wales. I have received no communicationfrom him since that time, but allowing for

leisurely travelling, delays, sightseeing, &c., I
would say that he has reached Australia by this
time. His adoption of an assumed name is only to

avoid notoriety and to keep his whereabouts a

secret."
THE LETTER CABEFULLY CONCEALED.

"Would you object to my reading the letter?"
asked the reporter.

"I most assuredly would. When I first mentionedthe fact that Mr. Hamilton was alive I had
no idea that you would print what I said or that
the interview would provoke so much controversy.The letters that I have in my pocket are

of a personal nature and were written solely for
my eyes. Robert Ray Hamilton and I have been
friends for years. I am the custodian of many of
his secrets, to reveal and publish which would resultin no good to- him and would bo of no public
interest."

"Will Mr. Hamilton make Australia his permanenthome?" was asked.
"The settlement of tliat matter rests solely with

him," was the answer. "He may or he may not.
I cannot say positively, but I think that before
many months he will return to New York."
Mr. Howard asked that this interview be withheld

from publication until his return from New York.
Tbis morning Mr. Howard passed through this city
on his way West. His destination ho refused to
disclose. By appointment the reporter who interviewedhim met him at the Broad struet station, ana
in response to numerous questions he made this
statement:."When I said to you in tho latter part
of January that Robert Ray Hamilton was alive
and in Sydney, New South AVaies, X only
partly spoke the truth. Mr. Hamilton is alive
and well. He is not in Australia, nowever, and if
matters which are of vital importance to bim
move along in the groove whioh he has marked
out he will return to New York within three
months. His exact location I cannot make public.
At least six of Mr. Hamilton's friends know where
be is and are in constant communication with
him. My visit to New York was to arrange some
mattors of business in whioh he is interested.

WHY HE FEIGNED DEATH.
"During our previous interview you asked me

why Robert Ray Hamilton would feign death and
under an assumed name bury himself in the antipodes.In answer that question ;t will be neces'
sary tor me to go back several years, beginning
with his first acquaintance with the cunning and
unscrupulous woman who, in a great measure,
is responsible for his social, political and moral
downfall. 1 think I made tbe acquaintance of
Eva Steele, Brill, Mann or Hamilton'at about the
time that Mr. Hamilton first met her. Hamilton
seemed to bo infatuated with the woman. She accompaniedhim to Albany, and they lived together.Hamilton introduced her to his legislative
friends, and their house was the resort of
many of New York's leading statesmen. There
were frequently disgraceful orgies enacted there.
When men are under the inilueuce of liquor they
ray things which would otherwise remain unsaid.
Eva Mann became acquainted witn many State
secrets, and being a scheming woman she lioarded
up this knowledge to use for her own advantage.
Eva Hamilton had in her possession letters
and other documentary evidence which if made
publio would humble to the dust the heads of
many New Yorkers. I know she used this informationto coerce Homilton into making her his wife.
It was because of a threat of Mrs. Hamilton to
make certain disclosures that would affect the
prospects of a prominent New York politician that
Kay took her to Lower California the 1'ebruary
after they were married.

TiiYING TO HIDE DISGRACE.
"No man knows how keenly he felt the disgrace

that was brought upon him, and it was to seek
oblivion that he went to the loneiy ranch in Nez
l'erces county, Idaho. While he was there he
was, of course, in constant communication with his
friends and with bin attorney. Through them he
learned that Eva Hamilton had threatened to make
things hot for him and certain others high in New
York politics as soon as she was released from
the New Jersey Stale Prison. It was in
a moment of desperation that the simulationof death was thought of and
carried out. Of course, his friends and
relatives were prepared for the thing beforehand.
It was the fact tfcat they did not show the surprise
nor evince the grief that would be natural under
the circumstances that first led newspapers and
afterward the genoral public to question the fact
of Mr. Hamilton's death.
"The purpose for which ho simulated death has

been accomplished. He was afraid that when
brought face to face with Eva Hamilton in court
she would either make a startling rovelutiou herselfor have questions put to him when ho should
take the stand that would add further to his
own disgrace and bring disgrace upon others.
He desired to save his irienda. He has done so,
and they know it. It is probable now that the
whole wretched scandal will die out. Arrangementshave been made within the last few days
which will eventuate in a settlement of the difficultyto the satisfaction of all parties. It may be
possible that Mr. Hamilton will for some time remainin his present hiding ulace. He may come
back to New York, mingle with his friends and
trust to time to Jive down the scandal."

WHAT WILL MB. UBKEN DO?
"It is said that Mr. J. O. Green, son of Dr. NorvinGreen, of the Western Union Telegraph Company,who is now in Europe, will make affidavit

that the body found by him in Snase Kiver, Idaho,
was Mr. Hamilton," said the reporter.
"He will do nothing of the kird," was Mr. Howard'semphatic reply. "Mr. Green is a gentleman

of the very highest ohaiacter, and he will not
perjure himself. I am sure that he never said that
he bad positively identified the body as that of
Kobert Kay Hamilton. Anyway, you can say from
mc that it was not his body."
"Whose body was it?"
"That question I decline to answer; but it was

not Kobert Kay Hamilton's."

story of Hamilton's drowning.
J. O. Green, a son of President Norvin Green, of

the Western Union Telegraph Company, was the
first to announce the death of Kobert Kay Hawilrn Ha tflleirra.nhed from H»lpnA Mont., that

Hamilton's body bad been found by him and a

party of ranchers on Snake Eiver. six
miles below Lake Mary Mere, on the YellowstonePark road, Idaho. The body, he
alleged, was found floating in the river, in a conditionwhich led the i^arty to believe that it had been
in the water several days. His story was corroboratedby Cassim Moore, a friend of Hamilton's, and
John D. Sargent, the latter's ranch keeper. Beyond
the statements made by them no effort has been
made to prove for a certainty that Hamilton is
dead.
The story of the causes that led to Hamilton's

.. .-
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death is very circumstantial, however, and its detailshave all appearances of truth. Hamilton purchasedthe rauch on snake River shortly after his
marriage to Eva Mann, and went there to live immediatelyafter the scandal at May's Landing, N. J.,
became public property. .9
Hamilton left the ranch alono to hunt antelope

on August 111 in tbo vicinity of South Landing, a

point about thirty miles aftav. To go there and to
return ho was compelled to ford Snake Kiver.

GOT ACltO'8 SAl ELY.
On his way to South landing he forded the rivfr

safely and spent one night at the camp. The followingmorning, August 21, he started for home.
Young Mr. Green arrived at the ranch from Hel

ena, Mont., on August 28. and when informed of
Hamilton's continued absence he organized a posse
and began a search for the missing man.
They rode ovtT the Sheridan trail, tlie one taken

by Hamilton. At the Snake ltiver ford the party
found Hamilton's horse, with the saddle and hind
quarters of an antelope swinging under it from the
irirthe.
Hamilton was not in sight and calls and the froquenttiring of guns failed to elicit a renj onxe.

The party then divided. One half went np the
stream and the other portion, under Green, went in
an oiu>o ite direction.

the tody found.
About three miles below the fpot where the

horse had been iound Mr. Green saw a dark mass.
partially covered with twigs ancl other floating
dtbris, in the river. The limbs of a tree held it
near the bank and prevented the current from
sweeping it away.

It was Hay Hamilton's body. The ranchers
carried it up the bank and do oaited
it on the ground. His personal eueo s
were found intact, and by his watch, which
had stopped at a quarter past nine P. M., the
rescuers concluded that Hamilton had been 1

drowned while attempting to ford the river at
night, 'lhe spot, they said, at which the unfortunat!young man had attempted to cross is about
eighteen feet deep and is choked with ri>. er grass.
This weed had evidently become entwined around
Hamilton's limbs and pulled him beneatli the surfaceof the river.
The body was returned to the ranch and burled,

according to the narrative, on Seton Mountain, at a
spot overlooking Lake Mary Mere.

"lie told me," said l'.anchkaepor Sargent in a
letter to General Hamilton, "that it was the
prettiest spot he had ever seen and to bury him
there if ho died.

"I laughed at him then, but I respected h:s
wishes when his body was brought back to the
ranch."
The spot where the ranch is located and where

the alleged drowning is said to havo occurred is
isolated from railroads and telegraph stations.
That fact accounted for meagre reports at first, but
friends wonuer why fuller ones have not reached
here.

enemies for a long time, and the former thinks
that General McKeever's remark was intended to
do him an injury.
