A VERY MIXED STATE OF AFFAIRS EXISTE BOTH
X LAND AND AT BEA,

Taaa, Porn, via Ganvestox, Feb, 8§, 1801.—The
mall steamer Avegnipa brings the following news
up to Jannary 27 from Valparaisy:—

The steamer Imperial, which was taking on board
two thousand man for Iguique, was atiacked at
night by a torpedo boat belonging to the revelu-
tlonist eruiser, tho Blanco Encalads, but the tor-
pedo boat was revulsed after ssvera] honrs' fight-
ing, and the Imperial managsd to lenve Valpazalso.
She landed the troops she had aboard at Patillos,
near lquigue.

The governmant has fssued a decrss promising
thoss of its troops not tuking part with the revoelo-
tioniats twenty-five per cent addisional pay. An-
other government deerge providoes that the families
of loyal soldters Xilled or wounded shall receive
pensions squal to full pay.

Taltal and Ohanarsl are the only ports takem by
the ravoiutiontats.

FORRIGN MEN-OF-WAR BCANOE.

The British eorulser Obhamplon was the only for-
eign mun-of-war at Vaiparaiso, whils the Acorn wae
ot Coquimdo wnd the Pheasant at Iguigue, The
Arequips wias not allowed to touoh at Iqulque nor
Paragus, and so slis left curgo for these ports at
Arion.

The oruisers Almirante Lynch and Almirants
Condell are not in the possession of the revolu-
tionists, thess two new vessels having been detalnad
bylthe Chilian governtent at Montevideo,

Jonquin Godoy, late Chilisn Minister to Pern,
has Jer't Santingo via Cordillsros on & speciil mis-
sion, 1t Is believed in connectlon with new ships
baing built,

Twenty-five hundred persons left Chfll on the
steamer Romulns, which was chartered by the gov-
ernment.

IMBOIDER TN SEVIBAL TOWNS,

A train filled with prisoners was stopped by three
hundred “Primitivas" workmen, who liberated the
prisoners snd took the trsin to lguigue, having
firat killed the enginesr,

The ports of Coquimbo and Pisagus have been
retakon by the government forees. In Fisagua a
band of workmen who applied to the government
for bread had their application refused by tha
governors and were fired on, many of them belng
killed.

The port of Valparaiso is still blockaded, buf
wtoamers manage to geot in and put after being over-
hauled by blockaders. Any boat moving away
after five P, M, ia firad on from the shore.

A great many notable people in Bantiago have ox-
presged desires to sall or mortgage thelr property,
but the government hae protested against such
transactions, and it ia fearsd that confisoation will
follow, People of the beatter classes are siding
with the revolutioniats,

The masters of several Amerioan vedsels at Port
au Prince, Hpyti, complain bitterly of the mafisna
mothods of the Costom Housa people, which causas
them serious detention nod loss of time in elear-
ing, amounting to & month in many cases, Many
of thosa who are there now bave appealed to the
Consul General, and the Stata Dopartment also hns
been apprised of the situation. It was hoped that
the United States reprasentative of the Stste De-

partment at Port au Prinee wonld be able to cor
reot tne eyils complained of, as it is sure to injure
American trgde, but nothing had been dons when
the stoamer Orunge Naesau left thove,

The avarage duty levied on the cargovs of exch
of thess versels was about $12,000, and the aver-
age port charge paid by esch veasel was about 35700,
Of course it is to the peouniary interest of the gov-
ernment to detain them aslonzan possible In order
to increase the cinrgse.

WITHIN THE BUREAU.

Further Mustrations of the Ease with
Which Infloential Claimants Reb
the Natiomal Treasury.

CAPTAIN TANNER'S RERATING.

Thirty-five Hundred Dollars nt 01¢ Grob—
What Became of the DBoodle !—Scme
Hard Lying Somewhere,

gion swindles!

Lat us havo Congreselonal light on the millions
that are mow being filched every year from tha
Troasury under the gnize of & proper charity,

Every point that the Himavun bas hitherto made
ngainst the pension =system, overy assertion with-
out an excoption, has been abandantly and repeat-
adly indorsed by ofielal authority.

Raeluctantly and in spite sometimon of enrllar de-
nials the officinls of the government bhave baen
compelled to admit that every word of the HeEmsp's
charges was true.

The HirarD oharged ihat the pension expendi-
turas bad rescheil a point beyond tho present re-
sources of tho government and woera bringing the
Treasury into bankruptoy. That was indorsed by
admissions of Commissioner Baum, by the Pansion
Appropriation bill prepared for this scasion and
the notion of & jolot committee of both honses de-
claring agninst any further pession logisiation at
prasank,

The Herarn charged that the pension sttornays
ware wringing grest sums of fribute frém the old
soldiors for protended or valueless services. That
was indorsed by the passagd of a lnw reducing the
feos of attorneys to $2 in Inorease cuses and $5 in
firet oasos,

The Humarp charged that attorneys were per-
mitted to get from tho burenu Information to swhich
they bad no right and Ly means of which they were
enabled to perpetrate frands upon the government
amounting to meny million dollars s year. Thst
was indorsed by an order from Bscretary Nobls
stopplog the practice.

The HEraup churged that the pension attorneys
were sanding out to soldfers circulara whicl were
& direct Inducement to perjury and fraund. That
wns indorsed by an order from Asslstant Becretary
HBussey stopping that practice,

FEW CHARGES BQUALLY TRUR.

Now tho HErRALD charges that at least $40,000,000
every year is paid out by tho Pension Buresu to
persons who have no shadow of right to it; that

the Pension Bureau is honeycombad with fraud; |

that its employés get pensions, roravings, back
moneys for themselves while doserving claimunts
wait; that the managament of thoe buresu {5 grossly
aorrupt and wratchedly incompotent,

On these chargos it demands such an investiga-
tion by Oongress as will try to discover, not con-
oenl, the truth.

In support of these ailogations it hus already
oited enongh ingtances to secure from sn honess
Congrays a full investigation.

Pausion certificate No. 103,838 was issted to John
B, Tanner, now dead, who during the war was cap-
tain. of Company H, First Delaware voluntesrs.
Captain Tanner's som, J. Bradloy Tanner, is Com-
missionsr Ranm's piriyate Seoretary, was private
socrotary to Blocks of Five Dudley during the cam-
palgn of 1853, and bus bean Monolhman and followsr
of that virtuons statesman for mWany Youra.

Now note. The pavers in the c¢ave ol certificate
No. 169,858 show that while Capinin Tanner was
discharged from the service on Mareh 6§, 1563, he
did not apply for a ponsion until July 10, 1579,
That is to eny, It was sixtesen years bafore the Cap-
tain seoms to have discovered that ho had o disa-
bility, and then his discovery came nicely pat with
tho passage of the arvesrs sct, whioh enablad bim
to draw a blg sum of monsy all in s lump frony the
Treasury. Is alleged n chronic bowel compining
of a not vory sorious order, and was grauntsd Da-
comber 19, 1579, &8 ponsion’ of $#10 a month, The
testimony of physicians, which was filed with his
appliestion, showed that he sufferad steacks of the
diseasa in 1864, 1600, 1087, 1808 and 1869, but said
not u word wbout any sttnoks since the latter dats,
leaving thus & bilsuk of ten years about which
there wus no allégation. For these fen years, up-
parently, he had been ns well as any man in the
world, but he got his pension navarthelsss.

A TIMATING FRATUD,

Butthat wasn't all. Instead of giving him what
i teohmnically known as & “‘short cortifionts”" —that
{a to say, a pension for the years in which dis-
ability woas shown, and then from the dato of lis
exnmination forward—he got in viplation of the
rules of the departmont, & pension for the whole
time since the date of his discharge, Tn other
words, the buresu mnusde him nprosent of $1,200 to
which he was not in sny way entitied.

which it was to ba §50's month,

Ustensibly this meant that Captain ‘Canner's dis-
abllity Lad not only increnséd at the time of his
npplication, but that it bad been a groat deal worse
twenty yours before than be hud ever describied it,

But of this there wes not s pariiecls of proof,

A ETEAL OF 33 545,

Now, the Iargest mmount of monsy which should
bfv any lawful means bave been paid out in thia
cialm was ab ut $60—to wit, for the time from
which tho lnerense was allowed to the time whon
the certificate was issnad.
