
I LEGAL PAPERS MISSING
I FROM BROOKLYN'S FILES.

They Might Have Had an ImportantBearing in the Water
I Scandal Suit.

COUNTY CLERK KAISER'S SEARCH.

Mysterious Disappsarancs of Official Documents
Supposed To Be a Matter

of Record.

The discovery has been made that valuable court
records which would have had an important bearingin the suit brouaht by William Ziogler. of
Brooklyn, against tlie Mayor, Comptroller and exCitvAuditor Rutan regarding tha purchase of the
property of the Long Is!and Water Supply Company,have been stolen from the flies in the County
Clerk's office. The records related to the action
brought by Contractor Edward Freel against the
company in 1883 to recover a balance of $12,000 for

$xtra work on tho construction of the company's
plant.
After the water company was organized William

Brush was given the contract to construct the
works. Ho was only a contractor on paper, and

I the amount of the contract reached the total of the
eipital stock and the bonded indebtedness.
Freel & McNamee were given the contract by

Brush, and, according to Freel's statement, the
work was done by him for $125,000.
The carpenter work, mason work and finished

boilers swelled the amount to $176,000. The differencebetween the actual contract price and that of
Brush, which was about $450,000, was, it is said,
divided among the originators of the scheme.

A CLAIM FOR "KXTHA8."
After tho work was done the contractors put in an

additional bill to cover "extras," amounting to
$12,000. Payment of this sum was refused, and
they began a suit to recover it. Brush was made
defendant in the action, and the trial was had in
the Supreme Court before Justioe Bartlett. The
matter was sent to Samuel McElroy as arbitrator
Tw .InBartlett. Ho was an engineer and thor-
Ioughly conversant with the cost of material and
matters connected with the construction of water
works. Evidence showine the real cost of the work
was taken and also the laying of extra pipe. The
total amount figured up for land, engine house,
pumps, reservoir piping, gates and everything
else was $175,661 17.

All that is left of the papers Is the decision of
Justice Bartlett affirming the roport of the arbitrator.The decision proves that the other documentsrelating to the suit were formerly on file, as
it refers to them by paste and folio.
The motion papers which are missing are the rel"rf.rtof the arbitrator, a complete transcript of the

stenographer's minutes of the trial before the arbitrator,aud all evidence, oral and documentary,
taken beforo him. There was only one copy of the
stenographer'a minutes, and they were filed with
the report, but are no longor on file in the County
(.lerjc s cruce.

l'hore was a motion later made before Judge
Bartlett to sot aside the arbitrator's award of
$1:2,000 in l'aror or Contractors I'reel & McNamee,
but the application to set the award aside was denied.This opinion, which is on file, was tiled May
19, 1M85, as it appears by the indorsement on the
baci of the application. The opinion recites the
testimony by date and page of stenographer's minutes,showing beyond a doubt that the minutes
were filed.

SEARCHING FOH THE LOST PAPEBS.
The theft of the papers was made known on Saturdaywhen application was made for tliem to the

County Clerk. Only the opinion relerred to could
be found.
County Clerk Kaiser, when asked about tho missingdocuments, said when their loss was discovered

he put his entire force of clerks at work to try and
find them, but they could not be found.
The disappearance of the documents will not

seriously Interfere with the trial of the suit, as it
is thought that the court proceedings can be producedfrom newspaper files. The teatimouy in
that action is an important link in the chain of
evidence.

IN HONOR OF DR. BETHUNE.
A MEMORIAL -WINDOW UNVEILED IN THE CHURCH

ON THE HEIGHTS, BKOOKLYN.
A number of prominent clergymen of Brooklyn

unci this city and a large congregation were present
at the services attending the unveiling of a memorialwindow dedicated to the Eev. Dr. George
W. Bethuno, in the Reformed Church on the
Heights, Pierrepont street, Brooklyn, yesterday
afternoon. Dr. Bethune died in France in 1862.
After the singing of the doxology the invocation

and salutation were offered by the Rev. Dr.
Charles Cuthbort Hall, of the First Presbyterian
Church. The Iier. Dr. Talbot W. Chambers read
the Scriptures and the Rev. Dr. Charles H. Hall, of
Holy Trinity Church, outlined one of Dr. Bethune's
hymns, " It is not death to die."
Dr. W. R. Davis, pastor of the church, read the

responsive lossun. Prayer was offered by the Rev.
jtrnui t au ac.

During the singing of Spohr's "Blest are tho departed,"the hanging covering the memorial windowwas -withdrawn, revealing one of the handsomestspecimens of stained glass in the city. It
is a copy of Holman Hunt's picture. "The Light of
the World." It is more than fourteen feet high. At
the top is an arched panel three feet in height and
richly colored.
The main panel, seven feet high, shows the figure

of Christ knocking at a door overgrown with tares
and weeds. In one hand Ho carries a lighted lantern,and the effect of the light shiuing through
the glass is very realistic. Tho figure is clothed in
a white tunic.
The figure stands out prominently against a

sombre landscape. The lower panel contains the
name, "George H. Bethune, D. D., first pastor of
this church, 1«49-1859." Xho armorial bearings of
the Bethune family occupy the centre of the panel.
Mr. David M. Stone, an elder of the first consistoryof the church, gave some reminiscences of

Dr. Bethune. He said he had known Dr. Bethune
for seven years in Philadelphia before he came to
Brooklyn. He also spoke oi the Doctor's characteristicsas a clergyman, a scholar and a citizen.
The memorial address was delivered by the Kev.

Dr. Storrs, of the Church of tho Pilgrims. Dr.
Storrs spoke of his intimate friendship with Dr.
Beihune, who was "now but a memory to tho older
members of the church and a tradition to the
younger." Dr. Bethune, he said, came to Brooklyn
in 1849. Their churches wero near together, and
the.v frequently exchanged pulpits and held union
meetings. They were members of a private club,
of whom only Mr. Benjamin D. Silliinan, Daniel
Huntington and tho speaker himself were now living.Dr. Storrs paid a beautiful tribute to the
memory ot Dr. Bethuno.
Among the clergymen present yesterday were the

Kev. Drs. Bowdish and Elmendorlf, of this city;
the Rev. Drs. Suydam and Van Cleef, of Jersey City;
the Kev. Drs. H. C. Kiggs, J. M. Farrar, Nicholas
Pearse, W. H. BoococK, Edgar Tilton and a number
of members of the South Cilassis of Long Island.

FAITH WILL GIVE MEN STRENGTH.
THE EEV. JOHN H. HABDING'S SEBMON TO THE

KNIGHTS OF THE CROSS.
Five commanderies of the religious order of

Knights of the Cross were represented atla3t evening'sservices at the Church of the Messiah, at
Greene and Clermont avenues, Brooklyn.
The visitors came from St. Luke's and St.

Thomas' Episcopal churches, of Brooklyn, and
Graco and Calvary churches, of this city, and they
listened to a sermon by the assistant pastor, the
Kev. John N. Harding, who chose for his subject
the common abuses of the virtuos of "temperance,roverence and purity," the motto of the
order.
After discoursing on the evDs of intemperance

the preacher drew a vivid picture of the bloody
conquests of history which have united in bonds
of friendship and civilization the nations of the
world.
"But there are other conquests," he continued;

t "conquests not less hard than those of battle and
fully as glorious.
"Man has long been a slave to himself, and his

"What do we need to make these conquests, and

WALDO HUTCHINS DEAD.

A YICTIM TO PNEUMONIA AFTER A SICKNESS OF

ONLY THREE WEEKS.
Park Commissioner Waldo Hutchms died of pneumonia.at the Park Avenue Hotel, at twenty minutespast seven o'clock yesterday morning.
Mr. Hutching' sickness dates back but three

weeks. He caught a heavy cold and was confined

to improve steadily. A week ago yesterday he was

taken with a severe chill, and last Tuesday pneumoniaset in. His physicians, Drs. Janeway and

Goff, did not think the termination would be fatal,
owing to Mr. Hutciiins' robust physique and vitality.
On Thursday, however, Mr. Hutchins' condition

was not so favorable and his family were telegraphedfor, and on Friday all hopes of his recoverywere dispelled On Saturday Mr. Hutchins
showed an improved condition, but yesterday
morning, at hair-past five o'clock, there were evidencesof collapse and Mr. Hutchins beoame unconscious,continuing so until his death. His conditionwas so bad Saturday night that Dr. Goff remainedwith his patient, and, with tho members
of Mr. Hutchins' family, was at the bedside when
he breathed his last.

DISTINGUISHED PALLBEARERS.
The funeral will be held at ten o'clock Tuesday

morning trom the Madison Square Presbyterian
Church, the burial being at Woodlawn. The pallbearerswill be ex-Ma.vor Abram S. Hewitt, Orlando
B. Potter, Comptroller Theodore W. Jlyers, William
E. Dodge, Charles L. Tiffany, Park Commissioner
Albert Gallup, Goorge S. Hart, 8. Warren Sneden
and Itobert Schell.
Mr. Iiutohins was born in the little village of

Brooklyn, Conn., in 1822, and was a graduate of
Amherst College. He came to this city before
reaching his majority, and, being admitted to the
Bar, began the practise of his profession. For a
while he lived in Brooklyn, L. I., where he made
his debut in politics, for in 1852 he was elected Assemblyman,representing the Second district of
Kings county. He was made chairman of the
Judiciary Committee.
A year later he removed to Kingsbridge, where

he subsequently owned a handsome residence.
When thirty-three years of age Mr. Hutchins was
offered a nomination as Justice of the Supreme
Court by the democratic party. His private busi-
ness una grown xo sucn proportions wi» lie was

compelled to refuse the flattering offer.
IN THE CONSTITUTIONAL CONVENTION.

In 1857 ho accepted a Park commissionership,
and held it for twelve years. Mr. Hutchins refused
several offers that would have made him a public
officer until 1867, when the last Constitutional
Convention mot, when he became one of the thirtytwodelegates, among whom were Sanford E.
Church, Charies Andrews, George William Curtis,
William M. Evarts, Horace Greeley, Augustus Sehell
and Homer A. Nelson. Equally as eminent men
were in the Convention as distriot delegates.
ThatCouvention formulated the present judiciary

system of New York State. Mr. Hutchins was
elected a member of the Forty-sixth Congress in
1870, representing the Twelfth Congressional district.He was a Congressional candidate in 1878,
but was defeated. In 1880 and 1882 he was reelected.
He was spoken of for Governor in 1832 as the

best possible solution of the wrangle following
Tammany's bolt against Governor Itobinson. Mr.
Hutchins was the counsel for the Manhattan SavingsInstitution at the time of the robbery of
$3,000,u00 worth of securities in 1878, and worked
assiduously to save the institution and nrotect the
17,000 depositors.
Mr. Hutchins had been a Park Commissioner

since 1887 and was president until succeeded by
Albert Gallup. Mr. Hutchins had a very extensive
law practice and was senior member of the ftrm of
Hutchins & Piatt, No. 69 Wall street. He leaves a
widow, the daughter of Governor Ellsworth, of
Connecticut; three sons.A. 8. Hutchins, Waldo
Hutchins, Jr., and William E. Hutchins, and a

daughter, Mrs. Henry G. Wolcott.

J. N. M'COLIiOUGH.
Mr. J. N. MoCullough, first vice president of the

Pennsylvania Railroad Company and one of the
foremost railroad managers of the country, died
yesterday at his home in Allegheny City, Fa, He
was born at Yellow Creek, Ohio, September 6, 1821,
and his first railroad venture was as president of
the Cleveland and Pittsburg Railroad in the early
fifties, after,, he had made a comfortable fortune
as merchant and banker. He made the Cleveland
and Pittsburg a paying road, and in 1863 was made
superintendent of the Pittsburg, Fort Wayne and
Chicago. A few years laterhe conceived and carried
out the idea of combining the roads which are
now Known as the Pennsylvania lines west of
Pittsburg. His executive ability and capaoity for
work wore his strong characteristics; he took no

pleasure outside of his oflioe. Two years ago he
was injured in a railway wreck, but insisted on
remaining at his desk until two months ago, althoughthe services of two men were required to
enable him to move around. The immediate cause
of his death was failure of his digestive organs.
His estate is valued at $14,000,000.

JOHN M'KEOWN.
Mr. John McKeown, the wealthiest individual oil

producer in the country, died at his home in Washington,Pa., yesterday. Mr. McKeown was born in
Ireland in 18:J8 and came to the United States in
1865. When oil was discovered in Butler county he
was employed as a driller. He bought in
a big well and started his fortune, which is
now $6,000,000. He has been one of the
boldest of "wildcatters," and twice has been re-
duced to poverty. During the past ten years, however,his ventures have been uniformly successful.
He was a large owner of real estate in Chicago,
New York and Baltimore.

JACOB MYERS.
Mr. Jacob Myers, one of the oldest locomotive

engineers in the country, died at Saratoga, N. Y.,
yesterday morning at the age of seventy-two years.
He began running an engine on the Rensselaer aud
Saratoga Railroad, now the Delaware and Hudson
Railroad, forty-five years ago, and continued uninterruptedlyup to the last summer. He was a

prominent Knight Templar. He had never had an
accident during his long time of service.

WIL1.IAM WELDOS.

Mr. William Weldon died at his home. No. 17 Fort
Greene place, Brooklyn, Saturday, of paralysis of
the heart. He was born at Rouse's Point, N. Y., in
1823. Ho was at one time the head of the wholesale
liquor house of William Weldon & Co., of Fulton
street, this city, and afterward became connected
with the firm of Olena, Craig & Co. A son and two
daughters survive him. His funeral will take place
at House's Point to-morrow.

JOSHUA I* I>USKY.
Mr. Joshua L. Pusey, head of the firm of Pusey &

Jones Company, ship builders, and one of the most
representative citizens of Wilmington, Del., died
at his residence iu that city last night. Tho imme-
diate cauwe of death was septicaemia. He was
seventy-ono years old.

FORMED A CROSS OF FIRE.

Tho electric light and telephone wires in New
Rochelle became crossed on Saturday night and
set fire to the large pole upon which the crossbars
were suspended. Tho pole stands on Lawton
avenue, near Main street.
The crossbars were ignited and formed a cross of

fire. This caused considerable excitement among
the superstitious colored population of the village,
and seeing a flaming cross in the heavens, as they
termed it, they thought the world had come to an
end. Many of them sank upon their knees in the
streets and began playing.
The village l''lre Department extinguished the

flames. Considerable damage was done to the
wires and telephone communication waj entirely
cut olf. It will take several days to repair the
damage.
bUDDEN DEATH OF A FRUIT DEALER.

Girolenio Molinari. a fruit dealer, died suddenly
at No. 492 High street, Newark, N. J., yesterday,
from cancer of the throat.

In his pockets were found $200, a fine gold watch
and a bank book showing $7,81)1 to hie credit. His
only relatives in this country are two brothers,
who live in San Francisco.

FLAMES IN A JERSEY STOCK YARD.

The hay and feed warehouse of the Central Stock
Yard Company at the foot of First street. Jersey
City, was destroyed by lire yesterday afternoon.
The flames originated in that portion of the buildingused for the storage of hay.
The firemen had no difliculty in confining the

flames to the warehouse, as it is isolated from the
other wooden buildings. Three alarms were sent
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out, owing to the dangerous character of
the neighborhood ill which the fire occurred.Less than one hundred feet from
the warehouse is the immense Erie grain elevator
and the freieht sheds of the New Jersey Central
Railroad. These structures, however, esoaped uninjured.
The fire is supposed to have been started by a

careless stableman who threw a lighted cigarette
on the floor. The loss is about $5,000.

HUNGRY PASSENGERS STALLED.

SAD PLIGHT OF PASSENOBES ON THE UNION

PACIFIC RAILROAD IN WYOMING.

Cheyenne, Feb. 8, 1891..The blizzard that created

oonsternation by its fury last night moderated at
six o'clock this evening, and the Union Pacific Railroadis endeavoring to resume traflo. Three trains
are held here. There is another at Sidney, ninety

.

miles east, and two tast man trains are stalled at
small stations west of Sidney. The other tour carry
passengers and express.
Rations for two hundred and fifty passengers

have been sent with a snow fighting outfit for a

hundred and seventy-five med. Four heavy locomotives,with a plough in front of them, will try
to bore their way through. The snow is packed
solid in cuts. Many hours must elapse before the
blockade is raised, and suffering cannot be averted.
Stock raisers will doubtless sustain heavy losses.
Town people were not exempt. The fine snow

sifted into tenements, and the storm found many
short of fuel and food.

ALBANY GROPES IN DARKNESS.
|BY TELEGRAPH TO THE HERALD.]

Albany, N. Y., Feb. 8, 1891..It will De at least a

week before this city recovers from the effects of
the storm. The telephone and telegraph services,
the fire alarm and the police circuits, the electrio
light and electric cars are paralyzed. No accurate
estimate of the damage can yet be formed, but it
will reach thousands of dollars.
Most of the trouble was caused by the powerful

currents burning out telephones and other instruments,especially in tne Fire Department. The
costly new switchboard in the telephone office is
considerably damaged, but can be repaired in a
few days.
When the snow sagged the telegraph and tele-

pnono wires aown upon 1110 electric ngat ana railwaywires last night they burned like threads. The
currents wero ordered to be shut off. The city was
in total darkness and depended on a fire patrol for
protection. The same order of things will prevail
to-night and very likely for some nights to come.
The electric cars may begin to run to-morrow.
Fourteen inches of snow fell.

AUBURN IN DARKNESS, TOO.
Auburn, N. Y., Feb. 8, 1891..A violent enow

storm set in about three o'olock yesterday afternoonand continued without abatement until midnight.Telephone and telegraph wires are broken
in all directions, as are also shade and fruit trees.
The snow is now frozen solidly to the wires, -which
show in many plaoes an actual measurement of
thirteen inches in circumference. Oreat damage
has been done to the large orohards in this vicinity,
many peach and pear trees having been destroyed.
Falling telegraph, teloplione and fire alarm wires,

coming in contact with electric light and electric
railway wires, oaused much alarm among pedestrians.The Mayor ordered the electric light and
electric railway dynamos to bo stopped, leaving the
city in darkness and without railroad facilities.
A broken Westorn Union wire in contact with a

live electric light wire early in the evening set the
switchboard in the Western Union office on fire.
The flames, however, were extinguished with but
little damage. The buildings of the old Sheldon
Axle Works took fire about ten o'clock, ana owing
to the demoralized state of the fire alarm cirouits
no alarm could be sent in. The buildings and
machinery were totally destroyed. The loss is
about $10,000.

SHE STARVED TO DEATH.

MRS. STANTON'S HUSBAND NEGLECTED HER AND

SHE AND HEIt CHILD DIED.

Y., Feb. 8, 1891..Mrs. William Stantongave birth to a child on Monday and has since

died for want of proper care and food. The immediatecause of death is, undoubtedly, starvation.

He is a hard drinker and

neglected her. She had very little to eat or drink
and was in a very exhausted condition.

A dootov was called and he said she died from a

complication of diseasss brought on by starvation.
The child had died and was found buried in the

back yard in an old cloth.
Four children were born before, who are all dead.

The Coroner held on inquest this afternoon on

Mrs. Stanton's body and rendered a verdict in accordancewith the testimony. She was thirty-six
years old.

BLEW OUT HIS BRAINS.

Trenton, N. J., Feb. 8, 1891..Peter Johnson,
twenty-two years old, committed suicide at the
house of a friend on whom he was calling, at

His method was particularly revolting.
lie wont into the kitchen, accompanied by the

little child, and took a breech loading gun from a
rack on the wall. He fished a shell from the pocket
of a coat hanging by and loaded and cocked the
gun. He then tied a rope to the trigger.
Seating himself in a chair ho put the muzzle of

the gun in his mouth and pulled the rope.
The charge of shot tore a frightful hole in his

head, anl his brains spattered the ceiling.
Johnson was an inveterate cigarette smoker, and

it is thought that his mind was affeoted. He was
out of work and despondent.

STORM BEATEN POLARIA
REACHES PORT IN SAFETY.

The Hamburg Steamer Five Days
Overdue Owing to Awful

Ocean Storms.

BATTERED AND SMASHED.

During a Fog the Steamboat John H.
Sturii! Huns on the Rorks on

North brother Island.

With her foremast gone, fifty feet of her starboardbulwarks missing and her bridge rails
smashed, to say nothing of Yarious minor injuries,
the Hamburg-American steamship Polaria, five
days overdue, steamed into port yesterday.
Steerage passengers crowded to the spar deck

forward as the partially dismantled vessoi slowly
worked up to her Hoboken pier. There Captain
Busch explained the cause of the steamer's long
voyage and of her demoralized condition.
She left Stettin, Germany, with seventy steerage

passengers and a big freight cargo on January 13.
There were no cabin passengers. Touching at
Copenhagen she left that port on January 16, and
almost immediately the big steamer plunged into a

northwesterly gale.
Storm sucoeedea storm, and on January 27 came

a hurricane which played the mischief with the
Polaria. The steamship was running at reduced
speed at half-past two o'clock that afternoon and
was in latitudo 51 degrees, longitude 3a degreos,
when a tremendous wave rolled over the port bow.

DOWN WENT THE MAHT.
It swept clean over the bridge, drenching Chief

Officer Schlaefke, who was on duty, and almost
washing him overboard. Before he could get his
breath or clear the salt water from his eyes ho
heard a tremendous crash, followed by another of
lesser volume. The vessel gave a lurch and then
rapidly heeled to starboard.
Looking forward the officer saw the lofty foremastlying over the starboard side, with all its attachedrigging. It had snapped off one inch boiow

the deck and had carried the port shrouds with it
in its fall, and smashed the bulwarks. This was
the cause of the second crash and of the vessel's
lurching to starboard.

In trout or the bridge there was a tangled mass
of rigging. The steps leading to the after turtle- ]
back were smashed, and the rail to the turtleback
was carried overboard. The bridge rails were also
broken and ono of the port lifeboats hung by a

single davit. The other had been snapped off and 1

carried overboara.
NO ONE HURT.

Fortunately none of tho steerage passengers
was on deck and the sailors were aft when the
mast fell, but there was the prospect of a lively
panic in the steerage until Captain J3usch sent the
chief officer to quiet the fears of the passengers.
He then ordered the engines put at quarter

speed and the sailors were set to work clearing
away tho wreckage. All the rigging forward had
to be chopped clear. It was slow work, for the
storm continued for an hour after the accident,
and the vessel was washed constantly by the
waves.
Late in the afternoon the storm subsided, but

the Polaria had to struggle through a succession of
fresh to strong gales until she was off the Banks of
Newfoundland, on February 1. The storms gave
place to fogs. From the day of the big storm the
Polaria did not log more than seven and a half
knots per hour.
The vessel's hull was intact, with the exception

of her bulwark plates, when she arrived yesterday.
Rough boards covered tne gap made in the bulwarks.She will need extensive repairs.

THE JOHN H. STABIN SXBIKES ON NORTH

BBOTHEBS ISLAND.

The steamboat John H. Starin was towed to
Cosgrove's dry iiocJi in Jersey city yesterday
afternoon. There was an enormous hole in her
bow below the water line and it took the united
pumping of the tugs, with the help of the Starln's
own pumps, to keep her afloat.
The steamboat ran on the rocks off North

Brothers Island, east of Hell Qate, last Friday
night, and had it not been for the coolness of her
Captain the vessel would hare been lost with all
011 board.
There were ten passengers on the steamboat

when sho left pier 18 North ltiver for New Haven,
Conn., at nine o'clook Friday night. She was commandedby Captain J. H. McAllister.

It was very foggy at the time and the mist becamemore dense as the steamboat prooeded up the
East River. In the Sound tho fog was impenetrable.Captain McAllister had the engine put at
slow speed and the Scarin was not running at
more than five knots, when at twenty minutes past
ten o'olock she struck the rocks.

ON THE BOCKS.
She ran headou and stuck fast. The sharp rocks

cut a hole directly under hor "forefoot," or near
the point where the keel is joined to the cutwater.
The water rushed in by barrelfuls. The steam-
boat's pumps were at once set to work, but were
unable to keep pace with the rapid flow of water.
As tne vessel was on hard and fast the Captain

decided not to attempt backing off into deep water,
as she might go down. Most of the passengers
were asleep, and with the exception of one or two
they knew nothing about the accident until Saturdaymorning. Those who knew of the trouble
Friday night wisely kept it to themselves.
Mattresses wore stuffed into the leak, and canvas

was lowered over the bows to cover it from tho
outside. Even then the water kept pace with
the pumping. Fortunately the weather was calm,
and the men could work all around tho steamboat
without difficulty.
When the passengers awoke on Saturday morning

they were told of the accident, and they took tho
matter philosophically, preferring to remain on
board the vessel. Telegrams were sent to New
York, and the steamer Lenox reached the disabled
steamboat Saturday night with four tugs. The
steamer took the passengers on to New Haven.
The tugs promptly hauled the Starin off the

rocks, but she threatened to All and the tugs towed
her to Kiker's Island, where she was stranded in
the mud.

TOWED BACK TO NEW YOBK.
Captain McAllister then endeavored to repair the

leak so as to proceei to New Haven with the
freight, of which there was a large cargo. It was
found impossible to do more than make a temporarypatch which would keep out most of the water
until the Starin returned to New York.
The pumps on all the tugs were started and the

steamboat was hauled off the flats yesterday morning.It took eight hours to tow the leaky craft to
the Jersey dry docks. The extent of the damage
will be ascertained to-day.
The John H. Starin is an old, wooden sidewheel

steamer. She was built in 1865 at Baltimore for
John H. Starin. Her register is 637 net and 867
gross tons. She is 2U2 foet long, 29 feet beam and
1.5 feet depth of hold. It is thought the vessel's
keel is seriously damaged.
