HATTERAS —ABSECOM'S TWO WRECES

Captain Risk, of the Mallory line steamer Nueoces,
arrived here from Galveston, Texas, on Saturday
and yestorday statod that on Friday he bad passed
the lttle fruit steamer Simon Dumols, which was
supposed to have sunk off Absecom Light, It was
half-past eight A, M., the Captain said, and he was
sbott twenty-five miles southenat of Cape Hattorns,
The Bimon Dumois was asteaming south at a fair

rate of spesd and seemed to be all right. The
Captain {s sure It was the Simon Dumois, us hieread
hor name on the stern through his glaeses,

Dalzell & Co,, ngents of the Boston Towboat Com-
pany, were egully positive yestorday that the
veasal sunk off Absecom iz their conl burge the
Roman,

She was in tow of a tug snd bound from Norfolk
to Boston, with 1,000 tons of coual, the vesael's full
capacity, on bonrd, whan the big aterm of January
95 struck her. The vessel's Aeams opened, and tha
men on her were taken off by the tug justin time
to save them from going down with the barge.
They wors landed at Vineyard Havan,

The barga Howman woas formerly the steamship
Roman, owned by the Poiladelphia Steamship Com-
paoy, and she had pole masts almost exactly Hke
those of the Bimon Dumols. Theso mputs wore
not removed when hor machinery was taken outa
few years sgo and she was transformed into & coal
barge, She was built st Philadelphls in 1886 for
Honry Winsor, and she regiaterad 1,458 tons, Her
rig was that of a topsall schooner, and hor maats
wore of spar or natural wood eolor. This helped
the coneluslon that the Bimon Dumols was the ves-
esl sunk. The Dumols is due in Matanzas to-day.

The schooner lying five miles or more from the
HRowman 15 thought to be the Howard Williams.
John L, Martin, of this elty, whose name was fonnd
on n new set of gafftopsails pn the sunken wreck,
foels sure that the last schooner is the Howard
Willinmns, as he made a new muingaftopsail for her
8 few months ago. She registered 804 tons snd was
under command of Captain Poster. Sho was bound
for Bridgeport, Conn,, with coal,

would not lat bim go to work.

Ahcut the only solmtion of the mystery that
seems at sll plausible 48 that Phalen, after being
ordered ont of the shop on Saturday ovening,
gtarted to walk down the gusrd rail and was siruol
by s down town train within some forty feet of
where he died. Thore was probably just enongh
lite 16ft in him to enable him to reach the tool
honse where ha was found.

1t geomed nlmost {mpossible, however, for one
mangled a¥ he was to bave dragged himself along
the track for that distanoe. He was, howsvar, oar-
tuinly though atruck by a locomotive and, thers-
fore, if sny tonl play wad done, pume other em-
ployé of the company must have thrown him in
frant of an approaching traln, This would appear
highly improbable, as the action wonld certainly
have been seen by the engineer or fireman on the
truin.

NOT A BRILUIANT LEGISLATIVE SUOCESS.

Soldiers Revolt as a Protest
Against Bad Rations.

Yoxomasa, Japsn, Jon, 11, 1801.—Tha Japanese
Diet has now begen openoed about slx weeks, and
during that time has demonstratod one ithing at
laast very clearly to the world in general—namaly,
its utter inability sto reflesct lustirs and recown
upon the ecuntry, From the very firkt day of thelr
assombling themsaives together it became evidsnt
to all that thelr career was not going to. follow the
ecmmonplace lines generally charneteristie of
parlismentary assemblies, That the regula-
tion for ecandidsturs bad mot Dbeen suffi-
clently stringent to keep the Houss purged
from characters mot above tha temptations
of filthy lucre, also became evident, asthe very
firat action the Diet took was » strenuocus efllort
to wrest # brothor member from the clutchk of the
law on mecount of misplsced attentions on his part
being bestowed oo funds committed to his cars.
Now, although this indiseretion on the part of this
erring member was undoubtedly a wvery eerlous
one, it was still more indisersot of the Dist to taka
offeneive steps to rolnstate him, and s lvely pas-
sage of arms betweesn the government snd tho new
constitulional asssmbly was the result, ending
in the slight discomfiture of the latter.

DIRCUBSION ON THE BUDGET.

A Diet compossd as this s, howaver, of young
and warm blood, s not easily abashed, and speed-
Iy recovered itself sufficiently to plunge into the
quostion of the budget, which has provided some
rather lively debates, the bone of contention belng
& wholesale rednetion of the expenditure. Now, it
18 nlwnys plensant to ses a well balaveed detesta-
tion of rechless waste, and no one would feel in-
alined to quarral with a Diet prompted in its8 ao-
tions by motives of practleal economy; butin re-
duclng & pational expenditure it is eustomary, |
if mot arbitrary, to -specify wunder what
particular hendings the veductions wero to be
made. This happened to be exsctly what the
Diet did not spem inolined to do. Whether this
litile matter of detail appesred to the IHouse
to savor of lowering ite dignity has pot been

given to the common herd to know, but certmin it
i they did ‘mot enter into detall, but merely ex-
pounded a theory that 10,000,000 of the annual ex-
pendituro ought to bs dropped. Even when
pressed to unbesom themselves mora fully on this
point, the ouly {tem they condescended to eni-
morate as requiring ourtailment was theanliry of
tha President. This was upcopunonly unneigh-
borly, especinlly as not & single member voluh-
toored to repcunge his owu, There is one diree-
tlon, however, in whigh an increass fa almost
unanimously clumored for. This is the nauonal
dofonoe, hoth military and naval. It s thought
that tho lathor should at least ba equal to the Far
Eost sauadrons of England, Russia and China, bat
for what reason no one scquainted with Japan‘s
peaceful platform chn bo expoeted to readily com-
prebeud. This formiddble inoresso is estimated
a8 the work of seven Yyenrs.
