For mounths past Mr, Joseph lLad been suffering
from a diseass of the heart, and the sffort that he
made in stopping the horses strained a valve of ths
Leart. He falnted at the time, bul seon revived,
and was taken home,

Ho wag nnable to go to his bumainess on Friday
and Baturday, but was sble to sit up on the latter
dar. 4

Mrs, Joseph wak sitting by her huaband's bed-
gide about half-past six o’oloek Sunday evening and
Le was holding lier hand., *“I'm feellng 80 mueh
better, deir,” he baid, “and the pain has all left
me,'”

A moment liter he gaspel for breath and ex-
claimied :(—"This 1s the last!” He sank back, and
befors phyaiclans conld be summouned he wak dead.

Mz, Joseph was the son of the philunthropist
snd fur dealer of England, whose house was
the only ome granted an opon contract by
the British goverument during the Crimean
war, Simon Joseph, who was borm in  Man-
chester, came to New York twentv-nine Fears
ngo and opened a b'unnﬂ of hia father's business
at No, 48 Broadway., He was very prosperons until
the panic of 1874, which swept away lis fortune.

Then he embarked in bukiness as p real estuts
broker, and it was the worry and anxiety attendsnt
upon this business, Mra. Jogeph told me lnst
night, that caueed her husband to suffer from
henrt disease, Mr, Joseph was known as a gentle-
man of very soholarly nttalnments,

Two of his sons are members of the firm of
Martiss & Co,, gemeral commission merohants,
London. i

The funeral will take place from his late resi-
denoe on Thursday morning.

where the Doty famlly settled nearly two hundred
yearsago. For many years Captuin Doty was en-
gaged In the hotel business {n this eity, first as pro-
pristor of the Lafayetts Hotel, then ut Broadway
anil Broome streat, and Ister of the Exchangs

Hotal in Wall streot, where the Curtom House
ie, Hs was one of the organizers of the
republican party im 1354, when their moeectings
wers bheld in the bacic roem of an undertakors
shop, and was twioe his party's ecandidate for
Aldermsn of the Ninstesnth ward. At the out-
broak of the war Captaln Doty sold ouf bis buai-
pess and purchassed the ateainbont Gillume, which
was engaged by the government ns a trausport
boat for the Med River, where he ran her during
the “Hed Rivor fight" snd until the eapturs of
Mobila. Having accumulated mbout £140,000 the
Captaln invested the money in cotton, which he
stored In warshouses in that eity Just a
few days befors thoe explosion of the fed-
eral magamne there which swept away so muoh
property and the Captain's fortune, With the fn-
dorsement of Viee Prosident Morton and Generals
Butler and Banks ho entercd the customs service
shortly alter the war ami remained there aver
gince. Ho was s warm persopsl friend of the late
President Avthinr and fought many a political bat-
tle in this city at Mr. Arthur's side. Cnapiain Doty
leaves ona chiild, n dsnghter.
