*LA DAMNATION DE FAUST” REAEARD.
THE MASTERFILCE OF HECTIOR BERLIOZ AGAIN
PRESENTED BY M., WALTER DAMROSCH.

Mr. Walter Dawrosch s entitled to the thanks of
all intalligent and candid musle lovers for the care
and thoronghness with which he has produced
HBerHoz's “Dampation de Fauast'" in New York.

In thewss strangs days of racial narrowness and
bigotry it needs some courags to pay homagoe to
Tronch muaie, And this is what wae done by Mr.
Walter Damrosch when he revived tho masterploce
of Hoctor Berlioe.

The first pertormanceof “La Damnation' at the
Metropolitan Opers House, under the direction of
lhe young comductor, was so successful thas i8
was followed by anotber yestordey. The attend-
sunca was not lurge, but the nudience showed a

gwing sense of ths beauty nnd boldness of this
yric dramn, and appinuded the chisf numbers un-
stintingly.

In enme Tespeots the interpretation of the work
wak superior to those for which Par{s has so often
boen hidebted teo M. Colonne, M. Pasdeloup and

Lamoureux, The choris was notably far
sironger than at any of the many performances of
“[is Dymnpation’ '] have heard in Paris. So far,

perhaps the fnest Maphistopheles who has yet at-
temptad the part.

But there were some faults of omission and ¢om-
mission to offiet tho werits. The orchestra, whiokh
played tho “seene on the Banks of the Elbe,'" the
“Hakoozy March,” the “Easter Hymu," and the
“Dangs des Sylphes,' with tuste and splelt, waa
singuinrly heavy and mechanics] in the “Menuet;’”
and in the accompaniments tv some of the songy,
the wood wind instruments wers hard and ao{’ ;
and at many points, both in the voeal and the in-
strumental music,one missed the fantasy, the grace-
fnl phrasing, the light and shade, the delicate ex-
presaion, the digbleris, the work demanded.

Horr Andreas Dippel's tenor has nejther the
power nor the nwestness nor the flexibility needed
to do justics to the part of Faust, Mme. Burch,
the Margusrite, sang correetly, butcoldly and with-
out much charm or tenderness.

The Engilsh words, however, were largély re-
sponiible for the drymess npd harshness of the
singers. Aud, on the whole, the performance wss
most craditable,

It Mr. Dumrosch would now restore us Berlioz's
rimirable “Romeo and Juliet” and “'Fautastio’
symphonies Ls would be doing art true service.
They nro &= truly maaterworks as ‘*Sisgfried” or
the “Pastoral” and they buve this adyantage over
Lo/ Damnation,' that they requira no singers.

WANT TO BUILD
TWO NEW BRIDGES

Senator Birkett, of Brooklyn, Introduces
Bills to Give a Proposed Company with
$24,000000 Capital Double Right
of Way Over the East River.

BACKED BY THE BROOKLYN «L.”

Gne Little Joker Clnuse Which Would Give the
Union Company a Chance to Get
Into New York and Practicnlly
Loss the Scheme,

Senator Birkett, of Brooklyn, introduced two
bills in 'the Legislaturs yesterday bearing fn the
Bridge question.

One was the old bill of last year, exteniing the
terminl of the Brooklyn Bridge, This act contein-
plates the “tull switching,"” ay agreed on by the
experts appoinred by the Mayors of New York and
Brooklyn and the Bridge trustess.

It provides for an expenditore of £1,500.000, and
wigt no part-of the structurs at tho New York ter-
minus shall extend north of the northwesterly line
of Park row; nor at the Brooklyn terminus south
of the northerly line of Tillary strest O'Conner,
of Brooklyn, introduced the sama bill in the House.

FOR TWO NEW BRIDOES.

The othser act {8 fo incorporate the East River
Bridge Company for the purpose of eonstruoting,
maintaining and operating bridges over tho East
River between the-oitles of New ¥ork and Broeklyn.

It {g snid that the Unlon Elsvated Hailroad is be-
hiud the project, The incorporators of the com-
pany are Henry W, Putnnm, Hugo Rothschild,
Elbert SBnedeker, sSlmeon Uhlman, Frederick Ull-
map, Abram J. Haslenburgl, Adolf Ladenburg,
Isase Lawis, Henry W, Putosm, Jr.; Reuben Pollard
aod George W. Wingate,

The company is aliowed, accosding to the pro-
visions of the bill, to connect ils tracks with other
rajlroads; to consolidate its capital stock, property
nod franchises with those of other companios, and
to take possesslon of property necessary to its
purposes, except public parks,

Another provision pormits municipalities and
other <¢orporations te invest in the stoeks and
bonds of the sompany. The fars isnot o exeeed
that charged on the present bridge.

The capital stock is to be F24,000,000,

WHMIE THEY WOULD LR

The bill providss for the constriction of iwo
bridges, one nt 1 point at or near Broadway, Brook-
iyn, between the [ifer line and Mavey uvenus, eross-

ing to some point at or below Hivioglon atreet,
New York, but not sputh of Water street.

This bridge muet be begun within one year after
the passage of the &cof, and musat be completed
within slx yeara.

The second, bridge must be begun within three
years alter tha passsgs of the act, and must be
ecumploted within six years. It I8 to be bullt at
& point betweou Fulton strect and the pler line in
Brooklyn and between Littla and Bridge stresta
tlhiore, and to cross the river to s paint in New
York near the New York terminus of the other
bridgs.

-?It will, therefors, be poesibls to make the round
trip from Brooklyn to Grand sirect, say, for fifteen
conts, People who go to Grand strert by way of
the present Bridge must pay twenty-five cente,

“The pther bridge—tho one with the tarminus at
Fulton street, New York—is not cumpulsory oc-
cording to the bill now before the Legislature. We
intend o buld it, however. That wasn't part of
the originul plan, but the people living near the
Brooklyn terminus wantod it putin.

“| think that public upinion In Brooklyn will be
gtrongly in favor of the Uil New York will also
rocognize that the new bridges will be to her great
interast ns well, Fvery bridge that is bhuilt will
come nearsr to making the two eitiss one, whethey
they have two or & dozen Mayors snd Boards of
Aldormen. 1 think six or elght new bridges will be
begun during the next decade.

It recommended the adoption of n form of
an agreament to sgours the establisnment of arbi-
tration comuwittess, with a plan of organization of
the sam ,for the use of nesociations of smploysrs
nnd associations of workmen in all branches of
the buliding trade,

Ths reports of several minor committess ware
read, after which the Convention took s rocess.

The most important business of the afternoon ses-
slon wis the reading of a paper entitled *“The Lagal
Aspsots of Boycouts and Strikes," by John L.
Wilkie, of this city.

He suadd, in conelusion, that the labor sssocin-
tivng in endeavoring to securs advanced wages
were scting well within the law. When thoy used
violenece or threst, however, and sought to destroy
or fmpovorish & man or force their regulations
upon him they were guilty of an indiotable offance.

A proposed amendment to the constitution led
to much debate and confusion of purpuse nmong
