He was b second time the leader of
the 'nsu.qu_al demoerstlc party in 1888, but was
defeated.

Dawid B. Hill is the Governor of the Btats,
in whieh effics ho succesded Mr. Clevelund. He

The reading of the Loglslative Appropristion bill
having baeu coneluded, the committes recurred to
the cousideration of tho élatise waking appropris-
tion for the Clvil Bervies Commission,

Mr. Grosvenor, of Ohlo, ratied a point of order
agilnst it (exceptso far we it refers Lo the throa
Commigstoners, the chief expminer and ths secre-
tary) om the ground that iU vielated gxisting law.
The statute desiguated thor the ¢lorks sbould ba
divided into fourelaesvs—I1, 2, 3 and £ IE further
provided that ng elerks should be examined until
they wers found qualiied by & hoard of three ex-
aminers. Under the low cstablishing the commis-
pion it was provided thit elerks shonld be assigued
fromn oue of the departdicitse. Now It wus propoged
to approprisss for them uiader the hesd of the
Civil Bervicw Commission; and therein the bill waa
in viclation of the law.
