It is embarrassing to differ with s famous au-
thority, but V T, Dotw ding, T eannot
call superb, as ho does, the portraite by Rembrandt
of a man and a woman shown in the exhibition of
the Union Leagune Club, opened in connsetion with
the monthly mesting of last evening.

The works are the life size oval portraits thought
by some—and with little probabllity, Ithink—to be
those of Dr. Tulp and his wife, snd which have
passed, lke the beautiful portrait of & man owned
by Mr, J. W, Ellsworth, of Chieago, through the De
Sellilres and De Sagan collections, and are now
ownei by Cottler & Co.

The works which sre bandled with extraordinary
cerelossness in parts, and present, notably that of
the man, every appearsnce of having been re-
touched, are dated in that feound year of the mas-
tor's, 1034, .

1he fuce of the man, who weers & broad felt hat,
iz pot up to Rembrandt's standard, but there is
muech fise work (n that of the smiling woman, who
is of n moust engaging type and painted with o most
lifeliko expression.

The works, of chief intarest in the eollection, in
addition to the Rembrandts, are the superb Iarge
portrait by Franz Hals of s melancholy man, In »
atraiued pose, and s collection of furty-three land-
scapod by Claudo Monet, the lmpressionist, which s
hung In the large meeting room of the club,

The Hals, which {n its summary and yet At times
rlotously froe brush work, {8 superb, ls owned by
M. Durand-Huel, sad has been fn the collections
of Boesch, of Vienns, snd Georges, of Epernay.
M. Durand-Euel also loans s little Ruysdsel, “The
Cusosde,” and thres Adrian Van Ostade’s *‘The Old
S8moker,” the “‘Interior of a Tobaceo Shop’ and
the important “Dance in & Barn,” from eol-
lections, and etolied by Jacgnemart,

M. Monet's works are by turns irritating and in-
teresting.

Washington was the produet
of the monarchy under which he was botn, and
in spirit belongsd to the Old World, Is it
posaible to ¢ of Washington, in & publie
address, asking, *Shull we carry on (he war
with an elderstalk sqnirt chargsd with ross wa-
ter?’ Is it popdible to think of Washington at
midnight, daneing sbout in his chamber, with
lonyg, iean logs protruding from n somewhat abbre-
visted night gown, as Lincoln did when Stanton
earried him the news from Getiysburg? General
Washington would have arrayed himself in full
regimentals before receiving the tidings, or he
would have said, 'Mr. Stanton, I shall be in tha
President's office to-morrow morning at nioe
o'eloek if you bave any important communication
to make,’

“Aundrow Jackson wis born under & monarchy,
anybody might know that; and he belisved de-
voutly in the divine right of IHis Imperial Majesty,
the Czar, Andrew the First,

“Lonely and sorrowful in his Ufe, Lineoln was
fortunate in his death. Years could haye ndded
nothing to his fame. Wolfy, hud he llved a hun-
dred years, eoitld never again have fought a battle
which anould give n continent to the English speak-
ing race. Nelson, bad he sskiled the seas
for man g year, counld never hays found
pgain a flest of the enomy to annihilate; nor
could My, Lincoln, by any possibiiily, bave had the
opportunity to earry his country through saocthor
war for the mnational existence, nor was there
another racs waiting to be emancipated. When
there remained nothing that earth counld glve God
himsalf bestowed the honor which be reserves for
only a few of his most beloved children, the crown
of murtyrdom; and ‘he went up to heaven (as
0'Connell grandly sald of Wiberforoe) bearing
three million broken fetters in his hand.” "

HAMLIN'S BOLD SPEECH.

The toast of the “Surviving Standard Bearer of
1860 was responded to by Senator Huynnibsl Ham.
lin bimself, and his rising wns greeted with tre-
mendous applause. In the courss of his retnarks
the veteran, who was the colleagne of Linooln, sald
thut it was principle which commanded and
chullenged our respect and not men., He con.
gidered Lincoln s grostest man the world
had ever known. He hnd a thought to suggust,
and it was that they should make the birthday of
Abrahuam Lineoln a national event. (Great ap-
plause,) Hewas not an educated man, but he was
o learnod men, and he obtained his learnihg in
the school of the world. The speaker said, re-
publican though he was, he was grieved at the
dolngs of some of their ropublican Senntors.
“When [ witness," he sald, “the dishonesty and
the degradation of seme of our Bonators I grieve
much.™

Toa old statesman spoke briefly, His was the
shortest speech of the evening. He sesmed to
think that the forum in which he once spoke had
degenerated, but he sald he was still & republican
and boped thut the glorious deysof Lincoln would
be restored in his own time. The old Senator met
with a tremsndous reception. F

VICTORY FOR W. E. D. STOKES.

THE GENERAL TERM ¢F THE SUPREME COURT
HANDS DOWN A DEQIBION IN HIS FAVOR.

Mr. W, I D. Btokes gained = decided victory yes-
torday in his euit against the late banking firm of
FPhelps, Stokea & Ow., brought for the purpose of
eompelling the firm to maks an sccounting of one-
fith of his father's interests in the assets. Thade-
fendants consist of Tesane N. Fhelps, Anson P.
Stokes and Froderie P. Oloott, and Anson Fhelps
Btokes and James Btokes as exeoutors of the will
of James Stoges, the father of W. E. D, Btokss,

The point which Mr. W, E, D, Btokés gained was
in tho handing down of & unsnimous decision by
the General Term of the Supreme Court, consisting
of Justices Van Brunt, Danlels and Brady, affivming
the judgment of Justice Lawrence ln favor of Mr,
Btokes,

The decizsion beging by reciting that the com-
plaint states that the firm originally constaten of
James Btokes, father of W, E D. Blokes; Anson
Phelps Stokes and J. N, Fhelps, father-in-law of the
Iatter. In 1879 the banking firm wWas estab-
lished by Jameas Stokes for the benefit
ol W. E. D, Stokea apd also Anson Phelps Siokes,
He furnished much the lncgest share of the capital,
bus only took one-fourth of the profite, From the
bopinning he wented to ndvance W. K, D, Stokes
into the firm, but iu this he was strongly vpposed
by Anson Phelps Stokes mud J. N. Phelps.

Judge Lawrenos overruled this demurrer and
gave judgment for the plaindil with all the velief
sought for, the defendants being given leave to
apswer. From this judgment the defendsnts ap-

pealed.
TEE OFISDY.

In delivering the opluion of the Conrt vesterd
Chief Justics Van Brunt saidthat from an exami-
oation of the authorities cited by the appellants it
appeared thot they claimed that because W. X D,
Stokes, by reason of the assljomient recelved from
his tather, did mot becoms & partuer in the firm,
that therefore he did nor bave any right to main-
tain the preseut action,

1t appeared, however, to' the Court, om both
principle and anthority, sid the Chief Justice,
that the plaintifl Is entitled both to an account
wnd to bring in all other persons who are intersated
in the surplus of the property after the payment of
the debts, in order thot thers may be s thoroungh
determination of the rigits of all the parties, and
furthermore, the fact that by the szsignmont he
never bécame o pariner inmo way deprived him of
that right.

In ordet 1o meet s possble counter decislon in
the case the lute firm of Phelps, Stokes & Co.
aeposited 180,000 with the United Btates Trust
Cowpany. Auson Phelpa Stokes La thy executor of
both his father's and father-in-law's estates and it is
claimed (8 anxious 10 ko arralge mnatters as to
canse the paymont of interest and damagos to be
oollected from the estate of Jumea Btokes instesd
of from that of I. N, Phelps. The reason for this, 1t
Is  surd, {3  due to the fact that Anson
Phelps Btokes will only pay one-seventh of the
total amounnt of damages and interese, which will
be guite heavy in cass that the puyment is mnds
from the estate of James Stokes; hut if it {5 taken
from the estate of L . Plelps he will ba obligad
10 pay the sutire amonnt, the Phelps estate having
gong to the wife of Anson Fhelps Stokes.
