I hiwve rend the leiter of your New York cor-
respondent on the suliject of wmy play, **Guido
Fervanti,”  Lake all journalism, it is interest-
ing end inaecourate.  Allow me to correct if.

1t wus I who did not wish my name to be af-
fixed to my play. Mr, Lawrence Barrett kindly
ncceded to wy wishes, being himself a fine
artist wod o man of sure artistic instinets. The
reuson Tdid not wish it wos entirely on weovnnt
of the public und the journalists, As far asl
am ooncerued, a8 the poblic wish my neekties
to be chronicled, T sve vo remson why they
eliould wot bave my teagodios ehronicled also,
but it is bad for the pullic and the journalists
to know who is the guthor of a work of art,

In their intersst all art shonid he anonymous.
An gnonymons work of art isp work thit the
public and the journalists can contemplate and
understand and enjoy.  When the work is
anonywous the public and the journalists can
to n gerinin degres develon that temperanent of
receplivity to wilieh slone are artistie effects re-
vogled. When tlie nuthor's name is affixed
they ate digtreeted by the desire to praise or to
censire, according us they have principles or
o prejudiecs. This is bad for them, They
skould listen and be happy, and bhaving taken
plensure and profit themselves, why should they
suy anythiog abont the arvtist? IV does not
intereat him.

I have never read a eritieism of my work that
hod given me gny pleagure, or any pain, or any
emiotion st all. My play, sgain, was not writ-
ten to plense or suit any actor or actvess. I
eunnot conceive an artist writing a play with
auy other purpose thua that of pleasing und
suitlng himaeif
