One of the principal griev-
ances of the Allinnce was the fact that the capital-
ista had mortgages on their farms, and they thought
it would be a good idea to show these moneyed
men that thelr State was greater tham thelr money
power, All this agitstion was followed by the
rassage of 4 resolution advoeating free coinage of
sllver sud instructing the members in Congreas
to vota for the passage of the act.

‘ho crow is uow ripe and I8 ready for the harvest,
All over the Btate the farmers are receiving notice
from the loan agencies that when their noes fall
dun they must be paid. Thore will be fo exten-
sion. The no::lgnulna say that the security hus
buen deprociated and mada bad bocause the Iegisia.
tion that Is proposed is wirtually repudiation.
Consequently the money will be taken from the
State, This is especlally noticeable in Rooks snd
Atohison pounties, whers the loans are being called
in 8o rapidly that noarly every farmer in thess
gounties has recelved the noties.

But there is slight rellef offered, for other agents
appear and say they will loan the money at the old
rates of interest on the farms. The profferod mi-
gistance is eagerly taken and the notes are signed
generally without earaful reading. But when they
are read there is & clause found whioh did not ap-
pear in the old notes, This clanse aays that the
notes must bo paid in gold. It ohiul.i.nn is made
to this clanse the borrower is told that it muast
remuin or the money will not be fortheoming,
They are told that the silver legislation is being
agituted by the Knneas Legislntnrs and it is neces-
sary for the lenders to protect themselvos The
farmers now find that they have bound them-
gelyes to pay in gold both prineipal and interest,
and they resson that if the Free Coipnga nct be-
comes A law they will have a premiuvm of from
twenty-five par cent up to pay on every dollar, The
Kapsas farmer is not 40 eathusisetle for the reform
movenont as he was.

1n the majority of instances the new
oode lessens ths ssverity of the punishments—
esporinlly 80 1n desortion and minor offences. it
presoribes the maximum Umit of punishments for
each offence, and In she order prascribing them it
is explained that the maximum s to be ussd only
in the mos) flagrant cpsea, In other epsss the
punishments must be graded down according to
the extenuating ciroumsianoss,

The limit of punishment for desertion is prs-
seribed as follows:—In ocasa of a soldier who sur-
repders within thirty days, confinement and for-
foiture of pay for three monthsa; who surrenders
within ninoty dl{l. six months and forfeiturs;
who surrenders after ninety days, forfeiture of all
pay, dishonorable discharge and elghteen mopihs’
econfinement. In the caneof a soldier who does not
surronder the Hmits rangs from dichonorable dls-
charge, forfeiturs of all pay and one yomr'm gon-
finement for an offender who has boon lesy than
threo months in the sorviee to'dishonorable dla.
