A Lodge in a Wilderness,

The recent debate in the House of Repre-
sentatives on the Burrundia affair wassterile,
excepting so far as the excellent speech of
Mr, Dalzell brought out the facts niore clearly,
and Mr., Lodge illaminated the theories
which Mr, Blaine wished to exploit and
indicate by the dismissal of our Minister to
Guatemaln, and by the censure which the
Navy Department visited on Commander
Reiter, !

Barrundia, it must be kept in mind, was a
native born citizen of Guatemala, He was
once ils Minister of War. He was charged
with murder and embezzlement of public
funds. He fled to Mexico. When war be-
gan between Guatemala and Salvador he led
an armed force ngainst the former. He was
driven bnek to Moxico, imprisomed there,

-released, sndithence embarked voluntarily

at Azapuleo, Mexico, on one of our Pacifle
Mail steamers, for a port in Salvador, know-
ing that the steamer would stop nt two ports
in Guatemala, The officials of Guatemala
hud early news of hig coming, and the Min-
ister of Foreign Affairs wrote to our Minister
desoribing Barrundia ag

—hbeing prossouted by thoe ordinary tribunals,

. with deoren of formal arrost for common crimons,

and besides, while m fugltive from the Repnblic, he
hae ofganized armed fedilons’ vo distarh s in-
ternal tranquoillity that require to be suppressad.

1 14 thesustom ot Guatemala to inform a
foreign Minister or Consul when an arrest is
sought on bosrd a vessel of the flag of the
Minister or Cousul. Our Minister assented
to, or rather difl not protest against, the
arrest. An armed vessel of ours was then
lying in the port. Ounr Minister, Mizaer,
wrote to our naval commander, Reiter, in
thess words:—

Goneral Barrundis is on the Acapuleo. Guntbe-
mala alleges that he (s hostile, and, being In their
waterd, they can arrest him. [think they have the
right,

Within an hour the Paeific Mail steamer
Aeppuleo arrived ; the officials of Gnatemala
went on bonrd and endeavored to arrest
Barrnundia ; he turned on them with pistols ;
lie drove the officers over tha deck of the
vessel, firing wildly, nod finally was killed
by those lie thusg pursued up and down the
deck of the ship. 4

Beecanse our Minister assented to the
effort made by Guatemala to arrest Bar-
rundin on one ol our merchant vessels,
then in a port of (faatemals, Mr. Blaine
gummarily ‘dismissed the Minister from
office, Mr. Lodge illumines the reason,
which was, he snys, that Barrandia, being
o political offender apgainst Guatemasla, was
entitled to an nsylum on the Acapuleo while
ghe wes in the waters of Guatemals, He
conceded that if Barrundia bad been only
an ordinary murderer onr Minister shounld

reecived at the company's brancl office in the
Henarn Building, corner of Droadicay and
Ann strect.

If o citizen of New York;, who has
led armed men against the pesce and dig-
nity of New York, escaped toCuba, and em-
barking thers on an English murchantman
for Mezxico, voluntarily came into onr har-
bor, eould not New Yurk, or the United
States, under the roles of interoationnl Juw,
of Inglish'law, or Awerican Inw, enter {lie
British vessel and avrest him?  Lhe rule is,
we bave alwuys thought, that oll persons
and property within the ferritorial jurisdie-
tion of & sovereign are nmenable to the juris-
diction of himself or his conrts. The exeep-
tions ore only suel as by commcn unsage
and publie poliey baye been allowed
in order to preserve the hmimony of
nations, aud regulate their intercourse
ina way best suited to their dignily and
rights, No treaty between us aud Guunle-
mala yories that gzeneral rule. New York,
by the ndmission of a foreign ship of war
into her port, gives an implied nssent thnt
the man-of-war shall be free frani New York
visitotion or contral; but when bas New
York made British territory ot the deck of n
Eritish merchantman in her port? Will
Mr. Biaine tell us?

Secretary Tracy, so Alr, Lodge says, cen-
sured Commander Reiter for two reasons—
one, becanse he did notgo outside of Gaute-
mala jurisdietion, intevcept the Acapuleo
and tnke off Baerminlia; wod, second, be-
eanse Lo did mot go on the Acapuleo as a
policeman, stop the shootng and put law
and order there, Barrundis had not asked
that, The Acapuico hed not requested such

interveutipz. Darrundin may have been
seeking the shindy e enconntered, Like
Emin Pacha, he moy have not wished to be

resetied. Was Commander Reiter to res-
cne him by fores und risk a  suit
for falgs jmprisonmeni? Our AMinister

bad told opr naval commander that Guate-
mala had the right to maka thé arrest. What
wonld the United Stules say and do if a
British man-of-war were to do in New York
harber what Becretary Tracy intended to
censura Commander Reiter for not doing?

Thege tlhisories of Mr. Blaine are stum-
bling nnd serions, They nre even more be-
wildering than his conlra bonos moies con-
tentions. They present a new phase of
jingoism, Is Seeretary Traoy to formulate
them in instructions to our naval officers?
Are they to be taught to ths boysin the
naval sochool at Annapolis?

A Silver Question Answered,

A correspondent writes—and we always
weleome such questions becauss they show
that the people are seriously thinking—as
follows :—

Doesa't overybody In this ecountry want more
money to dp business with, and wonldn't the un-
limited colnage of silyvar give s murs money?

Yeos, we all want more money, every
mother's son of us. In order to getit we
roll up our slesves—merchants, eclerks,
newspaper men and artisans—and work like
beavers from morning to night.

But when you say you want mors money,
vou should put the emphasis on the word
*money,” not on the word “more,” If we
oan get more real money, we shall consider
ourselves mighty Incky, but if by Congres-
sional enactmont we ave foreed to aceept
eighty cents' worth of silver as the equivi-
lent of a hundred cents’ worth of gold we
ghall probably take in our lop hamper and
prepare for smutty weather, because nobody
can tell what will happen,

At the present moment we are moving
nlong smoothly. You ¢an go to any bank
and gat gold for silver. That makes plain
sailing, and we needn’t worry, To be sure,
if yon melt your silver dollar and your gold
dollar and try to sell them as commodities,
your eyes will be opened fo the fact that
yonr silver is worth eighty cents snd your
gold a hundred. However, it's all right so
long as every one thinks itis right. Public
confidence is your stronghold, and so long as
no one cares whether yon pay your debts in
the one metal or the otlier you are entirely
safle,

But suppose gold is driven omnt of the
market, goes to Europe to pay for im-
ports, or to redeem bonds which are held on
the other side, and there is nothing left to
do business with except silver, what then ?
Or, suppose agoin, that you have invested
a thonsand dollars, which you earned when
gold and silver were interchangeable. The
conntry drops to a silver basis, gold being at
& premium, and you ask for your money?
Do you get what youn gnve? That is to say,
does the debtor pay yonin gold? Ob, no;
he hands you over s thonsand dollars in
silver, and they are intrinsically worth eight
hundred dellars in gold. Aren't you a loser
to n very considerable amounnt? h

Then you try to buy provizions, clothing,
what not, and you find that the chenp
money Lias driven ‘up prices. You parted
with your money when it was gold, you re-
cuive it back when it is silver, and the silver
yon get will not beégin to buy what the
thousand dollars in gold would have bought
if you had kept them, There you are, with
& debased eurrency in your pocket and the
cost of living elimbing up.

Yes, we want more money, but Congress
con't make il, Keep a dollar's worth of sil-
ver in every silver dollar and then go
aliead. Unless yon insist that that shall be
done your gold will go abroad and you will
be left with silver coins which pretend to
be dollars, but which will not buy & full dol-
lar's worth of snything in the market,

ROYAL HONORS
10 THE ROYAL DEAD.

King Kalakaua’s Body Received by
His fubjects with Much Cere-
mony at Honolulu.

THEIR JOY WAS TURNED TO GRIEF

The Arrival of the Charleston with the Re-
mains Was the First Word Received in
Hawaii of the King's Death,

Howoruwy, Feb. 7, via 8ax Fraxvison, Cal,, Feb,
15, 1801, —Immeadiately after recelving the body of
the Iate King Kalakaua at San Franelseo the United
States flagship Oharleston steamed out of the
Golden (fate at a moderate rate of spesd, which
was afterward incoroased at times to sixtesn knots.
The run down was uneventfal, the weather being
unusually plassant. Two days before reaching the
fsinnds the orew was sst ahout proparing the ship
for arrival at Honolulu.

Gireat festoons of black orape wers draped along
tha sides of the wessel, undernoath all the gun
sponsors. The conning tower was heavily draped
in black, and drsperieas ware arranged to hang on
the yards, masts and gafis. A black pavilion was
constructed to eover the cnsket Hoth casket and
coyering wers placed on the after part of the

quarterdeck,

ARFIVAL AT HONOLULU.

The vessel arrived off Molokai Wednesday sven-
ing, January 28, about five o'clock, after making
the guickest pnesage on record, but Admiral Brown
decided to remain out of sight of Honoluln untiy
the next morning, in° order to enter the barbor by
daylight and avoid creating excltement Lite in the
evening.

At about half-past nine on the morning of Jan-
uary 29 the Charleston passoed the ochannal through
the reef forming the inner Darbor of Honolulu,

It was ovident that she was a harbingsr of bad
tidingn, DBesldes blaok draperios, the yards wers
cockbllled in opposite dir Altog ahe
presented 8 woful aspeet. Imunediately upon get-
ting to the eventrs of the hurbor her starboard
anchor wae let go, followed soom aftsr by the port
bowor. Then the vessel wns backed slowly into
her berth in **Navy row.” The manmuvre Was vory
gracefully performed.

The other war vessals in port were the United
Btates st Mohi and Her Majesty's
#ahip Nymphe, to which the news of the King's

death was signallod. IBoats containing the com-
muanding otficers were soon alonguide.
FOY CHANGED TO GILIEV,

Inguiry developod the fuot that up to the time of
tho vassel's nerival all had been quiat in the {sland,
sxoepting that extenklve preparations bad been
made to give the King roral welcome on his ry-
tur,

Hireots had boen strewn with earpets of rushaes,
Arches were consirnoted at the landing, various
rulms in the principal stroets and at the gates of
olani Palace. :

Invitations were out for a ball on & grand soals
to Lo given at the palace by the Hegent. The King's
subjects wers prepared to give themaelves up tu
revelry and feasting. It is impeesivle to poriray
the excitement csusod among the lslanders by the
sudded tranaition from joy to sorrow. Expecting
1o greot the King with a weloome eordial beyond ail
precedent in thelr land, they found themselvos
suddenly confronted with a hoarse ko oratt sé
their threshold bearing his corpse. Orowids of
poople were congregated along the wharves aad on
board the vessols in port.

Through some misnnderstandidg ths guard at
the saluting battery commenced to fire & snlute,
bnt after firing three guns he was apprised of lis
error and the salurs wins discontinued.

Princess Lilinokalani was at onco sworn in as
Quean at Iolani Palnce, where she Lad baen relph-
ing a8 Hogent. Praparaiions wers made by the
Frivy Counell for thy reception of the remains aud
the transter to aboratook plios nbout five’ oeloek ©
the samo afternoon.

AN IMPOSING CORTEGH.

The funeral cortége was very lmposing, whils
aflont in the barbor there was o lomg proceasipm
formed by boats from various ships in port, the
Charleston’s boats in the lead, the salling launsh
belpg arranged with a draped canopy and bearing
the casket, and thoe other boats followlng in eolumn
of twos, The Mohlemn's boats camo next and thae
boats fron: the British corveite Nymphe brought
up the renr, Tho lutding was effected in guod
order, The procession was rormed, the easket ha-
ing placed in w handsomo hearse drawn by four
blnck horses, ench led hy natives.

‘The lino of march was throngh the principal
sirents, anid the processlion was witnessed g & vustb
throng of people; in Mot there wns barely rovm
for the sailors to mareh Ly fours. The natives
lapt n[p acontinuous wailing, The funeral mureh
was played by the bswd., Finslly the palace en-
trance was reached; the sailors wers drawn up in
ono lUng faclng the main avennes. ‘Che other side
of the avenus wae linod with natives ear g
tarchios. Between those llues, with the sallors
presenting arms, the. casket wos carrled by elpht
of the Charlestun sallors. accompaniod by eight
pallbanrers veleated from wmong the offlesrs. Eu-
Samuel Parker and Curtis Jazkea, two native
frisnds, followed elose in the roar of ths eolumn.

Anvembled on tho paluce steps to receive tha
body wus s group of dizpitaries in uniforms and
eaurt drosges, while upon the versuda st ench wida
wero larpe numbors of ladiss, prine pally natives
of prominence. The Hoyal Hawallan Band played
& dirge ns the remalng wevs earried into the palace,
where they wera pluced in the large throns room,

ALOKE SYITH THEIR DEAD,

Quesn Dowager Hapiolani eamo in and began
wailing: all the nptives predent joined in, and for
o long time the sdd movrniug tones wero henrd.
Boon the new quesn made hier entrance, went up to
the ooaket, kissed it, thon took her seat. The
ufficers and visitors soon after withdrew and left
tho Hewniinns alone with their bonoved dead. The
woaning and watling conlioued far into the night.

The remalos will s in dtate until Bunday, Feb-
ruary 16, when a funeral on o magniticent sosls
wiil talke place. ¥

tlon hae Leen curefully conceslad from the publie,
Grave foars are enterteinod by the Cabinet and tho
young Prineess HEnlalund, who is in Eneland, has
been suinmoned to raturn.
