52Wc. and also at 52J4u., and for some time prices remainedclose to these figures; but with the encouragementof a firmer wheat market and receipts than had
been looked for, firmness first, and later decided
strength became the characteristic of the speculative
trailing. The English market was firmer and higher, and
a fair demand for export was reported from the seaboard.May advanced to 53Wo. by easy stages, and after
several reactions and the higne6t price quoted was being
bid the closing bell sounded and 53%c. was the last price
bid.
