STREETS SWEPT BY HAND
ARE MUCH THE CLEANER.

Two Days' Experiment with the Plan of
the Advisory Committee Shows How
the (ity Should Be Cleaned.

REPORT FOR THE FIRST DAY

Assistant Superintendent Bobbins Says the Dest
Resnlts in the Selected Districts Have
Been Secured by Individual Work.

Within the next twenty-slght days that favored
portion of New York which Hes between Twenty-
olghth and Thirty-fourth sireets, extending from
river to river, 15 1ikely to be clesn. Even the forty-
elght hours which have elapsed since the men and
machines were put to work in thelr resvoctive dis-
triots bave been suficlent to show bow much more
effective has been the work of the lpdividual
aWaspers.

An {nspection was made by mo yeaterday of those
portions of the seleoted distriots which offered the
neareut gomparisons. The recent storms had an-
questionably sided the work of the men, bocanse
the heavy, warm rain had converted the previoualy
exceadingly hard caking of filth upon certain ont
of the way strests into an cpze which could be
repdily removed by brushes from. the pavements
But tho rain, while it thus alded the experiment,
added some Adificulties to the removal of the
vofuse, for o (té semli-liguid condlition it required
mugh more space in the csrts than though it had
beon dry snd could bave been paoked.

THE DINT HEAPS BTILL REMAIN,

shle to vemove all the ngly listle heaps of #ith
which hiuve been piled up by the sweepsrs. Ounce
theas are removed there will be no reason for any
uxguse in not keeping the distriet beiween Thirty-
tourth snd Twenty-clghth streets s clean na the
p“amaau are always along Broadway, betweesn
Saveuteenth and Twenty-first streota.

with the brush. In almost every case whore the
machings were used their heavy rotating brushes
have packed still more firmly into the crevices bo-

tween the paving blooks tho filth whioh has heen
seoumulsting sines the thming of the wintar.

WILL A GRAND BENEVOLENT BUHEME ON THE
PART OF THE EXECUTORS BE CABBIED OUT?
Acporaing to Lawyer John B, Parsons, who repre-

sents one of the execulors of the will of Ssmusl B.

Fayerweather, who left ovar $%,000,000 to eolleges

and hoapltals, {f the will and codinils are admitted

to probate one of the greatest bemevoleni and
charitable echemes over known in this eountry
will be ourried out by the sxeoutors, Messra. Rtitch,

Vaughan and Bulkley. This he said in the courss

of his argument yesterday before Burrogata

Ransom, intimsting that the executors have some

great scoret trust soterprise in view, which they

wre willing to carry out with the money left to

them psrsonally nnder the will, and presumably
undor directions laft them by Mr. Fayerweather,

Hdward M. Grpnt, one of the wiltnessos tp the
fourth and last ecdiell, exeouted on November 15
Irat, tha day Mr. Fayerweather died, testified thut
aftar the eodiofl was signod Exeoutor Vaughan
wanted to explain what its effget was, but Mr,
Fayerwoather ptop{nd Eim, saying, ‘‘Yes, yes; I
know,” After he had eigned it Mr. Frysrweather
exoisimed that e wad dissatisfiad with the signa-
ture, which the witness said, aithongh it wis not a8
strong as othsrs, was lks hia,

With hise testimony the proponents regied their
oase wnd offerad the will and codiells to probate.

Frederie W Coundoert, for the contestants, claimed
thit ns to the drst and fourth codlcils, which give
the residusry estate to the sxecutors, sufficient
proof had not been shown, and thersfors the pro-
coedings &5 to them shounld be dismissed, IHo
atatad that the contestants bad no dedirs to object
to the probate of the will and the eccond snd thied
oodicils, and they ware verfectly willing that the
colleges and other institutiong should rocelve tho
bequests muda to them. He inslsted that the tes-
timony Introduced was insuffigient, ne It showaed
My, Fayorwesather had not understood \be full
effeet on the diposition of the property of tho firat
and fourth ecodloils, and urged that the Court
should look with distrugt upon any person who,
as o lawyer, wrote bimsslf an heir. He sald thet
there was such & thing s legal frand, although it
might not be moral frand.

Then sx-Judge Arnoux asked that the willand seo-
ond ana t‘hlrﬂ codiclis be mdmittod to probate, as
he contended that all the evidenco necessiry had
been introdoced sod Mr, Fayorwesther had &n un-
doubted righs to do sk he pleassd with his money
and give property absolutely to his executors. Ha
was supported by Mr, Parsons.

Surrogate Rensom eaid that he was satis-
flad  from the evidence €hat DMr. TFayer-
wenthor comprehended the situation of his

estate and knew and appreclated the claims
of his kin. He balieved the law of the land and
common gense was thut & man bas the right to do
ai ha ?J eases with his own property and to bestow
it lawfally. Ho thodighs that a prima faclo case
had been made out and that vow the burden of
showing fraud was upon ihe contenutn. He
thaorefors denl he o igs, and will
give a further hparing in the case na:c Wednesdsy.
