Speaker Reed will probably go down to history
as the first Speaker of the House of Reprasentatives
who failed to veceive o vote of thabks from the
Houss at the expiration of his term. In this
matter, as in so many others, ha will bs abla to
ropoat his boast, *'Wa have broken the procedents
of a hundred yesrse.'

It is customury for some member of the parly in
this minority to rise on the last day of the session
and move & resolution of thanks lo the Bpealer
for his courtesy and Ilwmpartiality, Such resoln-
tions are usually adopted by unanimous vole,
There wa# Bome democratlc opposition to the
resolution of thanks to Speaker Kelfer at the cloge
of the last republican Cobgress, eight years ago,
but he hed strong democratic friends and they
proposed the resolution and casily carried it,
Thers may bs one or two democrats in the present
House who ate sycophantic enough to move 4 reso-
lution of thanks to Speaker Beed to lick the boot
which bas kioked thom,

1f suoch a resolulion is offered, however, a substi-
tute will probably be proposed expressing the real
opinlon of eplf respecting democrats upon Mr.
Reed's performances. Mr, Rogors, of Arkansas,
who has been  thurn (n the sido of the Speaker, is
roported to huve & ast of resolutions roady if it
becomes Becessary to offer ut'. He will not pro-
pose them if none of & con rarg charsctor nre
offerod, but will leave Mr. Reed the dlstinction of
geipg dowan to history with no expression from the
House upon his condiet .

It im, of course, im tho gowar of the republicans
to offer resolutions mnd asdopt them by a ma-
jority vote., The democrats in that oase would
offor thel® substitute and vote forit. They would
also {nsist upon a roll eall upon the adaption of
the republidsn resolutions. Thess twoentries in
tho Reoerd-—thie subnstitute resolution and the roil
adll—wonld leave Mr. Reed in s worss position in
history than i nothing appenred on the Record.

The repiublienns will probably contenit them-
snlves with a disoreat silence, and Mr, Read will ba
sllowed to end his a8 Spoaker, a8 he olosed
the last sessicn, by droppivg his gavel in the pres-
epcoof abalf desertad chamber,

NEABING THE CLOSE OF THE SILVES EEABING
BRFOOE THE HOUSE COMMITTIE.

There was very notioeable lack of interest to-day
in the procesdings of the Houss Colnage Commit-
teo, now that it has been decided to close the henr-
ings on the silver question to-morrow, and only
tires members of the committea wars presant.

Repressntative Walker, of Massachusolis, con.
tinued his exawination of Mr. Newlands, thein-
quiry baing chiefly on correlative subjects rather
than the direet lssue involved in the silver ques.
Inresponss to one guostion Mr, Newlands
snld that In his opinlon both gold and allver, mn
from thelr monoey nee, which had been given m
by law, eustorn apd tradidom, were iotrinsioally
the most worthless motals in the world.

tranaportation among the Indipn provinces, India
wns oalled o “sink hole' for wmlver, because
nlthough groat amonnte of silver were sent thors
nune ever came back.

THE COMMITTHRE WILL REPORT ADVERBELY TO
THE FREE COINAGE BILL,

The final vote on the Sllver bill will ba taken in
the House Committes on Coinage at ons o'clock to-
morrow afterncon., The report will probably be
sgainst the Free Colnage blll which passod the
Hepate, and the bill will go to the bottom of the
calendar of the Committes of the Whols. The vots
in the Coinago Committes will probably be eight
to four against fres coloage, although it may be
ssven fo five.

The advocates of & compromise providing for
the coluage of the produch of Amesrican silver
mingg wers doing some canvasslng to-day, but
thoy roceived listle nncourn.g‘xmlnt.
