NOT A SUCCESS.

Dr, A, M, Pholps’ Experiment with Jobmaie
Gothins and the Dog Yip Unproduc-
tive of Satisfactory Results.

WHY THE BONES DID NOT UNITE.

The Principle of Transplantation Has, How-
ever, Been Established and Is Likely
to Prove a Great Boon to
Afflicted lumanity,

The myatery with which the fecent bone grafiing
experiment o1 Johnnle Gethins and the water
spanial Yip at the Chaerity Hospital, Blackwell's
1sland, bas been #0 Ostentutiounsly shrouded ls
cleared away at last,

The Medical Reoord will print fo-duy an official ac-
ecount of tha motual result of the experiment and
the ebservations made in the case. _

As far as the partioular case of poor, plucky
Johnnie Ciething i8 eo d, the operasion was
not wholly s success. The principle that It Is pos-
ible to grow lsrge masses of tissnes from an animal
t0 man, and to establish the ciroulation until the
nnfon takes placs, is, however, nccording 1o the
oficial report, established. It is alse demon-
atrated thata growih of new bone takes placs when
a section of boune is transplsnted and its nutrition

Cmaintained by the artery of the animal A frac-

‘ture would thus be united in about s month. That
¥ip's bone did not unite to Johiunie's was dus to
the faet that they conld not b continuad sufll-
slenily long in contact on account of ineffielant
dressing, which is apt to be the case in sll sarly
sxperiments.

The stimiyjation of the graft, howaver, has ex-
citad n reparatife processin the fracture, whick
‘now promises to unite. In the meantime the boy
walks with theald of a cane.

" Johonis was suffering from an ununited fracture
of the lower third of the leg, the result of an opera-
tion to remedy an suterior curvature of the tibia,
which had existed and had slowly increased from
osrly ehildbood until e was compelied to go upon

erutchss. '
GLAD OF ANOTHER CHANCR.

After soveral attsmpts to restors the limb to use-
fulnoss, ail of which were unsupcessful, n letter
was written to him stating thatan attempt at bone
iransplautution from 4 dog wonld be mads if he
lesirad, He came on to Charlly Hospital, glad of
inother chacce. At the time of the eperation, No-

effort had becn madé to unite the tracture. This

wak thoe result of oloven days' union, whero st least

thirty are required for bony nuion to take place.
TEMPERATURAR OF DOG AND BOY,

The avesnge temporatura recorded in the patient
was abous 0035 daprees, in ths dog 09 4-5 degrocs.
The average pulse of the boy was about @5,
The normal temperatonrs of the dog is nbova 100,
that of the human being 084 degrees Fabr. The
temperaturs of sho dog fell to below 100, sud that
of the boy rosa to near 100, or the same as that of
the dog, where It ramnined for wedls, ;

The pulss of the boy rose amd the dog's fell
until they hent nearly the same Humber of times
per mintuts, varying from §0 to 110. The boy ate,
slept and felt well, Thers was no sepsis. Whethar
the peonllar condition of temperatura and pilse
1@5 due to the interchanging of blood Is not

This principla of transplantatlon established
means mueh to humsnity. Its applicstion will ba
found useful in many osses which now -defy the
'ho'etmu:faru of the most skilful surgeons of the
world.

Awmong the enses sultable for the appliestion of
the prineiple nre those canes of fractures whioh re-
wist all efforts for thelr uslon, snd which must
nooessarily reault in pmputation; nlcers of & pur-
tieular class which can bs cured by no means
known to surgory; soalpe ripped from the heads of
factory girls by munchinery. Months, snd often
years have been taken to skin graft back the scalp
to cover the skull, and numerous friends bhave
Beon finyed to snpply the material.

Adog was selected for this experiment because
the elements ol its Blood olosoly resembie that of
man, and beeanse It powoer of endurance ls alwo
groat,

Thia
necasssrily leads to s reamputation, aod many
aniputations hava been performed from year to
vear in the same osgos for this abnormality.

A dog two years ©ld was sooursd snd prepared
for the operation, cirétully oleansod with soap and
watér and nisde aseptio with a solution of blohlo-
ride of meroury. The voeal cords of the dog wore
oul to provent her distnrbing the boy. The cords
mpited, however, in two wewla,

g RIHERIZED THE DOG.

Whila the patieut Was being snmsthetized and
iis snds of the fractured bones freshénad, Dri.
FPlympton aud Mooney prepared the dogin the fol-
lo manner:—she wae etherlzed and then en-
weloped in a thiok layer of absorbeut gotlon to the
'thicknous of saveral inches while placed in ihe
natural sitting posture. Over tuis soft covering
of eotton & few tnrnd of plaster of varis bandage
wore made to hold the dressing in plaoo.

Tue dog was not encased in plaster of paris; the
right fore leg of the kpimal protruded through the
drossings, This Ing was cirefully shaved and szain
made gseptic with biehloride of meroury, snd
finally with lodoform and ether. 'Lhe dog wis Bow
resdy fot the operation. Dr. A, M, Plhelps, with
the assistence of Dr. James k. Kelley, visiting sur-

Two elliptical incisions wers made dowix to the
fracture, four inches In length, removing the old
cfentriz and cicateicin]l tizsue about tis ununited
ends of the bone, together with an eiliptieal ploce
of the goft parts, With o sww the onds of the bones
sare freshanad, lenving a space of about une loch
betwoon thom. The portions removed proved to be
sburuated nud more ivory than bone,

Dra. Mympton and Moooey now prapared the
Hmb of the patient fur the next step ln the opera-
tisn by enveloping It in o plaster of paris bandage,
comtioneing six inokies nbove tha fnoision awnd ox-
teniding to the wppér third of the thigh,

Tho fout aad ankle wore slso eovered with s

plaster of Puris tandage. Whtlo they wero slkil-
ully preparing tile Rnrt'nt‘ the drassitig the dog
war buing treopared, An inoigion wis mads throngl
the skin for tha ﬁurposa of cutting a piece which
wonld hoourately Nt the elllptioal shapsd woun(d
af the patieut's log, The elbow was now quickiy
oxolsed; the radine and ulus were seversd one-

» TERD WITH A SILVES WIRE.

A milver wire was then passed around the en.
tire graft and securéry tlod. Munele was stitohed
to museclo and skin to skin, the parts baing svenly
gooplnted. A large draining tube was inserted.
The wound was drassed antiseptically throughout
the operation, aléo the nicst rigid antiseptic
‘mothods were carried cut.

o patients recovernd rapidly from the snms-
the doses of morphitie wers used to
allay the paian of the operntion and rilisve the
unoasiness caused by tho confinoment,

Tho uneasiness passed sway {u threo days, and
Johnnie snd Zip besane good friends and adinin-
litarod to each olhor's comtorts, Johnnie fed the
dog snd Zip showed her spprociation by wagging
bor tall vigoreusly,

On the sixth day the wound was dressed and was
found henled by primary unlon without s drop of
‘pus, Omly for the ditferenco in the color of tha
skin 1t would have been diffioult to detedt the line
of noion. On theeighth day the wolund was aguin
Aroaded and the union was still perfect and more
Brm. Finally, st the ond of pleven days, thers was
sn apparent shtinkage of the dog in the drosainga,

Samuel Post Had Resolved to Re-
turn to His Deserted Wife
and Reform His Ways.

HIS ANTE-MORTEM STATEMENT.

With Death at His Bedside He Coolly
Relates the Details of His Life
with Ellen Nalson.

Two siriking exhibitions of nerve were fur-
nished yesterday by Ellen Nelson and the man abe
triod to kil In her apartment at Neo. 100 West
Twonty-eighth sireaf the night befora.

The woman, kaowing that she lad made her
1zat sffort: to retain the loyer who bLad tired of
tar, stood bafore the bar of the police justico
rosclutely refusing to throw any lHght upon the
tragody which might blagken the chnructer of the
man who Lind cadt her aside.

The muaw, Samuel Post, on the other hand, real-
{zing that his death was mear, spoke calmly of his
probable fate, and told the Coroner, with little or
no emotion, the history of his rolations with the
unfortunate woman, whoss silines ocan only be
constried an the last effort of a tortured heart to
nake some amends for the many mistakes of her
past life.

Sho shot him down becanas he wantod to laave
bher. Bhe does not gdmit this, but, on his sworn
stutement to Coroner Sehultze, Post declares that
he was tired of his lifo with the woman and wanted
t0 go baolk to tha woman he had wronged.

AT THE POLICE QOTUHT.

Kothing more pathetic than the attitade of Ellen
Nelson when she was arraigned before Justice
Ford, in the Jefferson Murket Police Coury, yestor-
dny, ¢an be imagined. The naturslpallor of her
fupe was oxaggerated by loss of sleep and anxioty,
and her eyes were dull and glazed. She seamed
unconselons of the curious glances which ‘wera
directad av her.

Justice Ford neked her sevoral guestions, but the
exprosslon of her face never changed. Bhe was
evidently either too muck dszed by the sudden

misfortiines which had overtaken her or she did
1ot wish to hesr, From hor subseguent behavior
in'the prison |t ls pasumed the lalter hypothesis
ig correct. At oll events Juatice Ford might as
efloctunlly havs sddressed his inguiries to an
image of marble. |

Pollceman W, J. Thompson, who stated the cane
to the Iuatico, produced & line from the house sur-
geon of the New York Hospital which stated that
tha boell from Mre. Nelson's piatol had made as
Joast aloven perforatlons {n the Iptestines, from
wihjioh the homorrhage hind bean profuse, and that
the patient Post was in a very oritical condition.

Juatice Ford tharoupon ones agsin mads an effort
to elielt a responsn from the prisoner, She had re-
mained during the reading of the houso surgecn’s
statement with lips so tightly compressod that they
noarly assumed the sdhen hue of her face. A closs
observor oonld seo that 1t required an extraordi-
nary cifort on ler part to contain ber feslings. Ik
was a terrible ordeal, but she succeeded,

Juatice Ford commitied her to prison without
bail, and she went out ol the court without having

-Tevenlad her peoret,
IR THR PRIBDN,

Har deamoanor in the prison was no loss remark-
able. Slhin sshed no qusastions, and when several
personnl friends sent in thelr cards she abaolutely
rofusad to woo thom. She, no donbt, wizhed to be
assured of whet the man's conrses wounld be before
sha spolke.

Yory little is known about her bevond the fach
thnt sho hails originnlly from Cineinnati, and came
from thore nboul seven yenrs ago with har hns-
band, who was & copiductor oo & steam railrond.
Later she Hved.nt XNo. 125 Wesy Twonty-eighth
streat, whora she waz kdown ug Miss Post. De-
tween threo and four yesrs ago she went to lve
with Sgmuel Post— My Ham,' she cialled him—iut
Niw 100 Went Twenty-olghith streot.

For o time the cotpls were very devoted, The
man began to show indiffersnce and the woman,
all too painfdlly consdsious of her waning powar
over iiim, began to meo thronts instead of carasses.

Quarrels were frequant, aud she often warned
bim that she wonld will him vather than give him
up. Twoor thrae thnes she sotually fired at him,
but, as Post jocularly remarked yeaterday on hia
siok bed, “She was such A bad shot that she nover
got thepe.'” g

When Coroner Schultze arrlved at the -hoepltal
yesterday to taks Post’s ante-mortem statament ho
found the seriously injured man lylog perfectly
cool snd collegted on his bed, munching o piece of
fes. The operation of laparotomy had been per-
formed upon nim, and his chaneces of rooovery
wera abont one in twenty. Whaen asked (2 he wus

HE TRIED TO WRECK A TRAIN,

RUFUS YARRINGTON, THIRTEEN TYEARS OLDy
HELD ¥OR THI GRAND JURY'S ACTION.
