
EIGHTEEN MEN DROWNED
NEAR THE GOLDEN GATE.

Only Two Saved of the Crew of the
Ship Elizabeth, Which Was Wrecked

Near San Francisco.

THRILLING EXPERIENCE OF A WOMAN

The Captain's Wife and Children Put Off
in a Boat, Are Upset by the Waves

and Then Rescued by a Tug.

ACCOUNT OF A SURVIVOR.

Captain of a Life Saving Station
Loses His Life in Attempting
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San Francisco, Cal.» Feb. "22,18al..The ship Elizabeth,of Now York, vent nshore on the rocks
at North Head last night. She had twenty men on

board.the captaia, two mates, the cook and sixteensailors; also the captain's wile and two children.
Three sailors, the captain's wife and the children

sot off in a small boat. The boat capsized, but the
occupants were rescued by a tug.
The captain and seventeen of the crew were

drowned. A lifeboat went to the aid of the shipwreckedsailors, but was capsized by the waves and
the captain of the boat drowned.
Tugs have taken two parties of men aiross the

bay to Sauoelito, and they have started over the
hills to search the beach for survivors.
The details of the wreck are hard to obtain, as

the point where the ship went on the rocks is inaccessibleby sea, and to reach it by land a climb
of several miles over the mountains is neoessary.
The place is called the Tennossee Cove, and is four
miles north of this entrance to the harbor on tha
Marine county shore.

a survivor's account.
The story of the wreck, as told by one of the

survivors, is as touows: ino vessel was signtea
off the port early yesterday afternoon, and Captain
Colcord decided to sail in. The wind was blowinga furious gale from the southwest,
and finally the tug Monarch came to the
Elizabeth's assistance. The men say assistancewas refused because of exorbitant charges
asked by the tug. The tug Alert then made fast to
the Elizabeth, but her hawser soon broke, and the
ship drifted before the wind toward the shore.
Just as the second hawser was made fast she
struck the rocks.
Then Captain Colcord lowered the boat to take

his wife and children off. As the boat struck the
water it capsized, throwing three sailors.James
Laken, George Hanna and Grant Johnson.into the
water. They clung to the bottom of the boat and
were picked up by the tug.
The captain's family were then lowered in anotherboat and taken to the tug by the mate and

two seamen. The boat returned to the ship and its
occupants perished with the rest of the ship's
crew. The tugs were unable to get near the ship,
and late at night returned to port, leaving the
vessel to its fate.
Early this morning the tug went to the scene of

the wreck and found that nothing was left of the
Elizabeth. She had gone to pieoes during the night.

A RESCUER DROWNED.
A« soon as th<% wraok was laat; ntoht.

Fort Point life saving crew, commanded by CaptainHenry, started in a lifeboat for the wreck.
They were being towed by the tug when Captain
Henry was washed overboard by a big wave and
drowned. The lifeboat could not get nearer the
wreck and returned to the station. About midnightlast night the lite crew was taken across the
bay on a tug and started across the mountains to
Tennessee Cove with wickets, ropes and other apparatus.No report has been received from them
and it is not known if any of the men were rescued.
The Elizabeth was a wooden ship, built at NewCastle,Me., in 1882, and was of 1,776 tons. She

was owned by A. Hall, of New York. She was

120 days out from New York and carried a cargo
of assorted merchandise consigned to Williams,
Dimond & Co.
For thirty-six hours the wind has been blowing

a furious gale and is increasing in violence every
hour. Much damage has been done to the shipping
in the harbor. At the same time that the Elizabeth
struck yesterday the British ship Jesamine also
hit her bottom, but got off and stood out to sea.

SHE WAS A STANCH VESSEL.
The Elizabeth left this port on October 25 for the

trip which ended so disastrously. She was subjectedto a thorough survey just before leaving,
and was pronounced in first class condition.
The vessel was built in Newcastle, Me., and

hailed from Searsport, Me. Her agent in New York
r was D. B. Dearborn, No. 22 Beaver street. She was

consigned to Pendleton, Carver & Nicholson, San
Francisco.
Captain J. H. Colcord. her commander, had followedthe sea for years and was an experienced

navigator.

FOUND DEAD IN THE RIGGING.
Baltimore, Feb. 22, 1891..The two-masted

schooner East Newmarket, Captain T. J. Moon, of
Baltimore, was wrecked near Page's Bock, in York
Kivor, on Saturday night, and the mate, Lanzer
Hubbard, was drowned.
The sails were blown away and the schooner was

completely overturned. She laid on her beam ends
and blew ashore. The crew of four men got on the
side and in the rigging, where they remained until
between live and six o'clock Sunday morning, when
the Baltimore steamer Danville, Captain Billups, on
her way to West Point, went tu their rescue. The
mate was then found dead in tho rigging, drowned.
The cvew and tho captain were very nearly exhausted.Tho schooner was bound from Norfolk
to tho Pamunky River for lumber.

with the strange disappearance of this vessel, in
view of the fact that the Amanda C., the other
missing Soniers Point schooner, had beeu heard
from. The report made by the Seminole was that
January '23, Cape Lookout, bearina west southwest
thirty miles, passed a three-masted schoonar on
fire. Her name had been burned off, but her hailingpoint was made out to be Somers Point.
Scattered around the vicinity were barrels of turpentine,and neither boat nor crew could be seen.
Judging from this her owners contend that

Captain Smith and crew took to the boat and
rowed away from the burning wreck, and their
sefoty would all depend on their being picked tip

^ by a passing vessel.

FLOOD WROUGHT HAVOC UNCOVERED.

THK 'WATERS OP THE OHIO RECEDE AND REVEALAN APPALLING SCESE OF DEVASTATION.

Parkersbttrg, W. Va., Feb. 22, 1891..The worst is

now over. The Ohio has fallen two feet and by tomorrownight shall haTe receded from the businessand factory sections of tho city. To-day has
been devoted to scrubbing out and setting to
rights by those from whose business property tho
waters have receded. The guests at the Central
Hotel are now on the first floor, but the BucKingham,American and smaller hotels aro still under
water.

Council has mado the clearing of the mud and
debris much more difficult. As the waters recede
buildings that'were entirely submerged are found
either toppled over or gone entirely.
Riverside is still inundated, and but few families

will be able to return to their homes for two weeks.
The sufferers are being eared for. In the churches
collections were taken up and prayers offered for
their relief.

RAILROADS HEAVY LOSERS.

The loss to the railroads by the floods is very
great. The Wheeling and Lake Erie, Ohio Elver,
Cleveland and Marietta, Marietta and Northern,
Baltimore and Ohio, and ZanesviUe and Ohio are
the heaviest losers. Trains on the Wheeling and
Lake Erie are not expected to run for three weeks.
E'ifty trestles are reported washed down and immenselandslides cover the track for miles. In
some places the track, ties and all, has
been torn out. One hundred men are at work repairingthe damage. Three miles of the trestling
on tlie upper part of the Ohio River Railroad is
gone, and hundreds of yards of dirt cover the
track. Until the waters recede ten feet more no

repairs can be made.
Th« Raltimnrn and Ohio's Marietta branch is

badly oripplad. Two feet of water stand on the
track for fiTs miles, Und several long trestles are
tottering.
The Grafton branch of the Baltimore and Ohio

and the first twenty miles of the Cleveland and
Marietta road are badly damaged.

POST OFFICE FLOODED.
No liiails have left Marietta for five days. The

Post Office was flooded half way to the top of the
letter boxes and the newspaper offices had four feet
of water in them.
In the Ohio Valley not Leas than fifteen thousand

men have been thrown out of employment. This
will entail sreat suffering. The Jefferson Iron
Works at Steubenville, the nail and glass mills at
Wheeling and Bellaire, all the factories here, the
rolling mill, salt furnaces and coal mines at Pomeroy,Clifton, Hartford City and Syracuse, Uave all
stopped operations, besides hundreds of smaller
saw and grist mills. A close observer who has
passed through the inundated district estimates the
loss at $4,000,000.
Only two cases of drowning are reported.WilliamPowell, who lived near Ben wood, and Harry

Westgate, whose home was at Torch, on the Ohio
side.

THE GREATEST SUFFERER.
The.little village of Benwood, in this State, was

perhaps the greatest sufferer of any town in the
StAte. When the waters began to rise families
were driven from one story to another, and were
finally compelled to desert them entirely. Hundredshave been on the hills fcnd in the coal mines
since Wednesday. A good many people took temporaryrefuge on the Baltimore and Ohio Bailroad
track, which is quite high there, but were driven
from their retreat by local trains.
In this city last night families were seen wanderingaimlessly about their submerged homes.

Some found nothing but vacant lots, their houses
And all having been washed away. The streets
through which the waters run have been filled todaywith boats.
News from Pocahontas county says that many

people in the upper end of that county are in a
starving condition by reason of their supplies havingbeen cut off by the recent storm. There is
much suffering and destitution.

It is feared to-night that the Allegheny and
Monongahela rivers will overflow to-morrow and
that another flood as great as that of last week will
again visit the city. Both rivers are rising rapidly.

SALT RIVER VALLEY FLOODED.

HOUSES AND BRIDGES CARRIED AWAY AND FIVE
INDIANS DROWNED.

Tempi.k, Ariz,, Feb. 22, 1801..Salt Kiver Valley
has just been visited by the greatest flood on record.The storm is general over the country. It
swept over Arizona with a deluge of rain, raising
mountain streams to torrents and the rivers far
above flood levels. At Temple, on the south side
of the Salt Biver, a railroad bridge was swept entirelyaway, cutting off communication with
Phoenix. A little south of Phoenix the river overfloweda number of farms, cutting out the railroad
traclr. Many farm buildings built of adobe were
carried away.
ine nurtnorn edge ot tins nood, which is about a

mile wide and three feet deep, entered the city of
Phtenix, flooding out many poor families. The
Territorial Insane Asylum haa a narrow escape.
The electrical works were flooded and the town left
in darkness. About one hundred adobe houses
fell in as the water soaked through and a large
amount of personal property was thus lost. Measuresfor relief have been taken.
The river has now nearly reached the normal

height. The loss is not less than $125,000, of
which one-third falls to the raiiroad company.
About five miles of track were washed out and a
bridge destroyed.
Five Pima Indians, living near Lehi, twenty

miles ea^t of Phcunix, ate the only persons known
to have been drowned, though it is believed a white
man and family living on an island north of
Phoenix also perished.
The flood at Globe City destroyed several duelling

houses. William Middleton, an old and much respectedresident ol Globe City, was drowned.

DEATH IN A COLLISION.

Fbanklin, Pa., Fob. 22, 1891..During a heavy rain
storm yesterday a freight ran into a landslide on

the Allegheny Valley road car Franklin. The enpineand eight cars were dumped over an embankment.Fireman William Tegert was instantly killed
and Engineer John Day and Brakeinaii L. G. Martin
were slightly injured.

LEFT HIS COMRADES TO STARVE.

San Diego, Cal., Feb. 22, 1891..The schooner
Ellen has arrived hero bringing Larry Tillison,
William Roddy and fivo others who since
November 30, have been living on the Guadalupe
Island off the coast of Lower California, subsisting
only on such fish, wild goats or birds as they could
catch by hand or with primitive traps.
The men have been employed in killing wild

goats and preparing skins which were takon to
market by Oscar Bartell in a small sloop. The men
allege that in November Bartell disposed of a cargo
of skins valued at $700. After again leoding the
vessel he agreed to make a division of the profits,
instead ot which he put to s^a at night, leaving
them almost entirely without provisions and
ammunition.

died last week.

found yesterday unconscious in a thicket near
Flatwoods. He had hanged himself to a tree. The
limb broke and he lay on the ground unconscious
till found. He died yesterday.
Moses S. Marks, the man who stole $25,000 from

the American Express Company and forged a telegramsigned by the Flour City Bank on a New York
bank for the money, was yesterday sentenced in
Elmira "to be confined iu (lie State Reformatory at
Elmira until clischargod according to law."

The following, from the journal Cidade de Leopoldina,tells his strange story:.
Learning that there had been confined in the jail

of this town by the energetic police delegate an

individual who for months had been living on

human flesh a desire arose for seeing him, notwithstandingthe horror that as regards him is inspiredin every heart. His name is Clemente
Yiliza. He is a mulatto, about twenty-eight years
old, medium height and of slight body; a flat forehead,oblique eyes, .with black pupils; deformed
feet, with concave soles; a native of this district.

replied to my question as to whether it were true
that ho had been living on human flesh, that not
only he, but Basilio, Leandro and others for a long
time had been living on this food,

TO KILL HUNGER.
"What purpose led you to practise such acts, bar.

"To kill my hunger, master."
"How did you make your first victim?"
"I was at Leandro's house when he invited me to

eat a pieoe of a boy that he had killed in a thicket,
where the lad was gathering fruit, and as I was

very hungry and had no other resource I accepted
the invitation for the first time. On the next day
returning home I found a woman asleep by the
roadside and was at once tempted to kill her. I
took a stone and made my first victim and carried
her home to satisfy my hunger.
"Some days after I killed Simplicio, and invited

Francisca and Severa, who were dying from starvation,to help me eat him.
CHILDREN EATEN.

"When Simplicio's flesh was finished and I being
without any means of satisfying my hunger Francisoatold me to kill her two children for us to eat,
which 1 did. Two weeks after, in the same straits,
Batilio and I killed Francisca for the same purpose.Afterward I found that Bauilio had stolen a

shirt from mn and I killed him when he was un-

suspiciously gathering roots for supper. I only
ate a little of him, for I was arrested two days after
killing him. This was the last I killed."
The police found a part of Basilio salted down

and the cannibal eating the oalves of the victim's
legs with a good appetite.

of the railroaders who is in the city to-night. He
is non-committal, and says that while the employes
must have justice a strike must not be thought of
save as a last resort.
