There was increased tightness of
money, due to the Treasury hoarding the
revenue payments, thus reducing the general
market supply. The Bank of England added to
this scarcity by borrowing over a million pounds,
apparently aiming to produce a condition of the
market that would justify raising the Bank of Englandrate.
The silver market continues very unsettled.

There was no demand for the East. Prices here
readily responded to the depression in New York.
Silver securities were heavy. Rupee paper dropped
4}£ on the week.

I'rioesgenerally were steady, with arising tendency.
The public remains in a cautious, discriminating
mood and will hazard nothing. Speculators also
want stimulus. Dealers, however, concur in sayingthat they noted symptoms of a revival toward
the close of the week in the slackened current of
selling orders and the increased flow of buying
orders.

lie various sections of our country, we had been
raaually verging toward a lax condition of public
eritiment in every respect favorable to the growth
f anarchy and rebellion.
"In our semi-barbarous eagerness to enjoy the

ruits of liberty we had Well nigh lain the axe at
he root of the fair and beauteous tree which in the
rovidenco of God was planted in the Western
Vorld for the healing of tho nations."

THE SOLDIER'S CHARACTER.
With regard to the character of the soldier Dr. De

losta said:."It. is indeed strange that so sagacious
n observer as the Duke of Wellington should have
aade the remark attributed to him, 'that a man of
efinecl Christian sensibilities is totally u&fit for
he profession of a soldier.' The most invincible
orps that ever grappled with a foe was that memrabloIronsides regiment in which every man was
Christian man, »nd who charged at Naseby and
larston Moor chanting for a battle song tho inpiringPsalms of David.
"The King's troops, the Cavaliers, were inpiredby tho lofty sentiment of honor, and, said

Iromwell, 'to cope with those we must have men
f religion.' And when the hour of action came
he men of his choice, having no fear but the tear
f God before their eyes, rushed impetuously into
he fight at Winceby.

He was not an orator,
not a great writer, not a Hcientific man, knew next
to nothing of literature, but there was an elevated
weight about him which was based on the ability
to seize what was best and truest in those about
him and use it for the advancement of the race.
"After him in the next great emergency of the

race came Lincoln. Clay, Webster and Calhoun
came between, but thoy were not historic leaders.
Washington made the nation, Lincoln remade it,
and these others had but to expound it. They
lacked the essential element of creativeness."
