BY THE HOUSE COMMITTRE.

Throttled! The brutal hand of foree again is lald
on the throat of New York snd stifles her appeal
for justice and falr play. The republican Congress
follows the lead of the republican Census Buresu
and denfos New York her righta.

My, Sherman, of New York, regrasenting the re-
publican members of tho sub-oommittes of ths
Census Committee, made a report to-day npon Mr,
¥lower's resolution diracting a recount of New
York's population. The report of the sub-com-
mitioo deals mainiy with cone assumed proposi-
tion, which is as follows:—

The argumentsurged by the Interior
Dopartment oflpials against the police eonsus are
repéated. Not one new proposition of lnw or jus-

tice 18 announced, but a siwple throshing over of
old straw 18 hud. Then the ¥eport says:—

**The full bistory of the ensé leadsus to the son-
clugion that New ¥ork did not show lLerself ent-
tled, under tho law, to the rollef asked for. Wa
think that befors calling upen Congress for spe-
clal lpgislation she shonld have exhsust ¢l the rem-
edies under the lnw. This she olearly failed to do.
But, that guestion’ waived, had &he presented s
state of facts that would® equitably antitie her to n
re-enumerntion—u ease vhas, even prima facle,
ebiows an incomplate enumerslion of hor peopla?

For & Woupd Received hy a Soldier Who
Never Went to the Front & Claimant
with a Pall Bleeds the Treasury.

REPEATEDLY RERATED WITH INCREASE

Nearly Seven Thousand Dollars Drawn
by a Pension. Shark Who Ever
Asks for More.

ULAIN AGENT AND FENSIONEL TN O5E

Willlam Edgar Hogers, tho pensioner, 1s now and
has for years been » pension claim sgent in this
city, .

Ha was o private in Compuany A, Tenth Now York
in{antry,

This was a two years' regiment, nnd was 1nus.
tered out April 27, 1808, because of expiration of
torm of service.

Rojgers was mustered out with his regiment, not
becsuse of any disability, although months before
ho hind recelved & klight wound from a pietol shot
in the laft arm. This wound was received before
the regimont bad left for the front, snd from that
time until his discharge Hogers was a hauger on
dround hospitals, i

The fact thut the wound was received in the ser,
vice and in the line of duty has never been prop-
erly established. Members of the same reglment
sny that it was roceived in o brawl at the camp of
rendedvous,

8 clnim agent, who for yesss had becn urging
all soldiers to apply for pension, did not conclude
to do so for i It until Nov 1879,

AN OPPORTUNE APPLICATION.

This application wus undoubtedly made st this
particular tima, beoauss of the near expiration of
the Arrenrs aot. Tha applicant was fivst examined
by o board of surveyoers in this olty Mareh 24, 1631-
nearly twonty yosrs after the *pistol shot” wound
bad been received. Tho Board reported:—*Tha
ball entored outer aspect of middla third of left
arm and cames out on luner aspeot an ineh below
antevior margin of axilla. # * * jotlon of shibul-
der joint slightly interfered with." They rated the
disability at five-aighths, entitling Rogers to §6 per
month,

Marbh 50, 1881, the pension was grantsd at $0 per
wionth, commencing at date of discharge.

A BTEADY INCHEASE TN ALLEGED DISABILITE.

This ponsion of £6 per month was evidently ant-
infuctory to this cluim agent pensioner, for he did
Dot apply for incroato or rerating untll after the
election of Harrison. 1Im Pebruary, 1889, he ro-
celved & rerating and increase as follows:—Eight
dollars per month from day of discharge to Janu-
ary 7, 1849, snd $12 thereafter., Even this did not
sutisfy him. He had chipped in. Hberally to the
republican campalgn fund and had combined with
otlier Washington clalm agents in working the *old
veterana’ for Harrison and he concluded to get
his woneybaok. On April 23, 1880, he again up-
plied for rerating and {ncrease and two days after
his pension wes increazed and rerated ss fol-
lows:—Eight dollars per month from day of dls-
c¢linrge to Juns 6, 1860;°$16 per month to June 4,
1872; $18 per month to Maroli 9, 1883; 24 per
month to Angust 4, 1830, and 286 per month sinco
then.

Tho three doctors who made these fraudulent
ratings were =su {1y dismissed by B tary
Noble. Rogers was wonnded during the fall of
1501, The first examination vy a board of surgeons
wis made nearly twenty years aftorward. Tholast
examinativn, upon which the fraudulent ratings
were buased, was: made over twenty-seven years

afterward.
ATLE TO TAEN HIS OWN PART,

In 1832 the wounded pepsioner so prided him-
salf on his physjeal ability that be fought a prize
fight in the *'wiits lot" with an able bodied sport,
and cialmsa to bave bested him. Rogers, who was
never at the front, who never saw an armod rebel,
bae drawn almost $7,000 from thls government for
which he never fought une day.

The attention of Sacrstary Noble and Commia-
gloner Raum has been frognently oalled to this
easy, but Rogers huw a pull, and for this resson he
is permitted to draw for a elight wound a pension
equal to the most whish, unger the law, would be
paid to s less favored pensioner for total loss of
an arm.
