T;u Exersprivnes For Pexsions for the
year ending June 30, as now officially stated,
amonnted to $109,357,634. In the previous

“year, we <paid -$87, 644,770 11, while in the

year before that we paid $80,288,508 77.
The cost of the German army, it may be in-
teresting to note, is for this year estimated
at $01,726,203. Begides our pensions our
army costs $30,000,000.

Hope for the Supreme Court.

The bill for the relief of the United States
Supreme Court hias been advanced so far in
the present Congress that itz final success
now virtusllyrests with a joint eonference
ocommittes.

Henoce this committee can securs to the
country, if it will, n measure whose enact-
went has been urged for ten years by judges,
lawyers, bar associations and business men
in every Slate of the Union, It is to be
hoped that the wnst importance and the
pressing need of the legislation will be now
recognized at Washington,

The working power of this tribunal, its
eapacity to dispose of business, is no greater
now than it was a third of a century ago,
Yeot, within that time there has been an
enormous ineresse in the volume of litige-
tion that the Court has been called upon to
adjudicate—an incresse due to the growth
of population, expansion of wealth, multi-
plication of corporations, enactment of new
laws, and above all the multitude and
variety of constitutional and other questions
that have sprung out of the post war amend-
ments andlegislation,

The consequents is that the docket of the

Court has steadily lengthemed until now it

comprises between twelve and fifteen bhun-
dred ceses. It wounld teke at least three
years to work these off if not a single new
one should be added. But every year the
additions exceed the number of those dis-
posed of, and this must continue to be the
cnge until some means of relief is provided,
I'he evil is felt throughout the entire coun-
try, sinee every litigant who invokes the aid
of the Court must wait at least three years
for an adjudication of his rights—n delay
which is equivalent to a denial of justice,

For this deplorable condition of uifairs
there is but one remedy. . It is useless lo in-
erease the number of justices sitting s one
tribunal, and there is a constitutional gb-
stacle to dividing the Court into branches
The organization of the Bench must remain
as it now is and has been since the founda-
tion of the government. :

The remedy is to lessen the veolume of
business that flows to Washington, and this
is to be done by the establishment of o sys-
tem of appellate courts betwesn the Supreme
and the lower federal courts,

This plan has been thoronghly considered
and generally approved #s nmot merely the
best but the only suceessful solution of the
problem, It has been sanetioned by both
branches of Congress at ths present sessi- n,
The only substantial difference between the
two is as to the number of new judges to
be appointed. The House bill calls lor the
appointment of two judges in each judicial
cirenit—elghteen judges in nil—wlo, with
one or more now in office, are to constitute
an intermediate appellate court. The Sen-
ate thinks ome ' new judge in ench eirenit
sufficient, and the country will be inclined
to agres with the Senate,

In view of the urgent nceessily of the
legislation and the natuve nnd extent of he
difference between tiie Honse and the Senate
there should be no hesitnney in eming to
an agreement. The bill should gzo to Presi-
dent Harrison withont luil. As lie recom-
mended its enactinent in Lis message to
Congress his approval of it muy be takeun for
granted.

Lot us hope that at lnst the relief so long
needed by the highest court of the nation is
at hand.

Tae Law of this State prohibiting the use
“of stoves in passenger cars contains the
following proviso:— ]

Upon the applicstion of any reiirond voversd by

the provisions of this act the Boara of Hallroad
Commissionera may approve of nn{; proposed safe-

1ard or devies 2o bo used under the provisions of
this not. and thereafter the railroad using snch
snfaguard or devies so approved shall not be liable
to any of the penalties prozeribod by thie nct for &
violation therdof in regard to any such wafeguard
or devico.

From this it would appear that if s
“heater' or other devico used for warming
ears were approved as safe snd unobjec-
tionable by the Railroad Commissioners
such approval would exempt the company
from the penalties of the law,

D’d the New Haven company get the ap-
proval of the Railrond Commissioners for
that fntel **heater,” which they olaim was
not a stove or a furnace prohibited by the
statute ?

That is a timsly and pertinent question
just now,

Whnat iz It, Mr. Blaine?

The London Times of the 13th ingt, had
a cable frém Bt. Johns, N. F., saying the
Governor, when opening the Lagislature on
the previous day, nnnounced :—

The nagotintions for trade reelproocity with the
Tnited Hiates had resulted in & convention, which
awaits the assent of the imperial government for
ratification, The Newfoundiand government had
urged the home suthoritied to give an immediate
assaut to the mensure and lLad deprecated any
delay, the new arrangemont being advantageous
to tha colony.

But on the next day day the Timwes had
this cable from 8t Jolins:—

Tho Housa of Assembly lost night, sitting asa
Committae 0f Privilege, adopted an important ros-
olutivn, of whieh the following is the purpori:—
That this House has learned with plarm snd Indig-
nation that the British government, at the in-
stance of Canada, withholds ite nssent to the recl-
prooity trade couvention betwoon this colony and
the United Btutes, and regurds such actlon as hos-
tile to the best interests of Newfoundland anda
violation of the obligations of her Majesty's Min-
{stors who authorized tha conclusion of thae tronty,

The rosvlution was moved by Mr, Bond, Colonial
Secretary, and was agreed to unpsanimously,

Cunnot Mr. Blaine tell the couutry what
sort of trade negotiations lie has been carry-
ing on with Newfoundiand, which, when
burked by Canada, precipitated his subse-
gquent pour parlers with Bir Julian Paunce-
fort about Canadian reciprocity? The Times
of the 12th inst, has w cable from Ottawa
declaring:—

'The Hon. G. F. Yostor, Minister of Finance, has
publishisd a‘letter o his gonstituents in which,

A Grest Judicinl Intellsct Clouded.

The mental sffliction that has befallen
Sir James Fitzjnmes Steplien, the particulars
of which our London correspondent sends
by Commereial OCable, will be leoked upon
by many in this counfry as well as in Eng-
land in the light of n public misfortune,

To Awerican lawyers the name of no Eng-
lish judge has been more familiar or held in
greater esteem than his. No jurist has been
regarded as a more lucid exponent of or a
higher anthority on the criminal law and
practics of England,

His learning and legal acumen, his rare
power of coneise, clear and gocurate state-
ment, which have long been recoguized
thronghout the English speaking world, en-
abled hin: both before and after he went on
the Banch to exert on the eriminnl jurispru-
dence of his country an influence beyond
that wisldel by any man of his time.

The failure of such a mind in what should
have been his prume of mental vigor—he is
but sixty-one years old—isna loss to the pub.
lic as well a3 the profession of lnw,

Mz, Brarss’s Opixion seems to be that
Birrundia, whon on the Acapuleo in a port
of Gantemnln, was as much in the jurisdic-
tion and on the terrvitory of the United
States oy if hs had bsen in the Stath of
New York. Then, if Guatemala oficers had

Status of the Copyright BIill

The fate of international copyright is now
in the hands of the joint conference com-
mittee. Itis for them to say whether the
amendments made by the Senate to the
House bill shall be acoopted or rejectad.

Of thess amendments the most significant
and interesting is that offered by Senator
Power, of Montana, and which is a modifica-
tion of the rejeeted Sherman amendment.

If this is adopted and the bill becomes a
law o foreign book, to ba entitled to copy-
right, will have to be published in this
country from type set up or plates mads
here, but copies of the same book printed
abroad may be sent over and sold on pay-
ment of the regular tariff duties.

The legal effect of this amendment per-
mitting the importation of forsign publica-
tions printed abroad was thus stated by Mr.
Hiscoek:—

A forelgm author proouras his work to he eo
righted herp. He osn print a cortain number. IE;
procures two of thom to be printed heres anna thosa
he files. Then he can stop the-printing of that
work hers and have his printing dono entirely
upon the other alde, and his books to be importod
here npon the payment of the duty. The result
would that so far as all foreign works ara con-
corped the printing of them would bo transforred
to the other side if the authors regarded it as to
their Interests to havethem printed ihers rather
than here.

That certainly would be a lepal possi-
bility under the amendment, whatever might
be the practical resnlt,

In other words, the amendment takes
from American publishers the monopoly
which the original bill gave them in the case
of foreign books and opens this market to
such books printed abroad. That, of conrse,
is an advantnge to foreign authors and pub-
lishers, but is not satisfactory to Amerioan
publishers,

Photography of Colors.

The recent success of M. (. Lippmann in
solving the problem of reproducing the eol-
ors of the solar spectrum photographically
is one of the most interesting and beautiful
results of modern Inboratory experiment,

In ennouncing his discovery to the Paris
Academy M. Lippmann says the conditions
ossential to the photography of colors are—
first, a sensitive film showing no grain, and
second, & reflecting surface at the back of
the film. Albumen, collodion and galatine
#ilms sensitized with ‘todide or bromids’ of
silver, and’proved by microscopic examina-
tion to be free from grain, are placed in'a
hollow dark sglide filled with mercury,
which forms a reflecting layer. The expos-
ure, development and adjusting of the film
are done in the ordinary way, but when
completed the colors of the spectrum are
visible.

The explanation is very simple. The in-
oident light which forms the image in the
eamera interfores with the light reflocted by
the mercury. There is consequently
formed in the sgemsitive film a series of
fringes or maxima and minima of lumi-
nosity. At the close of the experiment the
maxima are seen to be marked by deposiis
of silver. The thickness of the film is di-
vided according to the deposite of silver
into laminm of thicknesses equal to the
interval separating two maxima of light in
the fringes—that is, half the wave-length of
the incident ray; and it is these laminwm of
metallic silver which by reflection so bean-
tifully reproduce the colors of the incident
light, I

This discdvery marks a new and brilliaut
era in photography, the importance of
which crnnot now be easily exaggerated.

Probably before the swiftest ocean pravhound
eonld land its sllver cargo st New York tha last
gold dollar within reach wonld be safely hidden
awiy in private boxos ond in the vaolts of safe de-
poait companior, to bo brought ont oniy by n high
j.gaf‘gum tor exporuwtion. —Sdcrefury Windem's Laut

Insanity and Hesponsibility.

There is no doubt that Jimes M. Dough-
erty was insane when he killed Dr. Lloyd at
the Kings County Asylum or when he was
tried and convieted in Brooklyn,

But insanity is not nécessarily cauise for
exemption from criminal responsibility,

The test is, ns Judge Bartlett ruléd yester-
day, whether the prisoner knew the nature
of his act, knew that it was eriminal and wasg
able to econtrol himself. That was the test
applied in the Guitean gase, nud is the rule
gonerally acoepted by this conits.

As the jury found that Dougherty wns re-
spousible when he killed Dr. Lloyd, and a
gommission deeided that he knew the ba-
ture of the proceedings when ha was tried,
Judge Bartlett had only to sentence him to
prison, leaving for future consideration the
expediency of his transier to an nsylum.

TO KILL THE DRINK EVIL.

Wisnmaros, Fob. 94, 1801.—The morning session

-of the Woman's National Council was devoted to

the consideration of the genaral subject of temper-
ance. The meatling was opensd by one of the
ladios prosent singing the “0ld Osken Buoket” as &
aolo, the largs audionce, led by Miss Willard, tho
president, joining in the chorus. Praysr was of-
ferad by Mrs, Burah D. La Fetra, president of tha

In infroducing the first epeaker, !‘ﬂl& Willara
snid that the song which had just been sung
brought baok to her many recollections of bygona
duys, and the sad thought came to lor thatifall
her friends in years past, thoss she had Ioved the
beat, had been content to drink from ‘“the old
onken buoket that hung in the well” .her lifs
would have been much happier, and what was irus
of her was equally true of milllona of other women.

Mra. J. Ellon #'oster, the presidens of the nom-
partsan National Woman's Christian Tomperances
Union, was then introducod. Mrs. Foster spolie
without notes, and ber address, which oocoupied
half an hour in the delivery, was listenad to with
the'closest nttention. EBhe was froquently the ra,
olpient of enthusfastic applatse, Ehe be-
gan by seying that the words eof the
divine gChrist Jesus of Galilas, *“Whatso-
ever ¥a would that man should do unto
you, do yo& even so unto them,"” asre the in-
spiration and the guiiling light to all Christian en-
deavor. They are therofors the basis of all sne-
oessful temperance work. The orgaoization of
which she was the honored president was formod
in Clevaland, Ohfo, in January, 1880, sud this was
the first opportunity she had had of speaking of ita
work and aime before so distinguished an audienecs.

PROEIDTTION,
