of Cleopatra.

RICE BOUND FOR AUSTRALIA.

Wladimir de Pachmann Plays with the Boston
Symphony Orchestra.

Sarah Bernhardt did not seem the least
lit<lo bit annoyed or disturbed by Miss Davenport's
last essay when I saw her in her dressing room

]ast night between the third and fourth acts of
SordoU and Emile Moreau's (not, as Miss Davenportpersists in calling it, "Sardon's") "Cleopatra."
She had been trampling on the messenger who

brought her tlie bad news-of Antony's remarriage.
But there was not a trace of anger on her face as

she strolled back to her sanctum and smiled welcometo her friends and visitors.
"I cannot well say all I have to say about these

letters of Hao. Davenport's," she remarked. "I
am a stranger. I am a guest in this country. And
1 wish to be courteous.
"You must excuse me if I do not answer Mme.

Davenport's long argument in detail. Need I point
out how unliKely it is that M. Sardou (who does
not speak a word of English) would have gone out
of his way to say unpleasant things of mo to Mme.
Davenport, who, they tell me, does not speak
French?
"Mme. Davenport asks "Why should Cleopatra

tavo boon delicate?" That Sardou and Emile
Moreau meant her to be in their play is clear
enough from the one fact that they have her
carriod on in the fourth act wrapped in a strip of
cloth. Do they carry Mme. Davenport on?'
Sarah did not add, "How do they do it?" But

lier smile made lior meaning clear.
"Porhaps the best way to got at the authors'wishes," she continued, "is to con-'

suit their manuscript. Here is the first
act of the play. Now read this speech of Delllus.
It gives a full description of the Queen as Sardou
and Emile Moreau have conceived her."

I quote the French.

RICE OFF FOR AUSTRALIA.

HUNDREDS OF COSTDMES TAKEN FROM HIS OLD

OFFICE AND SHIPPED AT MIDNIGHT.

all likelihood, bo on his way to Australia this morninglong before tho average actor partakes of his
breakfast. This will be a surprise to many people.
Mr. Kice gooa to Australia under contract to the

Messrs. MacMahons to produce all of his burlesques
in that country. His late ventures, especially
(.ince he left Comedian Dlxey, have not been successful,and instead of making money he has been
losing very heavily.
His burlesque, "The World's Fair," did a vtery

poor business, and closed some weens ago, and his
latest venture, "Never Happened," died a hard
death a few days since. It is said that the paying
of salaries in this company never happened.

down from Mr. Kice's old rooms, all containing
costumes, and they were all taken over to New
Jersey before midnight by the Desbrosses street
ferry.

surpriso a groat many.

WITH PACHMANN AS SOLOIST.
The fourth and last of the four concerts which

the Boston Symphony Orchestra give here this
season took piaco in Checkering Kail la,st evening
in the presence of an audience that filled
the house to the doorss and was marked by even

more than the customary apjjlause with which
the work of Herr. Nikisch and his men

is always welcomed. It is pleasant to
record that the financial as well as the artistio
success of these concerts has been such as to warranta sorit>3 of six next wintor.
Last night's concert again demonstrated very

plainly that in some respects the Boston Orchestrahas attained a perfection beyond that
of our best organizations. Nothing more

beautifully finished than the playing ot' the
Brahms D minor symphony, or of the "Siegfried""Waldwobeii"music has not been heard here.
Upon the other hand, the programme as a whole

was inferior in composition to those of our local
conductors. It was rather ^n aggravation than
otherwise to iind half the evening devoted to
music so utterly tedious and archaic as Cherubini's
"Anacreon" overture and Mozart's D minor concerto,both of which works were played so admirablyas to make one wish with heart and soul that
something else had been given in their place. To
give such music in the low concerts allotted to

\r Vt York by Herr ISikiscli is a deplorable waste of
splendid material.
The selection of the Mozart concerto was all the

mora surprising, considering that the soloist was
Herr Pachmann, the Chopin player par excellepce,
who made all that could be made of the concerto,
but who ought to have been heard with
this orchestra in one of Chopin's concertos,
if in anything. After the stilted cadenzas of Mozart,improved upon by Hummel, the audience
found so much food for real enthusiasm
in the hackneyed but lovely Mendelssohn
"Rondo Capriccioso," which Herr 1'achmannplayed in response to prolonged
demands for more, that the pianist had to sit down
again and play the Heiiselt study, "Si oiseau
;i'<itais," which was beautifully given, notwithstandingan awkward lapse of memory, which no

expertness of modulation could cover up.
The "Waldweben" music from "Siegfried" gave

New York a taste of what this orchestra can
do with this most exacting of Wagner's
pages. As most of this forest music, depictingthe rustle of the leaves and the
song of the birds, used as a background
for some of the most npleiidid of the "Siegfried"
themes, is written for the strings, in which departmentthis orchestra is pre-eminent, it is not surprisingthat the rvhole number, lasting more than
twenty minutes, had to be repeated.
Brahms' interesting if not very deep D minor

aymphony was also splendidly played, the
quaint scherzo finding especial favor with
the audience. At the close of the
jMgcert Herr Nikisoh was recalled with a heartiness

BANKS GLEE CLUB CONCERT.
A large audienoe assembled last night at the

Lenox Lyceum to hear the second concert this seasonof the Banks Glee Club, under the leadership
of Mr. H. B. Humphries. The concert was patrioticallyopened by the club singing, "My Country,
'tis of Thee."
The numbers of special interest were a ohorus

for male voices by Mr. Victor Herbert
"Forest Harps." by Schultz for chorus, with,
harp accompaniment, an incidental solo
sung by Mr. Fred Harvey, and "Crown'd with Clustersof the Vine," by Alfred Mellon, a composition
in old English glee form, heard for the first time in
this city, and sung by the club with precision and
spirit. The club also gave Abt's "Evening" and
"The Foundation Day," by Mendelssohn.
The club was assisted by Miss Ida Klein, who

sang Gomes' "Mia Peccirella," and gave as an
encore Becker's "Schdne FriiHling Zeit;" Miss
Dora Valesca Beoker, violinist, who charmingly
rendered solos by Zarzyski, Sarasate and Strauss,
Mr. John Cheshire, who gave some delightful harp
selections, and by Mr. Oscar Sawyer, who was
heard in songs by Godard and Brodsky, and in Abt's
"Evening," with the support of the chorus.

HERB SOHABWENKA PLAYS AGAIN.
Herr Scharwenka gave his second recital yester.

day afternoon in Palmer's Theatre, the programme
consisting of a number of Chopin's works,
including the F minor fantasia and the B minor
scherzo; Schubert's "Hungarian Impromptu," ar-

ranged for piano by Scharwenska; Liszt's
"Mephisto Waltz" and some of the pianist's
own compositions. The recital was one postponedfrom last Thursday and was followed
with pleasure by a large audience. It closed with
Liszt's tremondously difficult paraphrase of the
"William Tell" overture, which, as a piano piece,
might with justice have inspired the comment of a
famous man upon another composition of the same
character, "Would that 'twere impossible."

MR. KREHBIEL'S LECTURES.
Mr. H. E. Krehbiel began his series of lectures on

the "Wagnerian Drama" yesterday afternoon in the
assembly rooms of the Metropolitan Opera House.

This first lecture, explanatory in a measure of
the Wagner drama and prefatory to the other
lectures on the different works in detail, traces
the origin of the Greek and even Chinese
dramas, and claims the same simplicity
and the same power for the works of Wagner,
adding to the dramas of the Greeks a musical setting,and to the poetic war stories of the Chinese
orchestral accompaniment.
Mr. Krehbiel was abiy assisted by Mr. Henry

Holden Huss at the piano and by Miss Marie Vau,
soprano, in the illustration of the themes and
hit motifs of Wagner.

WHY SHE WAS NOT IN THE CAST.

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FOREST TRESPASSES
THAT WERE IGNORED.

Chief Warden Garmon's Attempt to

Explain Queer Management in
the Adirondacks.

DRIVEN INTO A CORNER

How the Guardian of the State Lands Put
a Value oil Traets He Had Not

Seen for Years.

LOW FIGURES FOR VALUABLE PROPERTY.

Albany, N. Y., Feb. 24,1891.It was Forest WardonGannon's turn to-night. For over two hours

Lawyer Adams piled him with questions, and they

The Chief Warden is the executive officer of the
Forest Commission, and he is supposed to know
all about the forests. His answers to-night showed
that he did know more about them than his patron.
Commissioner Bosselin. He admitted that he had
made frequent trips into various portions of the
Adirondack region during his tenure of offioe, but
he failed to show conclusively that any
matorial benefit had resulted therefrom. Garmon
was first asked to name the forestors and district
to which each was assigned. This he did fairly
well, but when he was asked what these foresters,
thirteen in all, had accomplished since the creationof the commission he could give but
little data. They had posted fire notices
and were supposed to report trespasses,
though, when pinned down, he was able to cite
very few such cases. He admitted that several of
them had charge of districts where there was comparativelylittle or no State land, and. therefore, no

trespassing. The curious part of it was that, even
where trespasses had been reported, it was seldom
that any steps had been taken to collect damages
by suit or otherwise.

SEVERAL MATTEBS UNEXPLAINED.
Garmon failed utterly to explain why suits had

not been brought in such cases. He admitted that
he had heard that Powers, the forester in the
Minerva district of Essex county, had t>een
^nmnloinr.,1 a a a l,.o

ment, nnd gave 110 reason why such a man had
been appointed. Garmon said he know the
reports as to the great trespasses having
been committed in Herkimer county were untrue.
When asked how he knew it, he admitted that the
only foundation he had for his belief was the reportsof one Kelly, a special agent, whom he had
ordered to investigate the matter. He had not

gone in person and had no absolute knowledge on

the subject.
Lawyer Adams produced an official printed noticeof a sale of logs at Armsteadville. Garmon recognizedit and said he had sent out eight copies

and had ordered them posted about Minerva. He
said the commission had recently ordered him to
sell the logs at public auction. He next admitted
that these logs had been cut on State lands
over two years before. Asked why the sale
had been ordered so suddenly, when the logs had
been lying on the ground two years, he replied that
information had come that the timber would be
worthless if left on the ground much longer. Then
Lawyer Adams wanted to know why they had not
been sold long ago, but Garmon could give no reason,aud said he would have to look up the records
to find out.
He was shown another ciroular announcing a

public sale at Long Lake of about seven hundred
iogs. These, he said, had been cut by a Mr. Butler.and the auctioneer was to be Forester Powers,
who happens to be Butler's brother-in-law.
Lawyer Adams asked h m if any demand
had been made on Butler for a settlement,
and he admitted that there had been none
so tar, though Butler had made a proposition for a
settlement. It would come before the commission
at hh uui.L uieuuug. xne reason ne liaa oraeroa tne
sale to be made at once was that if lie waited the
snow would melt and there would be no sleighing
and no means of removing the logs. This answer
brought smiles to every faoo.

GARMON COKNEItED.
But it was in regard to Garmon's report in favor

of the exchange of State lands with the Everton
company that Lawyer Adams pressed the Chief
Warden hardest. Garmon admitted that he
was in Franltlin county in the summer of
1890 and visited the township containing
the thirteen thousand acres of State land
wanted by the Everton company, let in the next
breath he declared that he was not there especially
to examine lands in connection with that transaction.Then Lawyer Adams asked t'ie dirict question,"Did you make that r»port without examiningthe landsj in question?' Garmon saw the
corner be was being forced into, and after
much quibbling and hairsplitting admitted
that he had done so without making
any special examination. He claimed it
was unnecessary, as he knew those lands well, havingcamped four years ago on both the section iu
Franklin county wanted by the Everton Company
and the 20.000 acres in the southern end of the

change. He admitted that the 20,000 acres tendaredby the Evcrton Company was land already
lumbered, the soft timber having been cut
away. He had not visited that tract in the
summer of 1890, but he had joinad the appraisers
the last day they spent in township fourteen of
Franklin county. Ho did not know why he had
gone there, though the commission had suggested
his going, but was not willing to swear that CommissionerBasselin himself had not told him to go.

LOW PHI(IE FOB VIRGIN FOREST.
Then Lawyer Adams proceeded to find out what

Gannon knew about the section containing the
13,000 acres of State land wanted by the Everton
Company. Garmon answered readily and seemed
to be familiar with tho territory. He said the timberin the easterly portion of township 14,
Franklin county, could easily be brought to
the Everton mill. He was asked to put a
value on the land and said S4 35 an
aore was about the figure. This low price for virginforest staggered everybody present at the heiring.It was simply absurd. Adams askod Garmon
if he did not know that it was worth at least $10 an
acre. Garmon hedged by saying that ho had set
«5 35 an acre as the price on the strength of recent
sales. To back this up ho said he would sell his
own land on the western edge of the woods for $4
an acre.
The hearing will be continued to-morrow afternoon.
