My
brother says it's all bosh about thirteen at the
table, but after this I shall never, never"

"Is there any truth in this story, Mr. Daly?" I
asked.

OF THE ART MUSEUM.

lis Trustees Will Discuss the Question
at Their Next Quarterly Meeting,

but Are Not Likely to Grant
the Concession.

LARGE LEGACIES MAY BE LOST.

Unless the Decided Religions Scruples of
Liberal Patrons Are Respected.Mayor

Grant Expresses Iiis Opinions
0:1 the Subject.

For the past few years the Herald has been ad
ooatingthe opening of the Metropolitan Museum

of Art on Sundays. This advocacy was in the interestof the public, which demanded the concession.
The trustees were opposed to the step.first, on

religious scruples, and second, because there
was no money to open on Sundays. The Board of
Estimate and Apportionment mot the latter plea by
making an extra appropriation.
"We did this," said Mayor Grant to me yesterday,"hoping that it would in some measure benefit

a large class of the public. Personally I am

strongly in favor of opening the museum on Sundaybecause of the educational and elevating intluenceit would have. Th6 city has always given
$15,000 to each of the museums. When this idea
of opening on Sundays was broached wo made an

extra appropriation of $10,000 for each, making in
the aggregate $50,000 for the two museums.

"Last fall I asked the trustees to ^ive me an estimateof how much it would oost to open on Sunday,but the estimate returned was so high that it
was auito out of the Question. We thought they
could get along without an extraordinary expenditure,and therefore we made the extra sum $20,000
for the two museums. This sum has been appropriatedconditionally.that the trustees should open
on Sunday or on two evenings in the week, one of
which should be Saturday evening. The trustees
chose the litter alternative and open from eight to
ten P. M.

THE WEEKDAY ALTERNATIVE.
"There was some discussion in the Board when

the conditional appropriation was mentioned, but
we finally came to the conclusion that half a loaf
was better than none, and that was why the alternativewas inserted in the conditions. Nevertheless,I am still strongly in favor of the Sunday
opening. Many people to whom the opening
would be a boon have to work until six or seven

o'clock in the evening, and live miles away from
the museum. To them the opening from eight to
ten o'clock is useless, because they cannot take advantageof that concession.
"New York is a very wealthy city, and it is a pity

that more attention is not paid to art. We ought
to have works of art in architecture and statuary
all over the city to beautify it. Some day I hope to
seo a long step made in this direction. So far as
the Board of Estimate and Apportionment are concerned,I can say that we are willing to do all that
is possible with the money at our disposal to forwardthe art aspirations of the citizens."

could be of any benefit to the public.
When speaking with Mayor Grant he said he

thought the charter of the Museum was of so elastica character that the trustees could shut It up if
they thought fit. Ho did not believe the^ could bo
forced into opening the Museum on a Sunday
against their inclination.

1 met a gentleman in the Mayor's office who said
he had reason to believe that the majority of the
trustees were in favor of Sunday, but wouid not
niako tho concession for rear or losing large legacies.Liberal donations were promised by or expectedfrom persons who would not give a cent if
their religious scruplos wero ofi'ended by opening
the museum on the Sajbbath.

It would appear that religion had really somethingto do with tho opposition, from a very plain
talk had with one of the trustees.
"There are trustees," said this gentleman, "who

have been going deep down into their pockets for
many years to support the museum. They kept on

giving, giving and giving when tUe public did not
seem to care a straw about the institution. These
men, with a love of art and with a keen appreciationof what the institution could do in tlae future
for the public, as you put it, have really maintainedthe museum. There would have boen no
museum without them. Have not their wishes,
their scruples, some right to be respected? Are
their opinions to be trampled upon? Are they to
be kicked to one side because of publio clamor?

BASEBALL MORE ATTRACTIVE.
"But do the public really want it? That is the

very question at issue. The museum is open free
on Saturday, and Saturday in the summer is a half
holiday. Have the public rushed to study our art
treasures on the Saturday.to elevato themselves,
as it is phrased? No; on the contrary, they fiock
in thousands to a baseball game within a measura!ble distance of that same museum and pay from
fifty cents to $1 for tho privilege. But perhaps
baseball is more elevating.

"Yes, I know that the Louvre in Paris ia open
on a Sunday, but I also know that it is closed on

Monday, l'or that is the cleaning day. if the city
wants our museum opeu seven days in the week
then the city ought to pay the expenses. I have
no objection to opening on Sundayu if somebody
Will pay the expenses. As it is there is a yearly
deficit, However, 1 belive that the time will come
when wo shall see the museum open on Sundays,
but I do not think it will be in the immediate
future."

The prisoners belonged to the Ale and Porter

Brewery Employes' Protective Association. .During
a strike and boycott of the brewery of Tracy &
Russell the walking delegates visited McElhinny'a
saloon and tried to induce him to stop buying ale
and porter from these brewers. When he refused
to do so they broke his windows.
The friends of the prisoners expected that Judge

Martine would only impose a fine upon them.
They were greatly chagrined when they were sentencedto imprisonment and immsdiately ordered
Counsellor Ambrose H. Purdy to appeal the case.
Judge Martine said he believed in workingmen

combining for the purpose of bettering their condition,but when they resorted to violence they
should be severely punished.
Secretary Garry Lyn&m, of the union, said they

had $10,000 to spend, if necessary, in securing
justice for Biordon and Connor.

INSPECTOR BYRNES KNIGHTED
If THE KING OF ITALY.

The World's Most Famous CriminalCatcher Is a Full Fledged
Chevalier Now.

IT WAS A COMPLETE SURPRISE.

Mayor Grant Will Receive the Official
Document and the Maltese Cross

and Make the Presentation.

Inspector Thomas Byrnes, the head of the New
York Police Department, and the most distinguished
thief taker in the world, was the most surprised
man in New York yesterday. He had hardly taken
his seat in his office when in walked Inspector
Steers. The good natured countenance of the Inspectorbeamed with, smiles. As he entored the
door he placod both hands to his forehead and
made a salute that would do credit to the most
polished Oriental. He was followed by Inspectors
Williams and Conlin. Each made a profound bow.
Inspector Byrnes, who is nothing if not plain

and matter of fact, looked at this performance in
amazement. The three inspectors struck the most

appropriate court attitude known to a plain
American mind, and stood gazing at their chief in
the most deferential manner possible.

IT WAS A SURPRISE.

"Say, boys," said Inspector Byrnes, "what has
all this bowing and scraping got to "do with business?"
"What?" said Inspector Steers, "have you not

heard of it?"
"What?" said Inspector Williams.
"What?" said Inspector Conlin.
"I have heard nothing," said the Chief Inspector

"Then," said a chorus of three voioes, "we
have."
Inspector Byrnes was more astounded than

ever and he casually asked if anything had gone
wrong.
A chorus of voices said "No."
There was a deep silence. Inspector Steers

stepped forward, made another profound salute
and then spoke as follows:.

KNIGHT or THE CBOSS.

"Sir Knight, you have this day been honored ty
the King of Italy. You are now a Knight of the
Cross. The parchment signed by His Highness
the King, making you a chevalier of the first watoi,
Is now at the office of the Italian Consul in this
city and awaits your acceptance."

Inspector Byrnes listened to this speech in
amazement. At first he thought his brother inspectorshad been misinformed, but when Inspectors
Williams *nd Conlan both said they saw the parchmenthe gave way, and in his usual bluff way said,
"Well, how about it?"

I saw the inspector after lie was informed of his
new honor. He was not at all puffed up by his
new title, and spoke very freely upon the subject.

"I feel honored in receiving this evidence of
esteem from abroad," said the Inspector, "not becauseit confers any honor upon me especially, but
simply because it recognizes tlio efficiency of our
Police Department. In honoring the department I
suppose I am honored. It ha3 certainly been my
aim to make the department the best in the world,
and I do not think I am far wrong when I say that
it is.

WHAT THE INSPECTOR WILL DO WITH IT.
"I have had some correspondence with the

Italian government upon criminal matters and I
have always tried to do all I could to assist them.
What I did was, of course, a matter of duty, and I
never for a moment dreamed that I would be
singled out for any especial honor."
"What will you do with your new title?" I asked.
The reply was truly characteristic of the man,

"CHre it to the young Byrnes to enjoy."
I saw the decoration yesterday afternoon at the

office of the Italian Consul General, Signor G. P.
Riva. It is a Maltese cross. The four bars are of
white enamel, and the round centre field, which is
of lapsus lazuli, has inscribed on it a crown.

THE KING'S DECREE.
The official document which accompanied the

cross is signed by the King himself. It is as follows:.
His Majesty ITmberto, by tbe grace of God and the will

of the nation King ot Italy, Grand Master of tho Order
of the Italian Crown, lias signed t^ie following decree:.
By the proposition ot the President of the Conseil, our

acting Minister of Foreign Affairs, we havo nominated
and we nominate Thomas Byrnes, American citizen, Inspectorof the Metropolitan .Police of Mew York, officer
of tho Crown of Italy, with faculty to invest himself
with the insignia and the degree, which will bo filed iu
the office of tbe order.
Dated at Kome, Feb. 8, 1891. \

(Signed) UMBERTO.
(Countersigned) Crispi, Senator Berti.
The Chancellor of the Crown of Italy wil! order the

execution of tbe subscribed royal decree. The name
Thomas Byrnes has been inscribed in the official roil of
foreigners as No. 1.097, and we herewith issue tho presentdocument at Romo, 21 January, 1891.
Tho Chancellor of tho Order, Berti.

Chief of the Staff, S. RUBaRDINI.
The decree carries with it the title of Chevalier,

and the Inspector's title, as an officer of the Italian
Crown is "Chevalier Tomasso Byrnes."
Consul General Riva will deliver the cross aud the

document to-morrow to Mayor Grant, who will
make the presentation to Inspector Byrnes.
