Mr. Bowers, who represented the city of
New York befors the Census Oommittes, statod at
the hearing that no ons olalms the federal en-
nmeration of New York was improperly taken by
design. That if thers was an erroneous enumera-
tion it may have arisen from & dozen causes. No-
where is 4 specitic churge made against pny consus
offigial, yat 18 elaimed, nnd we think justly, that
the ennmoration was defective, The population of
Now York wak announced on the 18th of July by
the Superintendent of the Consus to be 1,513,601,

This wag b great surprise to the offieinls und peo-
ple of that oity, who bad confidently sxpoctad an

_gotual count to show a much Inrger nimber. Tha
city authorities bad not been watehing the enumer-
ators during the oiunt as it expeoting them to ba
dishonest and intendiug to make false returns.
Therefors, no one wad prepared on the Informal
announcemeont of the fesult om the 15th day of
July at onea to question the count or t0 immedi-
atoly demaund an investigation.

THE OITY'S DHMAST.
Hers the raport quotes tlhie action of the Clty

Conngil Septomber 3, demsnding a recount of the
