THE MISSISSIPPI VALLEY THREATENED.

Albany, N. Y., Feb. 27, 1891..Cold weather alone

lias saved the Hudson River and Mohawk valleys
from a most disastrous flood. As it is the water
has done much damage.

Ice gorges have formed at Stuyvesant, Big Nose
i>u(i Xribes Bill, wtych are still unbroken and are

tne worst ever seen in the river. All the city front
is under water, and merchants go to their offices in
boats. The Post Office basement is flooded. Trains
cannot come into the depots over the Delaware
and Hudson or the West Shore tracks, nor can the
lower Broadway electric cars run.

DESOLATION.

Across the river from here the desolation is complete.The baseball park is like a huge skating
rink.
Advices from up the river show that the flood in

the Mohawk is receding. At Schenectady the iron
bridge is damaged. Many persons have lost heavilyin p»rsonai property, which they had to abandonin their houses. Much live stock has been
drowned. Where the water has receded it has left
the streets filled with huge cakes of ice. The flats
below the city are, however, still flooded, and the
immense plant of the Edison General Electric Companyis surrounded by water. The river above the
oity is choked up with ice and another fl ood is
feared.

BOUGH ON THE RAILROADS.
The greatest ombarrassme&t is to railroad travel

on the New York Central and Hudson River Railroad.Trains are being despatched slowly via the
West Shore and without reference to schedules.
The situation regarding freight, however, is becomingserious, as none of the sidetracked trains can
be moved. Some contain live stock.
West of Yost's station the Central tracks are

piled high with ice, and the same condition exists
near Utica. Beyond Fort Plain all four tracks are
under water for nearly a mile. It will be many
days before travel can be resumed.

worse. The traoks are under water in many
places and tile ice is scattered all along in great
masses. Travel can only be continued by going
around the dangerous points.

vain attempt to move trains.
The water has fallen about two feet at Canajoharie,five feet at Fonda and six feet at Fort

Plain. The New York Central tracks are
still covered with ice. some of whioh is
three feet thick and mixofi with water in some
places. A passenger train which attempted to
come through from the East made but little
progress, and is now stalled east of Palatine Bridge.
Both tracks of the Hudson River liailroad between
Schodack and Stuyvesant are still obstructed by
ice and water. Through express trains between
New York and Albany are still running via the
Harlem road. It is thought that a single track may
be secured between the two places named soon.
All the trouble on the Central is on the upper
Hudson, where water covers the track. The tracks
below Fislikill are not overflowed, but only one
local train has come north. No mail bas been receivedat Newburg from New York since six o'clock
last evening.
Large forces of men are repairing the telegraph

lines and railroad tracks. Many who abandoned
their dwellings yesterday are moving back again.

MISSISSIPPI VALLEY IN DANGER.
[by teleoraph to the herald.1

New Orleans, La., Feb. 27, 1891..The people in
the Lower Mississippi'Valley are becoming nervous
over the steady and rapid rise of the river, v Many
of the levees destroyed by the flood of last year
have not yet been completed, and it is feared that
the rising waters may overtake the workmen before
their work is finished. Even if this does not prove
to be the case the new levees are comparatively weak
and will be unable to withstand such a pressure as
the dykes wero subjected to last year.
The floods pouring out of the Ohio and other

affluents of the Mississippi are expected to raise

Further heavy rains in the valley are likely to producedisastrous effeots. Fortunately, the weather
indications just in are favorable and the present
low temperature in the upper valley has had the
effect of binding up all the smaller streams.
The river in front of the city is now within two
feet three inches of the highest point ever known.

YUMA DESTROYED.
ALL BUT TWO BUILDINGS IN THE LITTLE ABIZONATOWN DEMOLISHED BY FLOODS.
San Francisco, Cal., Feb. 27, 1891..SuperintendentFillmore, of the Southern Pacific, has receiveda despatch from Yuma, Ariz., on the Californiaborder, stating that the place is doomed to

destruction, that three-quarters of the city was

flooded, and that the water was also threatening
the last quarter. Xho operator closed by stating
that he could not keep his office another half hour.
The Southern tacific (southern division) headquarterswas swept away, and with them the ticket
and freight offices. The twelve hundred inhabitantsof Yuma have taken refuge in the Penitentiary
on high ground.
Later despatches receivedjfromlYuma say that all

the buildings in tho town except the Southern PacificHotel and the Penitentiary were destroyed by
tho flood last night.
Ihe Gila and Colorado rivers rose thirty-three

feet above low water mark. The passenger and
freight depots are both flooded and water rose to a
level with the bridge across the Colorado River.
In order to prevent the bridge from being carried

away by the freight depot being set anoat the
building was blown up with dynamite. The river
dropped seventeen Inches in onehour thismorning
and the Yuma residents are feeling less anxious.
The railroad tracks for a distance of twenty-two

miles east of Yuma have been washed out of sight,
and it will probably be Saturday or Sunday before
tho line to Yuma is opened. The Sauta i'o is still
badly blocked. One or two trains are somewhere
between San Bernardino and Barslow. Some days
must yet elapse before the coast line to San Diego
will be in passable condition. No further reports
of loss of life have been received. The loss of
property is not so heavy as at first anticipated.
The railroad bridge at Cajon Pass was washed

away, but the bridge over Mojave, uoar the pass,
is still safe. The wagon bridges at Bineon, Auburndaleand Kiverside, across the Santa Ana Biver,
have all been swept away. The pipe line in Santa
Ana Canyon, furnishing water to Bedland Heights,
is badly washed out.
San Bo'-nardino lias received no mail from any

quarter since last Sunday. Every bridge in the
county except the Sauta Fe Bridge has been either
badly damaged or washed out.
Seven miles of tho railroad track between Elsinoreand Perris is washed out, the bridge gone,

and it is reported that the road through the TemecuiaCanyon is entirely destroyed.

KILLED BY THE FLOOD.
NOT ONE BUILDING LEFT ON ITS FOUNDATION IN

TIA JUANA.
San Diego, Cal., Fob. 27, 1891..Several deaths

have resulted from the flood at Tia Juana. A Mexicanwas drowned while attempting to assist others.
William E. Scribner, druggist, was swept away in
his store by the flood. In Tia Juana there is not a

building left standing on its foundation. The Bass
House is the only building not completely wrecked,
and that is badly damaged. The main current of
the Tia Juana Biver now runs through^ the town.
The valley is completely swept of fencing, windmills,&c. A number of cattle, hogs and horses are
known t.o have perished.
There has been no communication with the Mexicanside yet, and it is impossible to tell the damage

or the number of lives lost.
A message from Dos Canzo states that thirtythreeinches of rain had fallen within sixty hours

at Stonewall and Cuyamaca dam, the heaviest rainfallever known in that section.

DESTRUCTIVE FLOODS IN MEXICO.
City of Mexico, via Galveston, Feb., 27, 1891

The port of San Felipe has been flooded by a storm.
One schooner, one lighter and thirteen smaoka
have been wrecked. Eighteen houses hare been
destroyed and many families made homeless. A
number of lives have been lost and many cattle
have been drowned.

NOTES OF THE FLOOD.
Thursday night was one of the coldest of

the season at Houston, Texas, and reports from
several points are to the effect that the peach and
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other fruit trees which were budding are badly
damaged.
The Merrimac River is the highest for years and

still rising. Wharves are overflowed, and considerablelumber and other movables have been
swept away and numerous cellars flooded at
Haverhill, Mass.
Horace, the six-year-old son of Horace M. Hodge,

while playing beside a swollen creek Thursday, at
Palatine Bridge, N. Y., fell into the water and was
swept 150 feet through a culvert under the street.
On emerging he caught and clung to a projecting
rock until rescued.

OBITUARY.

REV. JEREMIAH O'CONNOR, 8. 3.
Rev. Jeremiah O'Connor, of the Society of

Jesus, pastor of St. Lawrence Roman Catholio
Church, at Eighty-fourth street and Park avenue,
died early yesterday morning of catarrhal pneumoniaand fatty degeneration of the heart, in the
fiftieth year of his age. Father O'Connor had been
in poor health since last December, when he had
an attack of erysipelas. It was then discovered
that he had a heart trouble also. He had been
able, however, to attend to his duties up to last
Monday, when he was obliged to take to his bed.
Father O'Connor was born in Dublin, Ireland,
April 10, 1811. His parents came to this country
when he wa a child. His father died soon afterward,and his boyhood was spent with his widowed
mother in Philadelphia. He was graduated from
the Philadelphia High School in 1857 and entered
St. Joseph's College in that city. Three years later
he became a member of the Society of Jesus.July
30, 1860. He was ordained a priest in 1875.
In 1879 Father O'Connor was appointed president
of the Boston College, which position he held for
five years. He was then stationed as pastor of St.
Franois Xavier Church, whence, three years ago,
he went to St. Lawrence's, the pastorate of which
^he had since occupied. He was known throughout
'the country as one of the most eloquent and polishedpulpit orators among the Catholic clergy.

VICAR GENERAL JOHN A. KELLY.
Very Rev. Dean John A. Kelly, Vicar General of

the diocese of Trenton, died yesterday at his residenceattached to St. Mary's Roman Catholic
Church of South Amboy, of which he was pastor.
Fathei Kelly was born in Brooklyn, N. Y., on

March 23,1830. He was ordained a priest on August
17, 1854, and was one of the pioneer priests of New
Jersey. From St. Mary's Church, South Amboy, as

aoentre, he attended at onetime to the religious
needs of the Catholics residing at Keyport, Red
Bank, Long Branch, Asbury Park, Highlands, Sandy
Hook, Seabright and New Monmouth. He built
churches at Keyport, Red Bank, Long Branch and
South Amboy. The church in the last named place
is a magnifioent Gothic edifioe. It cost $80,000 and
is entirely free from debt. The funeral will take
plaoe on Tuesday morning next at South Amboy,

WILLIAM A. BBOWN.
William A. Brown, a flour and grain dealer at

No. 416 Produce Exchange Building, and one of the
founders and oldest members of the Exchange,
died at his residence in Brooklyn, No. 93 First
place, Thursday. Mr. Brown was seventy- three
old, and had been in business in this city for more
than half a century. He was well known and
highly repected in trade circles. He was born in
Boston and came to New York about fifty years
ago, establishing the flour and grain firm of W. A.
Brown & Co. In 1873 the house became Brown,
Rioe & Co. Mr. Brown retired from business four
years ago with a competency.

BOBEBT S. M'DOWELL.
Robert S. McDowell, whose sudden death at his

residence, No. 532 Lafayette avenue, Brooklyn, is
announced, was born in Dublin and came to this
country in 1846. He was one of tne very first practicalchronometer makers in America, previous to
his time such work having been all imported. His
first engagement was with the firm of Bliss &
Creighton. For thirty-five years he was with T. S.

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SURRENDER OF WATSON,
MISS BIRCH'S LOVER.

After Emphatically Denying That He
Set Fire.to the Islip Millinery Store

Is Released on Bail.

FLORENCE'S STORY DOUBTED.

Watson Declares That He Will Prove the
Falsity of Her Latest Charges, and

Also Those Contained in Her
Original Confession.

Florence Birch's sudden and unexpected change
of base in charging her lover, William Watson, of
Freeport, with the crime which she herself had
already confessed to, has created a sensation in
Islip, L. I. But this was nothing to that which
happened there yesterday. Now everybody is denouncingFlorenee as a liar and an impostor.
The Town Committee are at their wit's end.

Elliott J. Smith, Miss Birch's lawyer, says he will
have nothing moro to do with the case.

Everybody is exclaiming against the stupidity of
the Town Committee in employing Abe Benjamin,
of Bay Shore, to arrest Watson. Instead of going
direct to Freeport, where he might have caught
his man on Thursday night, he fiddled around in
New York looking for Detective Newcome and by
the time he was ready to make a sally cn the estab'
lishment of Sullivan, Drew & Co. the bird had flown
to Freeport.
Early yesterday morning Benjamin, in a loud

check ulster, with his warrant conspicuously held
in his hand, maroned into the store of Sullivan,
Drew & Co. and called upon Watson to come forth.

watson was absent.
Watson was absent, and Benjamin, with one of

Newcome's detectives, started for Freeport to get
him. Watson left home at the usual time yesterdaymorning. He bought a Herald on the
tram, and one ot the first things that greetee his
eyes was the intelligence that a warrant was out
for his arrest. He left the station and drove back
to Freeport.
Watson is popular in Freeport and his many

friends immediately rallied around him. GeorgeWatlaoe, a lawyer of Rockville Centre,
was sent for and the whole party started for Islip on
the noon train. Their arrival there was the signal
for a general turning out of the population.
A friendly messenger went on a run to Miss

Birch's house to apprise her of the news. Justice
Clock was sent for and he instantly caused the
Town Hall to be opened for the reception of the
visitors. It soon became known that Watson had
voluntarily given himself up, and the astonishmentof the citizens, and particularly of the Town
Committee, knew no bounds.
Elliott J. Smith, Miss Birch's lawyer, appeared on

behalf of the people.
IN DEFENCE OF WATSON.

Then Mr. Wallace, Watson's lawyer, sot up. He
called Justice Clock's attention to the fact that his
client had come of his own accord to throw himselfinto the arms of Justice.
"Mr. Watson," he said, "had done this as any innocentman would who was acoused falsely."
Watson had not set fire to the store, and he would

prove that he was miles away from Islip on the
night of the fire. He asked for a copy of the
record of the testimony on Miss Birch's
case, but Justice Clock refused to let him
have this. He then asked that the hearingin his client's case be adjourned
for one week and that Justice Clock admit him to
bail. The bail was fixed at $500, and George Schaefferand Merrill B. Smith, of Freeport, qualified as
bondsmen. The case will come up on Friday
morning next.

OUT ON BAIL.
Watson then left for Freeport In triumph.
Benjamin arrived in Islip last evening. Lawyer

Elliott J. Smith disclaims all responsibility for
Florence's latest confession, az»d says he Was
washed his hands of her. He cannot
account for her action, but thinks she
must have acted on the suggestion
of her mother and father, who were anxious to
have her good name saved by a marriage to Watson.Others accuse the Town Committee of having"put up the job." In any case.it is likely to
go hard with Miss Birch unless she can prove her
charges.
The Town Committee last night conferred with

Detective Newcome on the new aspect of affairs.
It is presumed his agents will leave no
stone unturned to discover whether Watson
was seen in Islip on the night of January ao, .Some
say he was, but will not swear to it." It is not
thought that the charges against Watson can be
proved.
Watson is a bright young fellow, with blond hair

and a snappy manner. T saw him at Freeport yesterday.He laughed Miss Birch's charges to
scorn. He said he could prove beyond
question that he had not been near Islip on
January 20. He declared that the whole proceeding
was evidently a bluff to compel him to marry the
girl. He said he would expose her at the hearing
next Friday in a way that would completely destroyher charges of arson and riddle all her other
assertions in her original confession to Detective
Newcome.

HEB ORIGINAL CONFESSION.
In that confession she said:."At the time of

opening my store I did not care for anything but
business, as I had been feeling sick for a long time,
and, as the effect of this, did not care for
the company of young men, and in fact no companyat all. Soon after starting my store I fully
recovered, and as the effect of this was as crazy
for company as I had formerly detested it.

"I was acquainted with a young man who was
working in the city and who, I thought, was what
he pretended to be, a moral young man. The secondtime I came to the city shopping he wanted
me to go to the theatre with him. I finally
promised to do so, although I refused at first. We
went, and after we came out he said he would take
mo for oysters, and instead he took me to a house
on Twenty-fourth street.
"At that time I knew very little about such

places and had 110 idea where I was going. He did
everything he could to persuade me. I
would do nothing wrong by doing as he
wanted me to, but I would not give in. X
was terribly frightened and told him if he did not
not take me aw»y from there I would raise the
whole house. He said of course he would not
keep me there unless I wanted to stay, and
we left and walked, as I knew, the wrong
way to my stopping place. I told him to go the
other way, but as he would not I turned and
walked in the opposite direction, aEd he did not
follow me.

IN LOVE WITH HIM.
"This rather piqued mo, as I was really in my

heart just dead in love with him. After I had gone
a few blocks he jumped off a car and joined me. I
told him at first that I would not have him, but he
coaxed me around and went Home with me."
Then she continued:."Mr. Watson kept writing

me letters and coaxing around me. At first X would
not listen to him and wrote to him only once, and
told him what I thought of him. Afterward I saw
him several times. After this I became perfectly
reckless.

"All I eould think of was getting rid of my store
(but this I could not bear to do. as I was getting
along nicely in it), so that I could be in New York
city, where we could see each other often. I
thought it all over, and you know what was the result.I set the fire to get my insurance, and then
was afraid of being detected and did the other
work to cover it.
"As for the letters, I never thought of doing

such a thing in my life before, but I was just Jealousof every girl.
1 wrote tne nrsi letters against some 0110 else

and then, as I was afraid of being detected, wrote
the others so it would not bo blamed on me; but I
am glad now I have been found out, for it has
saved mo from a terrible destruction both of body
and soul, and this, thank God, will, I believe, ba
my salvation."

BOOMERS IN THE CHEROKEE STBIP SUFFER FBOJI

THE SEVERITY OF THE WEATHEB.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE HERALD.]
Kansas City, Mo., Feb. 27,1891..A travelling blizzardstruck this section at six o'clock this eveningand is growing worse every hour.
Reports have been received form the northern

part of Kansas and the southern part of Nebraska
which say that the storm bids fair to be the
worst of the season. The snow is being drifted
badly, and already trains are stalled on the Burlington.Stock will suffer severely, as the weather has
been very warm up to within two days, when the
first storm struck this section.
There is great suffering in the Cherokee Strip

among the boomers who went there from Kansas
and Missouri. The blizzard caught them unpreparedfor severe weather, and it is reported that
the women and children are in danger of dying
from the cold.
The only fuel is buffalo chips, and a heavy fall of
now has spoiled them for use. H. A. Lewis, just

in from Arkansas City, says:."I think probably
there are eight hundrod boomers, including families,in the strip, and half of this number are in
danger of freezing or starving. The stock is in
bad shape, and without pasturage will not improve
so as to get the movers out of the strip before
great suffering comes."
