any prospecting in the vicinity of the gold
strike say developments will show gold in
large quantities, fsine out of ten who went
to Cripple Creek when the strike was made
there said it was no good. The indications
are better in Gunnison county than In any
new camp ever started m Colorado, is the
way the great majority of the prospectors
now at the camps put it.

Trip from tast Orange to:
Maine Made Without SeriousMishap.

Rangeley Lakes, Me., Saturday..James

B. Dill and his party ended their automobile
trip from East Orange, N. J., through the
White Mountains t<? the Rangeley Lakes at
two o'clock yesterday afternoon. The trip
was entirely successful, there having been no

serious delays and no accidents of any importance.
The points stopped at after leaving East

Orange were Poughkeepsie, N. Y.; Lenox,
Mass; Norwich. Northampton, Boston,
Portsmouth, Rochester, N. II., anti Plymouth,which is the gateway of the White
Mountains.
From Plymouth the party started in a

pouring rain and climbed up by the flume to
the Profile House, to Lancaster and then to
Colebrook, via Whitefi'eld. Prom Colebrook
the automobilists went through Dixfield
Notch to Lakeside and Newry Corner, and
spent the night in Andover. From Andover
the route was to Rumford Falls, Me.; Dixfield,Weld, Phillips and Rangeley.
Several very severe rainstorms were en7
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countered, the first one of importance being
when they reached Norwich Hill, which is
1,846 feet high and more than seventeen per
cent grade. The automobilists climbed
Jacob's Ladder in a heavy storm. It was so
steep they had to lace the wheels.
From Northampton to Boston the party

made a run of eighteen miles beyond the
regulation endurance trip and made it in
fifty-sever, minutes quicker time than it was
made by the Automobile Club of America
last year, while carrying nine hundred
pounds of baggage, gasolene, tools, hand
forge. &c.
From Boston to Portsmouth a part of the

trip was made in the night, as the party did
not leave Boston until half-past four o'clock
in the afternoon.
Before the party reached Portsmouth John

M. Schmidt, secretary of the Automobile
Ciub of New Jersey, who is with Mr. Dili,
had an experience he will long remember.
The automobi'ists were uncertain in regard
to the direction, and, seeing a pole with a
sign on the top, Mr. Schmidt got out and
climbed to the top of the pole. It was very
dark, and nothing could be seen except by
the aid of the electric flashlight, but they
soon heard an unusual sound ir the direction
of the guide board.
Mr. Schmidt appeared a moment later and
