5 l-l£s., and in the other David Gaul, a novice,of the National Swimming Association,
of Philadelphia, won his heat in lm. S 3-5s.
In the race with Ruberl, who is a member

of the New Tori: A.C., were L. B. Goodwin
and J. A. Ruddy, of the same organization,
and Harry Terhune, of ttfe Pawnee A.C.
No sooner had E. J. Gianninl llred the pistol
as a signal for the start than Goodwin, with
a long leap, took the water tir3t. He began
at a fast pace, with Terhune close behind.
Soon, however, the latter was left in the
rear.
Ruberl, who had the inside of the course,

next to the boathouse, at length overLodk
the fleet going Goodwin. For a moment
there was a neck and neck struggle between
these two. Then Ruberl's stroke prevailed
and he gradually crept away inch by inch,
Anally winning by about one yard.
Ruberl's time was announced as lm. 5 l-5s.

by the timers, A. G. Keane and Mortimer A.
Bishop, at the New York A. C., and H. l.Ottmer.These figures break the record of lm.
5 3-5s. for the distance, held by E. Carroll

8 3-5s., which was good enough to win someIwhat easily from Ruddy.

The performance of Gaul in the novice

class was looked upon by the experts as littleiahort of marvellous. Small of stature and
appearing to have no special qualifications
as a swimmer, he caused one of the sensationsof the season. As he was practically
unknown, never having taken part in a race
in this city before, few considered him to
have a chance to win.
But the Phiiadelphian's stroke was so effectivethat he won the first trial heat in

3m. 8 3-5s. by twenty yards from Irving Kelsey,of the Pawnee A.C. This time is the
fastest yet made by a novice in America.
Jn the final heat Gaul did not extend himself.He moved along with ease and confidence,occasionally looking back at his opponentsstruggling in the rear. Having

beaten Kelsey so handily in the first heat,

Occasional inquiries are made by thought- ^
ful citizens regarding- the cost of challong- *

ing and defending the America's Cup. but
the answers received ;ire always unsatisfactory.The conclusion is that the expense
must t>e enormous, but as it is impossible
to obtain anything like accurate figures the
subject is generally dropped.
On the eve of the international match of

this year it mav be interesting: to refer to
this important point and at the same time
to place the public in possession or a few
facts tnat will give them a good idea of the
amounts of money that are expended in tryingto capture the old yacnting truphy and
in the ellorts made by the N.if. 5T.C. to defendit.
The planning and building <>i a eii;> rhal-

lenger or aerender involves much time and 1
labor and necessarily the outlay of large '

sums of money. The designer and his corps
of assistants are the first that must be met.
Mr. Fife, for the challenging parties, and
Captain "Nat" Rerreshoi'f, for the defenders,for instance, are men who place a high
value upon their services, and as tne owners
of the yachts are liberal to a marked degree,opening negotiations with a view to
the building of a cup yacht means a fee that
in some other professions would be looked
upon as staggering in its proportions.
With the designer at work the builders in

time are consulted, and with arrangements
satisfactory in this wise, materials must
be considered, then the riggers kept in
mind, as welt as the sailmakers, while
finally, the skippers and crew are secured. yMoney is required by all these, and much
of it. A
Kven after a vessel is completed and

placed in commission alterations and re- 1
pairs are required frequently at time; '

while docking the craft for cleaning and
smoothing purposes means large additional
sums.
The rather startling statement was made

by Sir Thomas Upton four years ago that
the mere cost of the Shamrock I. was between$400,000 and 5600,000, while the expense
of bringing the vessel across the ocean and
that of her officers and crew was extra.
That seems a big lot to pay for the vessel, J
but Sir Thomas should be the best of authorityon the subject of the cost of the
yaciiL.
Jf he expended a sum approaching half a

million dollars four years ago for his challengingyacht the money the present trip is J
costing h'm must be far in excess of V
figures named. The Lipton fleet now here J
is proof of that. It is easy to believe ihat

the Shamrock III. cost quite as much to
build as the Shamrock I., and it is quite sure
the bringing over of three crews, those of
t'he Shamrocks and of the tender Cruizer,
must stand him in a bigger amount than
the single crew of four years ago and the
additional assistance he obtained in this
country.
\So, if $550,000 or more represented the challenger'soutlay the first attempt he made

upon the America's Cup, it can safely be
estimated that something in the neighborhoodof $600,000 will be required to foot the
bills at home and here incidental to hie
third trial to win the old trophy.
With the amount that it costs the defendingside, however, the interest is more wide,spread. By ;he time the yac.iiis are called «

to sail the first race for the cup the Reli- 1
ance, selected to defend it, will have cost. J
one way and another, $435,000 or more. That 1
is a staggering amount to contemplate, b" 1
when everything is cleared up at the end of
the season it may be $450,000.
In addition to this sum, there must be consideredthat the placing in commission of

months. The Reliance has possibly one hundreddifferent sails, and $15,000 or so will rep.resent the cost of a suit. In this particular
the Constitution and the Columbia have not
been so expensive.
The tenders Park City and Satellite are

said to have been purchased by Mr. E. D.
Morgan and Mr. August Belmont respectively,but they are valuable assets, and need not
be seriously considered in this financial summary.The tender Sunbeam is chartered, and
there can be no return from her1, but Sir
Thomas tender Cruizer will be valuable
after the match. j
With a crew of about fifty-five on the Reli- i

ance and a crew on the tender Sunbeam I
there are many men to be looked after daily. 1
The yachts' sailors arc paid big wages.$SF> a J
month or more.and there is a scale of prize
money arranged by Mr. Iselln so liberal that *
a Reliance man, if he is saving, will end the
season with a tidy amount to his credit. 1
Racing crews cost prodigiously to feed.

as they are men in the best of health, white
their work naturally gives them excellent
appetites. There are quite as many stew-
arda and cooks on the Sunbeam looking
a,'fter the welfare of Mr. Iselin and his associatesand the officers and crew of the
Reliance and their own ship as are found in
a good sized city hotel.
All changes in the yacht's fittings, all alterationsor repairs to rigging and spars are

paid for extra, while the docking bills are
very large.
