Odom's Riding Praised.

Florists Unite in Opposition.
As the representative of the florists along

the threatened section, Mr. Mundorff
said:.
"We do not want the 'open cut' method

of constructing the subway along Broadway.We all know that Mr. McDonald
put,jjn a six mile, tunnel in Baltimore and
the people didn't know it was being built.
Why he cannot do the same in this city I
do not know.
"Mr. Parsons, engineer of the Rapid

Transit Commission, savs it will cost fifty
per cent more to do the work by tunnelling-;
he admits there's sufficient depth below
the surface for a tunnel and that there is
no difficulty from an engineering- standpoint;yet he favors another method, and
promises to leave the sidewalks to us and
nothing else.
"We don't oppose an underground road

in Broadway, but we do oppose the wholesaleopening of the surface, which will
ruin our trade for at least eighteen months
and will drive many of us out of business.
We are not here to petition for anything.
We are here protesting that our rights as
property owners and business rdten must
be maintained."
Hearing these vigorous denunciations of

the ditching plan, nearly every one in the
room gave voice to his opinions.
"We are not opposed to the building of

a subway in Broadway," said Mr. Todd,
"but we wish to add an emphatic protest
against any plan of constructing it which
will necessitate a general tearing up and
disruption of the surface. We favor a
tunnel by all means.','
On behalf of Lord & Taylor, Mr. Hatch

said they were opposed to having the subwayin Broadway, irrespective of the
method of building it.
"But more than all," he added, "we do

not want any ditch along the street with
the immense openings at the corners. For
our part we will tight that, ditch to the
last ditch." *

"Nor do we," £aid Mr. Wright, of Arnold,Constable & Co., "wish to hatve an
unsightly ditch, with its dirt and dust, in
Broadway."
Speaking for A. A. Vantine & Co.., H. W.

Raymond said:. J ou-aU

torn open, bet thrift build the subway,-but
force them to leave' the surface of the
street intact, so that our business will not
be ruined. No 6ne se^ms to understand
why it is they cannot do the work by tunnelling,as they do in .other countries as
long as they can put. the subway as deep
as they wish to have i,t."
"If the underground is to have a spur

along this section of Broadway," said John
Ives, of the Purcell Manufacturing Company,"it must be tunnelled, and there
must be no doubt about that."

Hotel Owners Against It.
"Let me say for the hotel men," added

Mr. Sweeny, of the Victoria, "we object
vigorously to the proposition to make a
ditch of Broadway. We are willing that
the subway should be there, but there
must must be no open ditch yawning beforeus for month after month."
Applause greeted Mr. Vilas when, on behalfof the proprietors of the Fifth AvenueHotel, he proffered the use of the same

room in tne hotel whenever it was needed
to the supporters of the movement.
"1 know from sad experience what this

tearing up of the streets means," said

James Seligman Obtains a Judgment
for $21,736 on a Note Given

Ten Years Ago,
When a judgment, for $21,736 was enteredyesterday against Charles G.

Francklyn in favor of James Seligman
financial difficulties of ten years ago were

recalled. The action was based on a six

months' note, payable to J. & W. SSlig'man,bankers, made for $13,081 by Mr.
Francklyn on August 2, 1892. Suit was

begun in the following February.
Mr. Francklyn was formerly agent of the

Cunard line and once was director in the
Panama Railroad Company and the Pacific
Mail Steamship Company, as well as presidentof the Municipal Gas Light Company.
He married Miss Susan S. Hoyt, a niece of
former Governor Sprague, of Rhode Island,and is well known in Newport and
New York society. He is a cousin of Sir
Bache Cunard, who obtained, after yearn
of litigation, a judgment against him in
January last for $1,657,709.
As president of the Horn Silver Mining

Company, nearly twenty years ago, Mr.
Francklyn became involved in much litigation.He was arrested on complaint of his
cousin and confined in Lodlow Street Jail
for several days. At first $500,000 bail was
asked, but this amount was reduced to
$250,000. Mr. Francklyn had previously
been heavily interested in the cattle busines*.in Texas and was an extensive operatorin Wall street.
It was in Mr. Francklyn's cottage at El|beron that President Garfield died.

"I have lived among: negroes all my life

and know them pretty well, and in my
mind there is not much in this excitement
about them. Now this lynching business
is nOt anarchy. If a mad dog or a wild
beast runs through the streets and bites
some one the thing to do is to kill it, and
kill it before it does any more harm.!
There is not much difference between a
wild beast and a negro who will attack
white women.
"There may be a thousand bad negroes

in the South and they are the ones who
make the trouble. It was the enfranchisementof the negro that made the trouble
at first. The only education that I think is
useful to the black is manual training.;
Booker T. Washington is doing the most
for them. He is dignifying labor and;
teaching them to work."

MAN HUNT IN DELAWARE

Three Posses Threaten to Lynch Negro
Who Shot Constable.

Smyrna, Del., Monday..Delaware is on

the eve of another lynching if three hundredmen armed with shotguns and revolvers,who are in three separate posses,
succeed in catching Fletcher Hollis, a negrotwenty years old, who to-night shot
and fatally wounded Constable James D.
