an engraver. He soon developed great I
skill, but the criminal bias was in him.
He was in love with a girl and he forffed 1
a check to buy her an engagement ring.
His father was able to settle this, and, 1

because of his youth, he escaped prison.
But his sweetheart deserted him. his sis-
ter, whom he loved, died, and he began to .. jfl
associate with desperate criminals. His ^
first exploit wa« in 1S72, whrni with I
"Joe" Elliott, he succeeded in robbing the I
Third National Bank of Baltimore of
5150,000.
Becker fled to France, where he met the

girl for whom he forged a check to buy a ^ring-. She had married a rich jeweller, JB
but Becker induced her to elope with him.
They went to Turkey, where Becker and
several others forged paper In many

They were caught and placed in prison,
but all escaped.
Becker returned to New York in 1876 and

married a Brooklyn girl, who has remainedtrue to him ever since. In 1877 he
pboed thp T'nion Trust Company, of New
fork, of $64,225. by one of his forged checks
and was caught. He saved himself by I
urning Stage's evidence.

He returned to Now York, but was
caught forging a 1.000 franc note on the
3ank of France.
