Challenger Going Into Dock to RemainFive Days for Final
Fixing.

HER TRIALS AND CHANGES
»

Mr. Fife Evidently Satisfied, While It Is

Pretty Certain That the Reliance
Pleases Her Friends.

About half-past seven o'clock to-morrow
morning the Shamrock III. will arrive at
the Erie Basin, and one hour later she
will be placed in the dock, there to remain
nine days.
On Saturday of this week the Reliance

will also be docked at the Erie Basin, and
will remain four days.
On Wednesday, August 19, the yachts

will be measured by Mr. Charles D. Mower,
the official measurer of the New York
Yacht Club, when they will be towed to
the Horseshoe, readv for the first of the
cup races, which will be called the followingday, August 20.
Mr. Fife, who is in full control of the

Shamrock III., is evidently satisfied with
that yacht, so far as her speed is concerned,and if further changes are to be
made in her gear and canvas there will
be ample time to give thpm attention.
Mr. Iselin is pleased with the Reliance

and the four days that she will be in the
clock at Erie Basin will be given up to
polishing her underbody and to details of
a minor nature.

THE KELIAN.CE A LUCKY BOAT.
The performances of the Reliance during

the summer are easily remembered. She
has been seen under sail and in races in all
kinds of wind and weather and in smooth
water and bad tumble of sea. Her accidentshave been unimportant. The loss of
her topmast off Larchmont was due to the
carelessness of a sailor, and the buckling
of her gaff at Newport, after winning a

splendidly sailed race, may be attrit^ted
to the same cause.

It can be set down that the Reliance is
a lucky boat.
The trials of the Shamrock III. with the

Shamrock I. have been under the directionof Mr. Fife exclusively. It has been
his plan to make them as confusing to tne

1 American yachtsmen as possible, and ne!
is sure that little of the real capabilities
of the challenger have been revealed duringher spins off Sandy Hook.
In fact, Mr. Fife is said to have congratulatedhimself that in this particular

at least he has been successful, and that
the curiously inclined on this side of the
water know really nothing of the boat.
And yet Mr. Fife has been very busy

with the challenger. He has repeatedly
altered her trim. He has given her a new
bowsprit three feet longer than was at
first used off Sandy Hook, and that means
that he has added to her headsail. The
Shamrock III. has been for some time
using the gaff of the Shamrock II. and
that gives something of an inkling as to the
urea of her mainsail.

OTHER CHANGES MADE.

Upon her arrival here the challenger had
some American and some English blocks.
The latter have been discarded, a'nd now
she is .entirely fitted, it is reported, with
blocks made in this country. American
sailmakers have been utilized in the recuttingand alterations of her canvas and
in making new sails.
The mast of the Shamrock III. has

shown structural weakness, and has been
extensively strengthened here. Its position
in the boat has not been changed. When
it was taken out recently at night it was
in a bad way. One portion of it showed
' igns of collapsing like the leg of an old
boot and all hands were alarmed. The spar
should now stand rough water, which at
any time may be looked for on the internationalcourse.
Mr. Fife thinks that he has improved the

speed of the challenger over the required
cup matoh distance of thirty miles fully
three minutes since her arrival here. Naturally,his reasons for this conclusion have
not been made public.
The speed of the Shamrock I. under the

varying conditions of wind and water is,
perhaps, so well Known Dy ivli-. r ne Liiai

his conclusions and comparisons may be
errorless. And yet it has been quite well
understood by many that Captain Bevis
has not been satisfied with the condition of
the old boat, and he (has not been able to
improve it, owing to circumstances over
which 'he has no control. This being the
case, racing yachtsmen may judge "for
themselves of the value of the trials off
Sandy Hook between the visiting vessels,

t WHAT SOME YACHTSMEN THINK.
One member of the Lipton expedition

has writen to a friend at home:."After
having seen the American boats sailing
and knowing what the Shamrock III. can
do, I see no reason why she should not
win the cup."
On Thursday last the steam yacht Seminole,owned by Mr. John N. Robins, N.Y.

Y.C., was off Sandy Hook for the purpose
of looking at the Shamrocks under sail.
On board the Seminole were a number of
British yachtsmen. The yachts were seen
on the home leg, there being a beam wind
for most of the ten miles. All acknowl4Eedfred that while the challenger is a wonderfulboat she would probafcly meet her
equal, if not superior, in the Reliance,
which they had seen sail many times,
though they hoped for the best.
Sir Thomas Lipton has expressed him-1

self as being confident of winning with the1
Shamrock III. Still, it is reported that he
has more than once said that, in his opinion,the best chance that he ever had of
carrying away the old trophy was with
the Shamrock II.. and that was lost becausethere was lacking a unity of action.

STILIi TROUBLED ABROAD.
In commenting upon the selection of the

Reliance to defend the cup, tthe Yachts^man, of London, thus talks:.'

time, for she (the Reliance) has clearlydemonstratedthat, though not an allroundimprovement on the Constitution,
she is almost the equal of that vessel in
some circumstances and vastly her superiorin others which are likely to prevail in
the cup races.
"The one unsatisfactory feature in the

many matches sailed by the three Americanyachts is the uncertainty as to the
form shown by the Columbia, It seems
impossible that she could ever be beaten
by some of the large margins on record
unless through bad handling or faulty
sails. At times she has shown fair speed,
as in her last race, but she has never
sailed a winning race with the Constitution,as she frequently did two years ago.
"Doubtless the Constitution may now

have had more justice done to her, but it
is more easily believed that this year the
Columbia has had less than fair play. Formerlyshe was not only kept in the pink
of racing trim, but was under tbo charge
of the cup defending skippSr, which makes
it almost certain that her present form is
very different from that which proved
Just too much for the Shamrock II.

"All estimates of the comparative speed
of the Shamrock III. and the Reliance
must De aenvea inruuKii L«e miumuia, Eire
Shamrock II. and the Shamrock I., a very
roundabout method of forming an opinion,
hut, so far as it goes, altogether in favor of
the British yacht."
All of which may he answered by the

simple remark that in the opinion of the
