A Tropieal Cyclome.

Cable despatches from the West Indies
vesterday reported a disturbance, appar-
ently of marked strength, if not of hurri-
cang force, moving on a northwesterly
course and passing near Santo Domingo,
While reports of the disturbance were
very meagre, the indications were that it
was advancing slowly toward Cuba.

This is the first time in the present
summer that any storm at all approach-
ing a hurrieane in intensity has been re-
ported from the Caribbean Sea. It is
very unusnal for the hurricane seagon to
open in earnest so early in Aungust, il
though wiolent local storms not infre-
quently oceur in July, But the smaller
tropieal disturbances of July, like our
Western tornadoes, have a very limited
sweep, generally die ont before they® have
mide muoch progress through the trade
wind belt and very seldom advance in
force na far as our Gulf or South Atlan-
tic Statea.

In view, however, of the recent excep-
tionally strong movement of hkigh prees-
nre areis from the Ameriean coast toward
the Caribbean Sea It ls reagonable to
infer thnt the genesis of full powered
West Indisn eyclones may be possible
even at this early date, as the Hupato
pointed out last week.
