in the singles match, hut his work at the
close was weak, and Doherty took the
points at will. Wright made a heroic
effort to take a set in the doubles contest,
but H. L. Doherty placed the ball to the
sides and cross-courted so cleverly that
the Americans were outplayed in all the
Kames.
