Frantic Crowds See Flames DestroyStructure Built for
Feast Day.

WORKMEN ARE IMPERILLED

Crucifix and Flag of Patron Saint Are
Saved.Streets Decorated for

Feast To-Day.

While frantic mfen and women prayed in
the streets for its preservation an altar
three stories high, at the corner of Elizabethand Broome streets, pat there in
honor of the feast of St. Rocco, which occursto-day, was destroyed by fire yesterday.
Several men who had been draping the

altar were testing the big candles that had
been imported for the feast and it is believedthat a lighted match fell on the
draperies. While the men were still on
the altar the draperies suddenly became
ablaze and they quickly climbed to the
street, narrowly escaping injury.
Firemen soon extinguished the flames,

but not before the altar had been destroyed.A flag of St. RoccO, that was

imported from Italy a,t a cost of $1,000, and
a gilded crucifix at the top of the altar
were saved.
Frenzied men and women ran about the

blazing structure wringing their hands
and shouting, and many fell on their knees
in the street and prayed thM the altar
might he saved.
The altar destroyed had been used in

Italian celebrations for many years. It
was so constructed that it could easily be
taken apart and stored away. It reached
to the third story of a big tenement house
at the corner of Elizabeth and Broome
Streets and was about twelve feet wi.de and
six feet deep.
In all Italian quarters to-day the feast

f>t St. Rocco will be elaborately celebrated.
Elizabeth and Mott streets, from Bleecker
to Worth street, and part of Mulberry
street within those boundaries, have been
lavishly decorated for the occasion. The
feast of St. Rocco has always been a

great day with the Italian population, but
this year the celebration will be greater
than ever.
Along the Curb lines of the streets mentionedsmall, tubs holding diminutive evergreentrees have been placed, and flags

of Italy and the United States and the
Italian nag or sr. kocco are displayed
from windows and housetops, while across
the street are strung: festoons of colored
lanterns.
Special masses were said In the Chufch

of Our Lady of Mount Carmel yesterday
in honor of the Feast of the Assump*'on.
The church was crowded at all musses,
;>nd pictures Of the Blessed Virgr'n were
displayed in many windows.
