Company's plant.

Willie Fish, eight years old, son of Mr.
and Mrs. Melvin Fish, of this city, was1
playing near by with Uddie Devere, a
child of the same asre. Whether he erasned !
the wire, ignorant of his peril, or accidentallybrushed against it is not known.
Major E. L. Sproat heard a scream and

turned in time to see the Pish boy lying
in the ground, the w7ire about him, cracklingwith electric sparks. Small flames
came l'rom the lad's clothing.
As Major Sproat gazed, horror stricken,

he saw Eddie Devere run to his playmate
and attempt to draw him away from danger,only himself to fall with a scream
over his companion's body.
Without waiting to devise other means

of rescue Major Sproat ran to the children,
seized the Devere boy and was felled by
an electric shock. He quickly recovered,
and again attempted to rescue them, and
in spite of burns and shock succeeded in'
dragging the Devere boy away.

well as to certain matters that had happenedthere. He had decided to change his

go there. She had refused, and had obtainedpossession of the boy and hurried
him out of the city.

CAPTAIN GIVES WARNING

Levery Arraigned Before Recorder and
United States Commissioner in Hoboken,

but Was Released.

Card playing passengers on the North
German Lloyd steamship Kaiser Wilhelm
II. were rare plucking for "card sharps,"
according to the story told upon his arrivalin New York yesterday by Robert T.
Hill, of Washington, D. C. He is connectedwith the Geological Survey. The
harvest amounted to a sum up in the thousands,and one man is said to have lost
f2,000. Mr. Hill had Morris Levery, who
said he was a mining: expert ana uvea at
the Manhattan Hotel, arrested when the
steamship docked, but he was discharged.
"It was on the flrst day out," said Mr.

Hill, "that I got into conversation with
Levery. In a short time he introduced me
to another young man, who, like Levery,
was well mannered and well dressed.
"I was invited to have a drink, and after

we had the drink Levery asked me if I
played seven-up. I said I had played the
game years ago, but did not feel like playingcards. When Levery insisted that I
play one game to kill time, I consented.
The stake was a sovereign, and Levery
said he would stand half if I lost.
"I lost. Then Levery's friend suggested

that we cut high card for a sovereign and
that I might get even. Well I cut three or
four times and lost in each instance, and
when I was about $25 out I went to the
captain and told him I was certain that I
had been swindled. The captain warned
Levery that he must play no cards during
the remainder of the voyage.
VI watched Levery and his companion

every day, and each time I saw him In
the smoking room or heard him talking
cards. I reminded him very pointedly of
the captain's orders and each time he
moved away.
"One irian lost $2,000 at cards during the

trip and a man named Reynolds was a
heavy loser. I was told that travellers
lost fully ten thousand dollars during the
voyage."
In discussing his attempt to have Leveryheld in Hoboken on a charge of swindlingon the high seas, Mr. Hill said:.
"I was determined to make an example,

but I learned, when Levery was arraigned
before Recorder Lafferty, that he could do
nothing. Then we went before United
States Commissioner Kuss. Me said tnat
there is no law covering the case.
"I am not a gambler, of course, and I

did not fear notoriety, although I dislike
it, but 1 would like to see swindling at
cards stopped on the ocean liners"
When Levery was released he wished to

charge Mr. Hill with "threatening and
carrying concealed weapons," but it was
not entertained.
With Levery on the voyage was his wife.

He said that he crossed the ocean four or
five times a year In connection with his
mining business.
Mr. Hill asserted that the captain of the

Kaiser Wilhelm II. told Levery he must
not travel again on the ship, because of
the complaint which had been made about
him. Levery, he said, made the trip to
Europe on the same steamship.
At the office of the manager of the line,

it was said that the company, under the
law governing common carriers, may re-
LUSe lO sell passage i«J a. peiauji liicy uciui

Dbjectionable if the reasons are given.
Levery made light of his arrest. He said

Mr. Hill demanded that his losings be returnedto him. He added:.
"He got me on the deck and stuck a revolverunder my nose, but I wouldn't bluff

and he went away. I had to keep out of
his way until we landed."
At the Manhattan Hotel it was stated

last evening that no one by the name of
Levery was known, or had come to the
hotel from the Kaiser Wilhelm II.
