Break in Water Pipe in Harlem Undermines
Pillars Under 125th
Street Station.

Danger threatened the stability of the
railway structure at 125th street and

Eighth avenue late last night, owing to ai
break in a water mkin in the latter thor-i
oughfare. The elevated railroad officials
were at once notified by the police and it
hurry call was sent to the Department of'
Highways.
The break was discovered shortly after

eleven o'clock, when half a dozen streams
of water began to trickle up through the
aspnait. in a iew minutes uicj nuu unuo

long cracks in the pavement and formed
several pools. One "Li" pillar was in the
vortex of one of these pools and the asphaltat its base bulged upward in an
alarming manner.
The police of the West 125th street stationwere notified, and Sergeant Schoeneckecalled for the reserves after a brief

Inspection of the pavement. The break
was evidently growing larger every moment,and a big pool of water soon collectedon the west side of Eighth avenue.
filling the street from the southbound
track to the west curb and flowing down
Eighth avenue. Within half an hour the
water was inches deep and threatening the
basement of the Colonial Hotel and other
buildings with a drenching.
The water came up through the asphalt

with a rotary motion and formed a strongeddy around the base of the "Li" pillar.I The police reserves kept, buck the big
crowd that had collected and watched

\ with anxiety every elevated train which
sped along overhead.
At midnisrht the trains were still running,

and the flood was rapidly increasing in volume.while no Highway Department men
had appeared to repair the damage.
The delay in shutting off the water was

due, it is said, to the necessity of finding
some means of cutting off the flow withoutrecourse to the main gate at 136th

t street and Convent avenue. Shutting that
off would have been a last resort, as it
would have meant a temporary water
famine in Harlem. Police Captin Martens
was assured by the "L" road "officials that
they had no fear of the collapse of the
pillar, as it was too firmly entrenched at
its base to yield under any such circum'stances.
Alter the water had been spouting up

through the pavement for nearly two
hours the current was shut off from the
broken main.

Prisoner Asserts He Thinks the Young Man
He Impersonated Will Make Good

Checks He Passed.

Friends yesterday spoke in defence of
Alfred Crosby Owen, a former lieutenant,
in the United States Navy, who is charged
with having forged the name of Stephen
B. Elkins, Jr., to a check for $5. They
said that the young man was mentally irresponsible;that a mania for extrava-;
g-ance he manifested early in life had developedinto a form of insanity.
Owen, who is tall, with light hair and n

ilean cut face, was rather glum in court.
He insisted that he was well acquainted
with young Mr. Elkins and even expressed
confidence that the latter would make good
the two checks which he is charged with;
having tried to pass. Owen said that he
had often occupied the apartments of!
young Mr. Elkins, who lives at No. 281
West Thirty-third street. The latter was!
in the city last night, but could not be
seen.

Magistrate Breen, in the Jefferson Mar-
ket Court, held Owen in $2,500 for the
Grand Jury. The young man's friends, althoughthey appeared in court, did not take
any active steps in his behalf. They did'
not engage a lawyer or try to obtain bail.
Joseph Smith, house detective of the

Waldorf-Astoria, on which the prisoner is
said to have tried to uass a check for
J50, purporting to be signed by Stephen B.
Elkins, Jr., appeared in court. Georgy
Gordon Battle looked out for the interestsof the hotel.
Detective Mulholland, of the Fifth Ave-1

nue Hotel, which is alleged to have cashed
the check for $5, was also on hand.

NO FURTHER COMPLAINTS.
Neither Captain Dangan nor any of his!

detectives had been able to learn of any
further complaints against the prisoner in
this city. They believe the two checks in
question are the extent of his operations:
here.
When the case was called Dr. Wolfred

Nelson, of the Astor House, and Charles
W. Raborg, a real estate dealer, of No. 7
West Sixty-fifth street, stepped up to the
Magistrate and held a whispered conver-
sation with him. Mr. Raborg said he was!
the young man's uncle, and he seemed
much concerned over his predicament and
somewhat undecided as to what he could
do for him.
Dr. Nelson said that Owen was not a|

friend, but merely an acquaintance.
"I appear in court," said the Doctor,!

"as a matter of humanity and justice, becausethe young man is not in his rignt
mind."
According to his relatives, Owen has de-!

lusions of grandeur. It is a form of egomania,they say, which induced him to
impersonate young Mr. Elkins in the West,
hiring special cars and indulging in other!
flights of extravagance. They say that
his mania has been growing more marked
in the last few years.
While in the navy, from which he was

dismissed last December bo
extravagapce in dress. They recalled that
at one time he ordered from a. tailor three,
dozen naval waistcoats, which cost him
$6 apiece. At other times he ordered nearlytwo score of linen jackets. Always eccentricas a boy. his mania grew until his!
actions led to his being- court martialled.
Magistrate Breen, after listening to wha.t

the two men who knew Owen had to say,
turned to the lawyer and the detectives.
"Dr. Nelson here," said the Magistrate,!

"says this young man is not in his right
mind. If he is mentally unbalanced that
should be taken into account. The hotels
can be reimbursed for the money lost."
Mr. Battle admitted that if it were

proved that Owen's mind 1$ affected the
nature of the charge against him would
probably be altered.
It is said that a commission may be appointedto examine him.

FRIENDS GIVE EXCUSES.
Owen's friends even point to the fact

that lie is accused of having forged a check
for $5 as an evidence of his mental incapacity.Thev assert that beyond his maniacalflights of extravagance he has no
bad habits.
Owen's brother-in-law is said to be WilliamGordon Crawford, of Washington, D.

C.
The prisoner is a member of a distinguishedSouthern family. Mr. Raborg

says lie'is highly connected in Washington
society and that his grandfather was Rear
Admiral W. W. Queen. His father was
surgeon in the United States Navy. He
and his family were stricken with yellow
fever during an epidemic in Florida, and
all the members died with the exception
of young Owen and his sister.

Sculptors and artists in all parts of the.
country are interested in the solid ornamentalbronze doors which will soon be
erected in the new facade of St. Bartholomew'sChurch, at Madison avenue and
Forty-fourth street. They are the gift of
Mrs. Cornelius Vanderbilt in memory of
her late husband, who was a member and
active worker in the church. The entire
new facade of the church ift the gift of
Mrs. Vanderbilt and her family.
The bronze doors are for the north entranceand are the work of Philip Martiny,

sculutor; McKim. Mead & White, architects.and the Henry-Bonnard Bronze
Company, who cast them. It is said they
are the tirst doors with ornamental or
sculptured panels that have ever been cast
in one Diece. Usually bronze work of this
character is cast in separate pieces
and Dut together after the castings are
finished. These huge doors, which weigh
5,260 pounds and are twelve feet high and
seven feet wide, contain the most delicate
ornamental work. They were made in one
mould and are said by artists to be perfect
in every detail.
Each door is divided into seven panels,

the central and largest of these containing
figures representing the Evangelists, the
sculptor's idea being to illustrate the story
of the Apostles. The Evangelists are
rtanked by statues of those prophets
whose prephecies were most clearly real-
lzed by the Evangelists.
The lower panel in the right door shows

Christ giving the keys to Peter, the upper
panel showing the Ascension.
The tympanum above the door is in Italianmarble and represents two angels in

adoration before the infant Jesus. These
occupy the circle in the centre, and on the
right is shown John the Baptist holding a
cross in his right hand and the baptism
shell in his left, an angel kneeling on
either side. Beneath this the lintel, done
in limestone, represents the Passion, with
figures of Roman soldiers and the populaceon the way to the cross.
The new facade of the church, it is said,

will surpass anything in this country. It
is the work of various sculptors, among
whom are Daniel C. French, collaborating
with Andrew O'Connor, Herbert Adams
and Philip Martiny. In the facade are
three ornamental Romanesque arches con
