A Day of Sensations.
The sentences came as the culmination

to a day of sensational interest. The chief,
event preceding' the verdict was the dramaticrevelations which Th6r6se Humberl
had so long promised, in the makihg of
which she disclosed the same genius which
has marked her entire career, as indicated
by her selection of the mysterious name
or "Regnier as the real Crawford. Regnier
figures in the dark pages of the FrancoGermanwar as the intermediary between
Prince Bismarck and Marshal Bazaine for
the surrender of Metz.
The court and spectators listened to the

recital with an amazement amounting to
stupefaction. It Was evident that Ther6se

B* Humbert sought to bring into the case one
nf the supreme events of the war of 1S70
for the purpose of introducing another
mystery to confuse the court and delay the
result, but court, jury and spectators alike,
were unconvinced, as her references to
"Regnier were most vague and did not expl"'nhis relationship to the younger Craw¥ford.

W whence Regnier's millions came it was ap-1
parently part of her culminating mystery
to create the impression that Regnier hail;
received a vast sum for inducing Marshal
Bazaine to surrender Metz. The completelyinconclusive character of the revelationswas shown by the fact that the
'"ourt did not take the slightest judicial
cognizance of them and immediately submittedthe ca^e to the jury. The jury likewisetreated the revelation as a subterfuge
and returned a verdict of guilty upon all

V* the material points.

Mme. and M. Humbert will undergo solitaryconfinement during their term of imprisonment.
In the course of a speech in court to-day

Madame Therese Humbert anounced that
the real name of Crawford was Regnier,
who was the intermediary between Prince
Bismarck and Marshal Bazaine at the
time of the surrender of Met?;.
Crawford was the wealthy American

from whom Mme. Humbert insisted that
tihe had inherited her reputed vast fortune,which, the prosecution maintains,
never existed. It was thought that he was
a mythical personage invented by the
Humberts to bolster up their fraud and
deception.
In brief, the contention was that at a

date which has never been given precisely,
but which was said to be between 1878 and

i 1883, there died in a country which the
tribunals never discovered an American
by the name of Henry Robert Crawford,
who left to Mile. Therese d'Aurignao
iMme. Humbert), as the universal legatee,
his fortune, estimated at $24,000,000.

Mme. Humbert's Mystery.
Mme. Humbert arose, amid an intense

hush throughout the court room, to make
her promised revelations. She began.
formally':.
"Gentlemen of the Jury.When I wanted

,the address of M. Crawford he answered:.
" 'You cannot know me. I am not called

Crawford. I am not known by that name.'
" 'Then what name"' 1 asked, and he re

plied :.* " 'My fortune was" made during: the war
of 1870 by reinvestments of rentes, which

Mme. Humbert paused and then continued:.-
"His name is Regnier, the intermediary

between Marshal B;izaine and the Germane.I had already transacted business
with one Regnier, who appeared to me to
be a mysterious personage, and who said
to me:.

" 'Be careful, Madame, not to confuse
hie with the notorious Regnier.'
"That is how I suddenly learned Craw/

ford's name. I never told my husband. I
sweir on my daughter's head. This is
the first time he hears the name."

"What I say is true. The Crawfords exfist. the fortune exists and I. Mme. Humbert,will bring actions against the Crawfords."

DEGNIER THE AGENTK OF THE EMPRESS;
His Mission for Eugenie Ended in the

Capitulation of Metz and Bazaine'sDisgrace.
P.VHIS, Saturday..Mme. Humbert's mentionof Regnier Introduced an entirely unexpectedname, one which had been almostentirely forgotten, although it was

that of a notorious figure in the latter'
days of the Franco-Prussian War. The;
Liberty printed the following sketch of the
man:.

"Regnier. was first heard of in connectionwith the revolution of 1848, in which
he played a doubtful part. In September,
1870, the Efripress Eugenie, then at Hastings,England, intrusted him with a missionto Prince Bismarck. Regnier later.
went to Metz, Introduced himself to Mar-'
shal Bazaine and urged on Bazains that'
the war should have ended after the bat-
tie ofSedan, and that his army, which was
useless at Metz, ought to maintain order
in the interior. Bazaine thereupon accept-

inc; iuca ui li t enuis wini me wrraans.
"Regnier's object was simply to induce

Bazair.e to capitulate, and it Ik well known
that Bazalne acquiesced to the capitulationwithout raising any difficulties. The
surrender of Metz followed. Regnier's
complicity was proved in 1874, when Regnier,during his absence, was tried and
condemned by a court martial held in
Paris.

/ttgnier published several pamphlets,1
vifi the object of self-justification, one
entitled 'A Strange Story Unveiled' and
another 'What Is Your Name, N. or M.?'!
He died in England in 1886."
Regnier was condemned to death September20, 1874, after having been found

guilty of communicating with the enemy,
of being a spy, of entering a fortified place
to procure information for the eiiemy and
of plotting with the enemy to obtain possessionof the fortified town of Metz.
Regnier fled before the trial, going to'

Switzerland. It was generally believed
that he died at Ramsgate, England, in
November, 1886, but the Presse recalls the
fact that three years ago a mysterious
personage died in the I'nited States whom

London, Saturday..Referring to the
statement made by the Constantinople
correspondent of the Londojn Times 'that,
besides demanding- the execution of. re-1
forms In Macedonia, Russia also demands
the concession of the Black Sea cable, now
held by the Eastern Telegraph Company,
a British concern, the officials of that companyexplain that the concession was
granted by Russia, who reserved the right
to take over the cable at the end of a certainperiod. Consequently, they add, the
alleged demand upon Turkey is unnecessary.The company expects that Russia
will grant compensation for taking over
the cable.

INIADA DESERTED.

All Coast Villages South of Bulgarian

war ship who called at Burgas, in Bulgaria,north of Inlada, for provisions have
reported that all the villages along the

Burun, a short distance north of Inlada,
was saluted by the insurgents.

Bay State Farmer Learns of His
Loss When Notified by

Boston Police.
Boston', Mass.. Saturday..Robbed of

$6,000 in United States bonds nearly six
years ago, l>everett "Webster, a HaVerh ll
farmer, did not learn of his loss until notifiedthis week by the Boston police ih£t.
Ihey had a $1,000 bond in Boston belonging
to him.
Webster examined his strong box and

found that he was $6,000 short. He came to
Boston and recovered the portion of his
property which the police had.
The peculiar feature of the case is that

the lost bond came to light in the possessionof an Italian boy in the North I?nd.
The boy entered a pawnbroker's shop in
that district last week and offered the se-
curity for sale. The pawnbroker looked at;
it, and seeing its large denomination accusedthe boy of-stealing it. At this the
Italian made a dash for the door, leaving
the bond behind.

Good Profits Are Promised on the
Large Wheat and Fruit

Grop.
Salem, Ore., Saturday..Willamette Valleyfarmers are rejoicing over the prospectfor good profits in almost everything

they have to sell this year. Not only ?.rc!<
prices good, but yields are large, and as a
consequence there will be more money in
the valley than tliere has been for more
than a decade before.
Wheat at Salem is quoted at seventy;

cents, with the mills paying a two cent
premium. In ordinary years all above
fifty cents would be cleay profit, but becauseof the high wages paid to farm
help this season it will take from fifty-two
to fifty-five cents to pay the cost of pro-
duction. "i,"he average yield, so far as pan
be learned, will be about twenty bushels
to the acre or more. This means a clear
profit of from to S3.50 an acre on wheat
after allowing for all labor and expenses.
Oats have turned out better in proportion
than wheat, ,and the large yield, "with j
price of about twenty-five cents per bushel,will leave a good profit o:i that crop.
The season has been very favorable for

hay, atid yields have been good. The prices1
quoted at present are from $7 to $8 a ton in
the local market tor loose hay. Farmers
say,that about half of this price Is profit,
Yields run from two to three tons per acre,
making this crop a better paying one than;wheat.
Hops promise a price ranging from 45

cents upward, and it is generally figured
that all above 8 cents is profit.
'Kie prune crop is targe, and, though

the domestic market has not opened, the!
Willamette Valley Association has been
making sales at its own price, a 2%-ceriTii
basis, which price leaves the growers t
"better than fair" margin.
All through the year dairy products have (

brought^an ej^^^llnary price, and even

?onntrv butter has found a ready markt r
it paying- figures'. Wool growers sold their
leeces this year at a high price, and sheep
lave been in demand all through the year.
