Stocks, Under Professional
Control, Move Erratically
and Finally Show Ten-
dency to Dulness.

Biocks did not recover thelr equilibrium,
last week, and the story of the dally move-
ments for the stated Ume |5 simply that
of the gropings of the stodk market In its
efforts to find its bearings. No results
were rehched, but It fs possible that the
market may have found a deflhite ten-
deney, had it not been for the highly ar-
tificlal means adopted by the Wall street
trader to asslst it Thid element, it hoas
been found by experience in the past, usu-
ally ocarries on lis operations in a highly
enthusipsiic manner, with the result that
the work 18 almost always overdons and
the end to be attained very much elounded.
Thess traders ware jn control probably on
account of the fact that the technigal con-
dition was such as to produca a traders
market. Left to itself, this market con-
ditien gqulekly develops the real temdency
of sepourlty wvalues, for who but the pro-
fesslonal trader can leave reason and the-
ory beliind end intultively follow the mur-
kel's bent?

During the last weel, howeyer, the trend
of prices seemed to lle within two barriers
wileh the market movemeant was unable or
not strong enough to overcoms, In the first
part of the week there was a continuance
of ths upward swing of prices, In which
manipulation played an important part
and which finally had to give way under
the stewdy stream of profic taking sales for
forelgn and domestle account. Then the
floor operators changad their tactles and a
sharp reaction followed.
